Helped Out Before.

Shevlin is a live wire. Under him Yale
is expected to perk up. j
Report also had it that George Foster

Sanford will come to Yale's help for
the rest of the season. Sanford is valu-
ible as a line coach and a general pur-
veyor of "pepper," and from time to
time in the past has done much to revivedrooping spirits at Yale.

Worth More Than Cubs.

TOUCHDOWNS ARE MADE
WHEN PLAYERS FUMBLE

Each Team Profits by Other's Mistakes.ShankCrosses Goal
From Kick-Off.

Playing a slashing, ripping
game, the Maryland Agricultural
College foot ball team yesterday
at College Park defeated the
eleven representing St. John's
College by a score of 27 to 14.
The contest was the first in which
the former has appeared in the
series for the state championship,and it outplayed the visit|ing eleven from the beginning
of the first quarter, though there
were times when it seemed that
a merest break in the luck might
determine the result.
The Farmers kicked off to St.

John's at the start and soon
forced Capt. Heise to punt. The
ball was then carried to St. John's
15-yard line, where the Annapoliseleven held, and the ^Farmers tried for a place kick.
Speer booted the ball and the
wind carried it wide of the posts
by about two feet. The whole
of the remaining part of the first
quarter was played in St. John's
territory. The first quarter endedwith the ball in M. A. C.'s
possession on St. John's 20-yard
line.

St. John's Holds.
St. John's held on the first play in

the opening of the second quarter, but
the next carried the ball to its 16-yard
line. There St. John's was penalized 15
yards because Fullback Turner roughed
up a M. A. C. player after he had
been tackled and was down. With the
ball on the Annapolis team's 3-yard
line it looked as is a score for M. A. O.

fumbled and St. John's recovered the
ball. St. John s punted out to the middleof the field, and M. A. C. began anothermarch toward the opposing goal.
On St. John's 20-yard line Hart fumbled

planted the ball across the line. Speer
kicked the goal after Knode had puntedout. There was no more scoring in
the first half, and it ended with the
count T to 0 in favor of M. A. C., with
the Farmers having had all the advantage.
Early in the second half the Aggies

began another march toward St. John's
goal, but fumbled the ball on the 20yardline, and Noble, St. John's right
end, picked up the oval and ran 60
yards for the touchdown. Heise kicked
goal. The score was tijed. M. A. C. receivedthe kick-off and started another
slashing drive toward the St. John's
goal line. Aided by a long run by
Shank, the Farmers put the ball across
without a halt. Speer missed the goal.
St. John's received the kick-off, and

(after being forced to punt the Farmers
got the ball and drove it across the
goal line by a series of line plunges l'or
their third touchdown. Speer kicked the
goal.
St. John's was successful in getting

off two of its forward passes, and one
came immediately after the ball had
been received from kick-off. That and

by Bielaski placed the ball on M. A. C.'s
18-yard line. There the Farmers were
penalized for holding: after they had
thrown the runner for a loss twice.
With the ball inside of their 5-yard line
the Aperies again were penalized for offside.With the ball on their 1-yard line
the Farmers held three times for downs,
but on the fourth trial St. John's put
the ball across.

Shank Makes Great Bun.
The next touchdown for M. A. C. came

in a sensational manner. After 6t.
John's had scored only three more minuteswere left to play. The kick-off was
received and Shank, catching the ball
on his 20-yard line, ran tne oaii ror a

touchdown. It was a brilliant bit of
work and the M. A. C. stands wont wild.
There was very little difference in the

weight of the two teams, and the spiritedfight put up by St. John's was a
credit to it, notwithstanding its defeat.
The team from the state's capital,
though, had its fast end-running backssmotheredand thrown for losses the
majority of times, and its famed forwardpasses, though it tried abou
thirty, were blocked and intercepted
continuously. St. John's completed
only two passes out of about thirty.
