TWIST SERVICE NO GREAT AID
TO AVERAGE TENNIS PLAYER

MeLotghlin's SKill at This Asacrican Favene
tion Has Made Him Absolutely

Pre-eminent. - -

There is a very great diversity t‘!f
opinion as to the value of the Ameri-
can twist service in mcdern lawn ten-

Inis, writes Parmley Paret in the New

York Sun. In the hands of such a mas-
ter as McLoughlin there can be no
question that it is a great weapon of
attack, and this stroke alone has done
more than any other to make the Cali-

ifornia comet the great player that he

is. Without his wonderful service Mc-
Loughlin would hardly rank above the
second ten, for his backhand is woe-

But McLoughlin is one player in a
thousand—yes, one in a million—and
one cannot judge all players by the
standards he has set. There are a num-
ber of others who have cultivated the
twisting break in their service that has
made It difficult to return and it has
repaid many of them for the effort of
learning the stroke. But it is always a
heavy strain on the physical resources
of the player. In a long hard match,
particularly in hot weather, this strain
sometimes turns the match against the
user of the American twist, and it is
safe to say that many matches have
been lost through this play, though
possibly not so many as have Dbeen

won by it.
Worth the Effort.

For a tournament player who is con-
stantly keyed up to high tension, who
practices steadily and is always In good
playing form and physical training, I
afi inclined to the opinion that the
American- service is more than worth
the effort, but for the averaze player
whose efforts are conflned to playing
once or twice a week on Saturdays and
holidays it is very doubtful if it is
worth the effort. Whether this service
pays the average player or not ja one
of many questions that were recently
put up to all of the crack players of the
country, and it s surprising to find
that the majority are against it.

Out of thirty-two experts consulted,
including Parke and Dixon of the
British international teams, sixteen did
not helieve that it would repay the
average player to use it, twelve thought
it did not pay and four answers were
of indefinite character. This is. only
one of forty or fifty doubtful points of
play that were_put up to the experts,
and it is very interesting to read the
different opinions that are expressed
on these points. The answers are be-
ing published in a: new hook on the
game that is to appear next spring.

The greatest advantage of the Amer-
ican twlist service lies in the “break"” or
false bound of the ball, rather than its
curve in the air. The hall shoots from
the ground at such an angle and car-
ries so much spin, that it is difficult to
hit fast and accurately. If the server
follows his dellvery rapidly up to the
net, as does McLoughlin, for instance,
the strike-out is in trouble right from
the start. To pass a rushing. net server
it is necessary to hit hard apd low and

accurately toward the side lines so that|
any twisting of the ball is a great:

handicap. When it is spinning fast
nearly every player eases up a little

in the speed of his strokes and also D

 fewer chances of error by play-

little farther from the outside lines of

y Must Follow It Up.

Unless a man does follow up the twist
service to the net to volley he is wast-
ing; his efforts. It certainly does not
pay any player to merve such a difficult
ball and then lose all the advantage to
be gained from it by staying back in
his court and walting for a later op-
portunity to get up to the net. The
only profitable way to use It is to rush
tn on every service aml depend on the
twist- to ' prevet:!t:l the opponent from

on e Wiy up. ’
Dna:ii%:syﬁﬂn'h greatest skill'in the use
of this delivery lies In his abllity to
vary the. service in several ways. He
ecan serve a fast twist delivery, a slow
curving ball or a fast straight one with

dangerous. Holcombe Ward used to
Serve very much the same ball as Me-
Loughlin, but he did not have the fast,
straight delivery such as often proves
the most useful to the westérner when
he finde an opponent is creeping up on
his delivery to play the high bounding
twist delivery with a drive from above
the shoulder.

Bundy, the other national champlon
in doubles, for instance, seldom varies
his delivery, and some of the players
he meets have become so accustomed to
the eccentricities of his “reverse twist”
that they are able to anticipate its
curve and break enough to punish it
often on the return.

Reverse Service 0ld.

