GERMAN GAINS IN WAR.

Large Increase in Territory at Ex-
pense of Her Enemies.

Correspondence of the Assoviated Press,
BERLIN, Octbhoer 12.—The school an-
thorities in Bavaria have published
notes on war geography for the chil-
dren attending the public schools. The
following informaution is glven regard-
ing Russia: e
The Russian territory already occu-
pied by the Germans is four times as
'‘extensive as the Kingdom of Bavaria,
but is only one-seventy-fifth of the en-
tire Russian empire. But the greater
part of Russia is thinly populated, and
the most populous districts are already
in German possession, so that Russia
can now show only six-sevenths of her
former population.
At the beginning of the war, Russ=ia
inhabitants thun
Germany and Austro-Hungary com-
bined—namely, 170,000,000 against 120,-
000,000. After a year of warfure, this
position has been reversed. Russia now
has only 115,000,000, whereas tha cen-
tral monarchies rule over 155,000,000,
The new Lerritory occupied In east
and west is as extensive as the entire
Kingdom of Prussia.
