vote, nor will one person be allowed
to deposit more than one ballot in the
ox. Women and men will share equallyin this franchise privilege to be of.red by the food show management.

FOE COAST DEFENSES.

Increase in Size of Submarines Urged
by Admiral Grant.

An Increase in the size of the coast
defense submarines. It Is said, has been
recommended by Rear Admiral Albert
W. Grant, commander of the submarine
flotilla. The admiral has urged the
Secretary of the Navy to ask for the
authorisation of 800-ton submarines insteadof 600-ton boats, which latter is
the standard size of the coast defense
submarines in the navy.
The chief advantage in the larger

type of submarines is their increased
radius of action under water, the *00"tonboats being able to go to sea and
lie near the bottom for days watching
for the enemy. One of the larger type,
it is stated, would be able to cover
twice as much seacoast in a more effectivemanner. On that account they
will be cheaper than the smaller type,
not taking into consideration increased
peed under the sea and more effective
armament.

The aeroplane was sent out from a

fifty-one foot runway at a speed ol
fifty-three miles an hour and it sailec
high over the bay without, touching
the water. The demonstration was
greeted with enthusiasm by the navj
and aviation officers who witnessed it
Officers stated the test showed thai

flying machines can be launched from
cruisers, dreadnaughts and other fightingvessels while in motion. It was
stated that in foreign navies at preseni
the machines can be started at sea
only from mother ships equipped witt
platforms which interfere with gunfire.

New Feat In Aviation.
When a navy aeroplane was shot intc

air Friday at Pensacola from the decks
of the cruiser North Carolina while th<
ship was in motion a new feat in aviationwas accomplished and a device
upon which navy airmen have been ai
work for three years proved a success
The result opens up new possibilities
for navy aeroplane scouts and ob-
servers.
"This represents the culmination 01

experiments which started in 1912," the
department announced. "The launching
device or catapult was first suggested
and tried out by Capt. W. I. Chambers
in charge of naval aviation, and was
made and tested at the Washingtor
navy yard, but was experimental anc
rather crudely built, simply to demonstratethe principle. Two successful
flights were made from this device and
a new and improved design was ther
made and a launching device built and
shipped to the Pensacola aeronautic
station. There it was installed on s
coal barge and completely tested with
successful flights by different aviatori
before being installed on the Nortt
Carolina."

Track on cruisers uecn.

The device consists of a track extendingalong the ship's afterdeck upor
which is a car. An aeroplane lands or

the device from the air and Is secured
to the car. On launching the car It
driven down the track until It has attainedhigh speed. Then it is brought
to a sudden stop and the aeroplane releasedfrom its moorings, soars intc
air, having been shot over the cruiser's
stern at a speed of fifty miles an hour,

the use of about 50,000 men In the reserve.The reservists are not to be enlisted,but are simply to agree to re

epond to the call of the country in th<
event of war. It is planned to conducschoolsof 'nstruction for the reserves
like that at Plattsburgr, to be attendee
by those who desire to qualify for thii
service. When qualified the reservist!
will be assigned to stations. Other
wise all that will be required of then
will be to keep the Navy Departmen
advised as to their whereabouts. B3
keeping their addresses on the file th<
Secretary of the Navy can mobilise th<
reserves by wire in the event of war.
