Representative Claude Kitchin, majorityleader of the House, who opposes

th« administrational national defense

program, has declared to a constituent
his belief that it will succeed by an

"overwhelming majority."
In a letter written today by RepresentativeKitchin to Charles L. Coon of

Wilson, N. C., the new majority leader

says:
"I shall oppose the big army and

navy program with all the earnestness
and power I possess. However, my fear

is that the President will push it

through by an overwhelming majority.
In the first place, practically all the
republicans will vote for it. In the sec-

orfd place, although I know tnat me

convictions of four-fifths of the democratsare opposed to it, many of them.
I fear a large majority.will fling away
their convictions on this question to

please the President and do his will, as

I have seen them do it on two or three
occasions before."

"Will Alarm Whole World."
Representative Kitchin declares that

the program "at one bound, in one year,
Increases our naval appropriation more

than our total increase for the last

fourteen years; more than the increase

by Germany the whole fifteen years

preceding the European war, and more
than the combined increase of all the
nations of the world in any one year
of their history."
The North Carolina representative assertsthat "this sudden, radical and

stupendous move for war preparation
Is going to shock the civilized world,
and, whatever be the outcome of the

present war, will alarm the world
again into an armed camp."
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Cleared of Responsibility for the

Shooting of J. B. Barrett,

Brewery Engineer.

Frank Kuik. the young German who
was held on suspicion of being criminallyconcerned in the shooting Saturday
night of J. B. Barrett, engineer of the
National Capital Brewing Company,
was today cleared by the coroner's
Jury. The inquest, held at the morgue,
was conducted by Coroner Nevitt. The
verdict was that the shooting was accidentaland that the pistol was in the
hands of Mr. Barrett when he was shot.
Employes of the brewing company

testified that Kuik and th£ deceased
were good friends and never had a

word of trouble with each other since
Kuik started to work at the plant
April 2 last. Kuik, in his own behalf,
stated that he had been a fireman on
*-*. PofliorlonH nnn.1
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interned at New York, and that he carriedthe pistol to protect himself going
home from the plant. He said when he
handed the pistol to Mr. Barrett he had
no idea there was a cartridge irt it, he
having removed the clip as a precaution.
The coroner's jury consisted of C. H.

Diteman, A. H. Gawler, J. E. Sheahan,
W. M. Johnson, G. A. Yoe and Samuel
Ormerod.
Kuik, as soon as the verdict was returned,was released from custody.

Urge Civil Service Pension Laws.
NEW YORK. November 15..At a

mass meeting here yesterday Congress
was urged to enact laws providing for

Field Maione, collector of the port of
New York, as chairman. Copies of the
resolution will be sent to President
Wilson and to members of Congress
and a definite campaign will be
launched to obtain passage of a
law embodying the retirement and
pensioning demands.

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PRESS LAUDS CHURCHILL
London Morning Papers Justify Him

in Quitting Cabinet.Question
Responsibility in Dardanelles.

LONDON, November 15, 3:06 a.m..

[Laudatory editorials appear in some of
the London morning- papers justifying
Winston Spencer Churchill in quitting
the cabinet under the circumstances
which he has already indicated. The
Daily Mail asks whether Mr. Churchill
was really responsible for the "unfortunateDardanelles miscarriage," and
says that he leaves office with the good
wishes of every one in the country.
Other papers, not friendly toward Mr.

Churchill, also are asking whether Mr.
Churchill's plans in the Dardanelles
and the other undertakings for which
he was supposed to be responsible fail-
ed of their object through delays or
mismanagement in their execution on
account of other personages in the governmentor administration.
Lord Rosebery writes to the Times

advocating that the government should
take advantage of Mr. Churchill's "regrettableresignation" to take into the
cabinet some non-political man of business,"if only for the purpose of re-
trenchment and to supply sorely needednew blood."
The Morning Post strongly advocates

the formation of an official opposition
in parliament to force upon the gov-
ernment improvement in the conduct
of affairs.

EVENTS OF PAST YEAR
FULFILL SULTAN'S WISHES

Mehmed V Praises Army and Navy
in Speech at Opening of TurkishParliament.

CONSTANTINOPLE, November 15, via
Berlin and London, 2:10 p.m..In the
speech from the throne at the opening
of the Turkish parliament today SultanMehmed V said:
"Events which have passed since December1, thanks to the Almighty, have

realized my wishes and have correspondedto the hope which I expressed
that these events might assure the happinessof the whole Moslem world and
the Ottoman empire.
"Fierce attacks directed by the Britishand French army and navy forces

against the Dardanelles, with the intentionto invade Constantinople and
the seizure of the straits, which for
two and a half centuries the Russians
have been coveting, have been repulsed
by the resistance, self-sacrifice and enthusiasmof my army and navy."

