Representative Witherspoon was born
in 1835 in Lowndes county, Miss, and
was educated in the schools of the
atate, graduating from the [University
of Mirsissippl in 1876. Since then the
institution conferred upon him the de-
grees of AM. and LL.D. He married
in 1880 Miss Sue E. May of Versailles,
Ky. He practiced law all hig business
life until elected to the Sixty-second
Congress. He was an easy victor in
congressional campaigne for the Sixty-
third and Sixty-fourth Congresses.

Special memorial services will be held
in the hall of the House shortly after
Congress convenes, and addresses in
commemaration of Representative
Witherspoon will be made part of the
records of the Sixty-fourth (Congress.

ON HALF-AND-HALF PLAN

Henry B. F. Macfarland, Theodore
W. Noyes and A. S. Worthington
Praised by East End Citizens.

Able and Fearless Speech by Charles
C. Lancaster Also Lauded—Asso-
ciation Takes Up Other Matters.

Henry B. F. Macfarland, Theodore W.
Noyes and A. S5 Worthington were
highly commended and thanked for
their able presentation of the facts re-
lating to the District before the filscal
relations committee in a resolution
adopted last night, at a meeting of the
East End Suburban Citizens' Associa-
tion. Charles C. Lancaster also was
praised for what was termed his able
and fearless speech before the commit-
tee.

W. M. Wood was author of both reso-

Tations. In moving a wote of com-
mendation and thanks for the three
members of the cornmittee who, he said,
50 ably presented the Distriet data in
behalf of a stable government, Mr. Wood
said it was acknowledged by every-
body interested in the gquestion of flgcal
relations that their arguments were
unanswerahble. What they stated could |
not be controverted.
“It Is conceded by everyhbody that
these three performed the highest serv-
fce that could be performed by any
human being,” Mr. Wood safid. “Feor no
compensation whatever they labored
hard in the presentation of data for
continuance of a form of government
under which Washington has prospered
and been made a beautiful city out of a
mudhole. They did the hardest kind
of work and there should be every rea-
son to helieve that succeas will crown
their efforts and that the efforts of
those who want to break down the
government will fail.”

Mr. Lancaster Also Thanked.

In presenting the resolution of thanks
to Mr. Lancaster Mr. Wood sald he
thought Mr. Lancaster was entitled to
the thanks of the assoclation for the
presentation of one of the most able
and fearlegs arguments presented to
the fiscal relations committee,