This reverse service was invented by
Malcolm Whitman twenty years ago,
but the old Harvard man used to vary
it a good deal by a stralght service
with a straight bound, and he used the
twist generally in the left court and
most often when he needed a  point
very badly. By saving a difflcult deliv-
ery like this for critical points of a
match it is often made more effective,
as the opponent does not have enough
oriportunities to become accustomed
to the twist and bound.

The reverse twist delivery has a ten-
dency to throw the player off his bal-
ance, as the racket travels across in
front of the body to the left side, and
this checks the effort to start forward
and makes it more difficult for a server
with this stroke to get to the net
quickly. On. the other hand, the usual
“out twist” American service, which
curves to the server's left and breaks
to his right, helps the server to Eet
started for.the net. The slow curving
second delivery also allows him more
time to make the dash in safety and
get settled in the volleying position be-
fore the next return reaches him. This
slow speed also helps the server of
the reversé by giving more time, as the
reverse twist is always a slow ball.

However, when all is said and done
the twist services are most useful to
expert players, and it Is very doubtful
if the average player gains as much as
he loses by practicing them.

Rise and Fall of Harry Davis and the Vie-

tories of Travers and Gardner Are

Outstanding Features.

The competitive seazon of 1915 is now
a thing of the past so far as the big
majority of golfers of class is con-
cerned. So it behooves us to look back
over the all too short season and pick
out the particular spots which gleamed
the brightest, writes John G. Anésrson

in the New York Sun.
The golf play at the Panama exposi-
tion was the first of Importance in in-
terest to the whole country. The first
prize for the professionals was $1,000.
As the eastern clubs did not care to
pay the expenses of their professionals
to such an evenf, since the honor was |
all too doubtful with true form not in!
great evidence mo early In the year it
was no surprise that the class repre-
pentefl was not overly good. The best
golfer In the tournament won, and that'
was some satlsfaction, for It took no!
1ittle confidence in: one’s game to pay |
expenses and risk the journey of such a |
distance. 'But Walter Hagen felt well |
pleased when he received the biggest
single amount ever given a winner in
an open tournament in the country.
The amateur play produced a new
winngk in Harry K. B. Davis, and his
name was heralded from coast to coast
more on account of his wonderful long
driving than for any other special golf-
ing glfts. Davis was the player who
was “greater than Ouimet or Travers"
who would come east and win their
honors away from them with compara-
tive ease. These were the storles which
fiitted across the wire ‘and were pres-
ently corroborated in person by those
amateurs and professionals who saw
the exhibition at that time. But not all
gave cgedence to the assertions. Some
belleved that Mr. Davis galined htal
standing at or near the top partly he-|
cause of his splendid size, which always :
counts In the first storles of a man, but
which, as regards golf, does not give
any certainty of success.

z Champions Well Built.

The champlons of this country have
been well bullt, oftentimes, but it must
never be forgotten that Fred McLeod,
Mr. Ouimet in 1913 and Mr. Travers
and J. J. McDermott, who have five of
the past six titles to their credit, are
not what we would term big men, and
their average weight, I happen to
know, was under 145 pounds. Physical
strength, however, gives a fine start |
for the story of what a golfer might|
do, but it can never tell what he will}
do. When Mr. Davis came eastward,
and played in the western amateur at
Cleveland he had his first real chance
to make good all the fine things which
had been said about him. But he falled
miserably, not even qualifying, al-

though the scores made in the testing
round were the highest that they had'
been for years, and Mr. Davis had|
more than a week to get accustomed :ol
the change of soll. We must put down
his first attempt as a bad failure. Tt
will take a testing with other eastern
golfers in mateh and medal play before
the rank and flle of golfers the country
over will accord to the coast champion |
the high honor claimed for him at the|
beginning of the vear.

The golfers throughout the United
States were anticipating with great
pleasure the visit of Messrs. Varden,
Ray, Duncan and Mayo. Foursome
matches were to be played by this great
quartet, and I believe that such a
scheme would have made the foursome
a thousand times more popular than it
is today if the visit had become a real-
ity. But the destruoction of the Lusi-
tania caused the players to ochange
thelir minds, and America was deprived
of a scene in her golfing history on a
good golf course which in all likell-
hood would have beggared description.