DENIES HE SUGGESTED
RELIEF FOR ANTWERP

LONDON, November 15, 3:40 p.m..Win-
ston Spencer Churchill, who resigned last
week as chancellor of the Duchy of Lan-
caster, said in the house of commons to-
day that the project for sending an army
to the relief of Antwerp originated with
Field Marshal Kitchener and the French
government. Mr. Churchill made this
statement in outlining the reasons for
his resignation from the cabinet and explaininghis administration of the admiralty,of which he formerly was first
lord.
In his speech Mr. Churchill declared

that if any operations in the history of
the world were worth carrying through
with susta ned fury and utter disregard
of life, the operations at the Dardanelles
were worth it.

EARL OF SEAFIELD KILLED.

James Clgivie Grant Dies on Battlefieldin France.
LONDON, November 15..James Ogil-

vie Grant, Earl of Seafleld, has been
killed in action in France.

The Earl of Seafleld, who was born in
1876 and was the eleventh of his line,
was a captain of the 3d Queen's Own
Cameron Highlanders, special reserve,
when the. war began. He was married
in 1898 to Miss Nina Townend, daughterof Dr. J. P. Townend, justice of the
peace of the colony of New Zealand,
who survives him with a daughter.
The heir to the title is his brother,
Hon. Trevor Ogilvie Grant. His daughtersucceeds to the Scottish peerages.

WARTS CASES APPEALED.

British Ambassador's Request RegardingMen Convicted in California.
Sir Cecil Spring-Rice, the British ambassador,today asked Attorney Gen-

eral Gregory not to oppose appeals to
the Supreme Court in the cases of
Ralph K. Blair and Dr. Thomas Addis,
convicted recently in San Francisco of
enlisting men in the United States for
the British army.
The questions involved, the ambassadorbelieves, are of much importance

not only to Great Britain but to the
United States, particularly if this
country became engaged in war. The
Attorney General was unable at this
time to outline the position of the department.

FRANCE PUTS A CURB ON
SALE OF STRONG DRINKS

Hours Are Restricted and Purchase

by Boys and Girls Stopped
Entirely.

Correspondence of the Associated Pre-".,
PARIS. October 29.."No strong drinks

lor any one Derore noon ana no suuns

drinks at any hour for women and
young people of both sexes under eighteenyears of age." Such is the governmentorder that has Anally opened the
eyes of wine merchants to the earnestnessof the anti-alcohol campaign in
France. By "strong drinks" are meant
all beverages testing over eighteen degreesof alcohol. They include most
of the "aperitifs," of. appetizers, and all
brandies and liquors.
In the opinion of most wine merchantsthe measure kills the noon appetizer,and the prospect of tl e loss of

a considerable portion of the receipts
has brought about an aggressive attitudeon the part of the liquor trade.
"If we can't pursue our business," they
say, "we can no longer pay our heavy
rents." As the wine merchants are
among the few who have paid their
rents regularly, their menace has involvedprotestations from real estate
owners.
"Any attempt to suppress the sale of

alcohol in wine shops before noon," declaresthe secretary of the liquor deal-
ers association, win simpiv result in
a far greater consumption.exactly the
contrary of what is desired. The workmanwho takes a small liquor glass of
brandy in his coffee at the wine shop
will take his coffee at home and pour
into it without measuring the alcohol
that he can buy by the quart at any
grocery store; consequence, more drunkennessinstead of less."
Distillers who have foreseen further

restrictions in the sale of alcohol have
anticipated them to a certain extent.
One of them, who produces a beverage
that largely replaced absinthe, reduced
the strength of his product from forty
degrees alcohol to twenty-three degrees.The temperance advocates and
government authorities contend that if
the strength of such drinks may be reducedfrom forty to twenty-three degreeswithout appreciable harm to
business it can be further reduced to
less than eighteen degrees, with great
benefit to the public. Many wine merchantsalso philosophically conclude
that the man who drank strong liquors
will content himself with milder ones.
The attitude of the drinker himself
seems to bear out this theory; for the
most part he takes it all as a sort of a
good joke, with no thought of resist-1
ance. j

Conventions to Pass on Question of
Monarchy and Constitution.

Conventions will assemble today in
each of the twenty-three Chinese provincesto record the decision of the Chinesepeople on the two questions upon
which they voted at the polls last
week.the acceptance of the revised
constitution prepared by the drafting
committee of the council of state, and
the substitution of a monarchical form
of government for the republic.
Reports reaching Washington indicate

that an overwhelming majority of the
limited electorate has recorded itself as
'n v. v, tho nnnstitution and
the monarchy. Interest now centers,
therefore, upon the next step which
will be taken by President Yuan ShiKai.
Recent statements made by the Chineseminister for foreign affairs to the

diplomatic representatives who protestedagainst the restoration of the
monarchy are regarded by the officials
here as indicating a postponement 01
the assemblage of the convention until
some time next year.