I wonder what words would have
been needed to describe the finishes of
Vardon, Ray, Duncan and all the others
who were s0 near the top if they each
had had a chance to tie or defeat our
own Jerry Travers, and what excite-
ment would have preévalled if, as hap-
pened, it was Travers who had to do
the fighting to the end to hecome the
champion of the land. I believe there
would have been a throng of 25,000
people out to see the New York hoy
battle, and enthusiasm which would
have been wonderful indeed. But what
there was of it lacking could easily be
{magined when Jerome Travers did win
the open title of the United States.
Then pride and joy held full unbounded
sway and the cry which went up when
the last putt was holed will .ot soon
be forgotten by those who were fortu-
nate enough to be present.

Some Memorable Finishes.

There was not the same excitement
as when Mr. Ouimet won the title be-
cause there were no foreign foes of
great golfing prowess to down, but the
win had its magnitude just the same,
and the pride in Travers' comeback was
almost universal. The finish of his last
round will rank with two others which
it has been my good fortune to witness.
The first was the -memorable play at
Brookline in 1913, when Mr. Ouimet
won, and the other was in 1911, at
Sandwich, when Vardon won after g
tie with Arnaud Massy,

Harry Vardon finished his round first
and had a total of 303 for the four
rounds. There were at least seven
players who knew scon after starting
just what they would have to do, and
the way they went to their task was a
caution. Harold H. Hilton reached the
turn in thirty-three, and, playing well,
had thirteen strokes for the last three
holes, for which the par was eleven to
win. He drove into a bunker at the
left of the short sixteenth hole and
took a 5. Then he took another 5,
and then at the home hole missed a
putt by an inch to tie. It was a heart-
rending climax. Then along came Ed-
ward Ray, who needed a 75 to get the
title. He took a 6 at a short hole and
finished with a total two strokes too
many for a win. .

Then came Sandy Herd and the news
came -that he needed just par for the
last filve holes to win. How we all
left the home green and scampered over
the moor to reach him. Right nobly
did he perform, running down fire putts
for the par of every hole until he came
to the last. There a pulled drive gave
him no chance for the green, and he
missed the only putt of the round, a
gix-footer, and lost the title by a
single stroke.

James Braid had a grand chance, but
he, too, missed by taking three putts
on two of the last five greens. J. H.
Tavlor would have won if he had made
a 77, and George Duncan would have

gained his first British title if he had
made a 76, but both finished with a 79,
The excitement may well be imagined
at a string of finishes such as these,
but the American wind-ups have pro-
vided even greater thrills.

Great Praise for Travis,

The victory of Walter J. Travis in the
Metropolitan championship and his sub-
sequent retirement from active compe-
tition gawve further ruea for thought.
No man who has played the game in
America has been more successful than
the former British amateur title win-
ner, and no one deserves greater praisa
for his play during the past fiftecn
years. It was an odd year that ths
peerless putter of them all did not
gather in some special important cham-
pionship. Sarely our British cousins
respect his game more than that of any
others who have represented our land
in foreign tournaments, and in the
years to come I venture to predict the
play of the Garden City golfer will be
accorded far more praise than it is
glven today right at the beginning of
his retirement.

The amateur championship has been
spoken of many times already In these
columns, but suffice to say that the
man who played the best golf during
the week won the title.

The l.esley cup matches went to New
York, easily the strongest team in the
field as well as on paper. If we could
point to any upsets of the year, which
iz a dangerous thing to do in golf,
when you come to think of it, knowing
the game as the will-o’-the-wisp that
it is, it would be where both the ama-
teur and the open champion of the land
went down to defeat In the same round,
and that the second, in the amateur
championship.

There have been many new features
which have alded the game of golf as
it is played here. Principally, of course,
we can point to the great spread of the
game. At the present time I am col-
lecting data which I hope will tell more
accurately than ever before the num-
ber of golfers In the country. The in-
crease this year in the number of play-
ers I know has been the largest sinco
the ipception of the game in this coun-
try,and the money expended for golf-
ing pleasure and health has excecded
all former records. New courses have
been formed all over the land and on =
sounder basis Irom an architectural
point of view.
