BY THE INVADERS

Allies Have Landed 125,000
Men for Service in Bal-
kans, Is Claim.

VITAL THAT FRENCH
DEFEAT BULGARIANS

King Peter's Forces Said to Have Re-
captured Krushevo, West
of Prilep.

MAY RETREAT INTO GRECE

Immunity From Attacks by Foe Not
Expected Here, However—Dis-
agreement Between Turks and .
Bulgars Reported.

LONDON, November 27, 4:54
p.m.—The Serbians have recap-
tured Krushevo, in southern Ser-
bia. about twenty miles west of
Prilep, according to a dispatch to
the Star from Athens.

The Serbian forces, however,
soon  will become an army
without a country unless the
French should defeat the Bul-
garians, four divisions of whom
are said to be hammering -t the
French lines. Reports arrive
from various sources that Monas-
tir has been surrounded by Bul-
garians and that they may not
wait for their Austro-German al-
lies before entering the Mace-
donian capital. The main Serbian
army, retreating in a southwest-
erly direction before Field Mar-
shal von Mackensen's troops,
may find no rest even in Greek
territory, as it is reported here
that the invaders of Serbia would
not hesitate to cross into Greece.
Apparently the German leaders
expect the Serbians and their al-
lies will await attack in Greece.
It is said these operations will be
under the supreme command of
Field Marshal von Mackensen.

A  semi-official announcement
in Berlin gives the number of
Serbians taken prisoner by the
Austro-German and Bul;:_:u-riani
troops as 101,000, while 2000
Austro-Hungarians who had been
captured by the Serbians were set
free.

Allies to Have Big Army.

While the Serbians continue to be driven
neirer the border of their country, and at

Thrace May Prove Issue
That Will Put Bulgaria
on Side of the Allies

PARIS, November 27.—Newspapers of
Bulgaria, says the correspondent at
Saloniki of the Petit Parlsien, are declar-
ing that the Bulgarian army, having con-
gquered Serblan Macedonla, Bulgaria
shruld be satisfied with its triumph, and,
seei1g that Thrace is being retaimed by
the Turks, should not further the fears
of the Serblans

1h fact, the correspondent quotes the
Bulgarian newspapers as saying there are
now seven Turkish divisions at Sufil,
northeast of Dedegahatch; one division
at Mustapha Pacha, one division at
Vmrna and one each at Burgas and Con-
stantinople.

The Bulgarian newspapers, the cor-
respondent save, are strongly insisting
that the question of Thrace has not
been definitely settled and that with
Germany's support Turkey in Europe
should be renlaced within the limits in
which she was confined in 1811. The
correzpondent adds:

“If the misunderstanding on thls sub-
ject continues and in view of the recent
speech made by Premier Radoslavofl of
Bulgaria, in which he declared that
Thrace should be Bulgarian, the proph-
ecy of ex-Premier Venizelos of Greece
meay yet be realized and the Bulgarians
in the &#nd may be found fighting on
the aide of those they formerly at-
tacked.”

BRITISH ADVANCING
- IN MESOPOTAMIA'

Turks Retreat to Within Ten
Miles of Bagdad as Foe
' Presses On.

LONDON, November 27.—The battle
between British and Turkish forces at
(.‘te!j‘pho‘n. near Bagdad, which for a
time] looked like a check to the Meso-
potamian expedition, is now reported
to have been a success of first im-
pgrtance.

Information recelved today is that
the retirement of the British after the
capture of Ctesiphon, occasioned by the
lack of water, was only temporary.
After the Turks withdrew in the direc-
tion of Bagdad, as announced officially
yesterday, the British reoccupied their
former pesition, encountering no oppo-
sition as they took possession of Ctesi-
phon for the second time.

Clear Up Turkish Bodies.

British troops at once began the
work of clearing the Turkish trenches,
whicn were filled with dead or wound-
ed soldiers. The PEritish captured a
large quantity of arms and ammuni-
tion, in addition to the 1,200 prisoners
previously reported.

Ctesiphon has been the scene of many
fateful bAttles. The ancient city was
besieged and plundered a dozen times
by Greek and Roman invaders from
the east before the Arabs finally
sacked it.

SENATORS DIVIDED
ON REVENUE PLAN

Simmons for McAdoo Pro-
gram; Smoot and Gore in
Opposition.

FINANCE CHAIRMAN LINES
UP ON NATIONAL DEFENSE

North Carolinian Announces Also
That He Will Battle for Mer-
chant Marine.

Benator Simmons of North Carolina,
chairman of the Senate finance com-
mittee, who, in a formal announcement,
approved Secretary McAdoo's sugges-
tion for raising by internal taxes the
additional revenue required to meet the
initial expenses of the adminlstration’s
defense progrem, wase ready today to
begin consideratlon of revenue prohb-
lems which his committee wlll help
solve.

Senator Slmmons also announced that
he favored adequate natlonal defense
and merchant marine legislation and
said that he was convinced that the in-
come tax exemption waa far too high
and that gasoline and automobiles
ghould share the burden of the war
tax.,

Opposed by Senator Smoot.

Benator Smoot of Utah, a prominent
republican member of the finance com-
mittee, also was out with a statement
vaday in which he attacked Secretary
McAdno's general financial statement,
Senator Smoot asserted that all of the
Secretarv's revenue estimates were too
high and those for expenditures too
low and that misleading bookkeeping
changes had been resorted to.

On the question of national prepared-
ness Senator Simmons differs from Rep-
resentative Kltchin of North Carolina,
the democratic House leader. Senator
Simmons is ready to support the ad-
ministration on this question. Also he
believes that merchant marine legisla-
tion is much needed.

“Although I have not had an opportu-
nity to Investigate closely the details
of the administration’s defense pro-
gram,” eaid Mr. Simmons, "I approve
the general fdea which, 1 understand,
underlies 1t. With reference to prepar-
edness generally, I think that the sen-
timent of the people of my state would
be agalnst what has been characterized
as frenzied preparedness, but over-
whelmingly in favor of what might be
termed common-sense preparedness—
that is, preparedness that would en-
able us to protect ourselves if at-
tacked and to defend our rights upon
the high seas, as well as the land, If
these rights are invaded. I would have
a navy adequate not only for defense,
but adequate to assert our rights.

Need of Merchant Marine.

“T think the reasons why the govern-
ment should provide for a merchant
marine a2re even greater today than
they were when the Lill, which falied
at the last Congress, was introduced,
and I believe that the reasons will be
stronger when the war closes than
they have been during its continuance,
because when the war clozes and the
scramble for international trade sets
in. as it inevitably will, our position
will be a pitiably helpless one if we
have to depend for the transportation
to accommodate our nearly $5,000,000,-
000 international trade almost wholly
upen our competitors in that trade. I
ke very much the suggestion of ac-
quiring ships that easily may be con-
vertible into auxiliaries for the pavy.

“I am not in a podition to express
any definite views about Trevenue
needs, because I hiave not conferred
with President Wilson, the Secretary
af the Treasury or members of the
finance committee, Assuming that the
deflcit will be no larger next year than
thisg, it i3 evident that we will have to
provide for raising a considerably
larger sum of money.

FIRE DESTROYS STEAMER

One Passenger, a Woman, Dead, and
Three Persons Are
Missing.

BALTIMORE, Md., November 27.—0One
person is dead and four are missing of
the eighty-eight people known to have
been on board the steamer Tivoli of
the Raltimore, (hesapeake and At-
lantie line, which was burned last night
on Chesapeake bay pear Annapolis.
Mrs. Eva Bowden, a passenger, who
was ill, died on a life raft.shortly after
leaving the steamer. The missing are
two children of Capt. Howard, com-
mander of the Tivoli, and two of the
crew. It s thought they may have
heen taken aboard a tug which aided
in the rescue work and proceeded to
Cape Charles,

The rest of the passengers and crew
ware taken off by vessels which had
ueen attracted by the blaze. Seventy-
ane of the number were carried to
Norfolk and Newport News by the
steamers  Florida, City of Baltimore
and City of Annapolis.

The Tivoli left Baltimore last even-
ing for Crisficld and Snow Hill. Md.
The cause of the fire could not be
learned.

Rescued Persons Taken to Norfolk.

NORFOLK, Va., November 27.—The
steamera City of Baltimore, Capt.

James, of the Chesapeake line, and the
Florida, Capt. W. C. Almy, of the Old
Bav line, both arrived about § o'cloek
this morning with a number of peopie
rescued from the steamer Tivoli of the
Baltimore, Chesapeanke and Atlantic
line, that was burned last night in the
(Chesapeale bay about eight miles be-
low Annapolis. It is feared lives were
lost.

RAILROAD PUTS UP
A BAR ON FREIGHT

Lackawanna Will Accept No
More Export Shipments
for Present.

ITS LINES ARE BLOCKED,
NEW YORK TO SCRANTON

Other Railroads Are Expected to Fol-
low in Order to Relieve
Congestion.

NEW YORK, November 27 —The Dela-
ware, Lackawanna and Western rall-
road, whose l'nes are choked as far back
a®m Scranton with loaded freight cars it
cannot mova, today instructed Its agenis
to accept no more freight for export until
further notice. +

Mores than 6,000 loaded caras from
the west, all contalning grain, feed,
flour, copper and hundreds of other
commedities, have wvirtually turned the
terminals and sidings of the road into
a storage warehouse-for weeks. Some
of the cars have been held here for
eighty days.

Other Roads Are Glutted.

Inquiry at other railroad offices de-
veloped that nearly every road termi-
nating here is glutted with freight cars
standing loaded and idle on sidings
for hundreds of miles back along the
line, and that other roads would fol-
low the Lackawanna's lead =hortly.

For months New York, mouth of the
bottle through which pours the great
bulk of America's export trade, has
been clogged with freignt in excess of
the facilitles of the steamship com-
panies attempting to handle it The
movement of the big cereal crops and
the unprecedented demand in Kurope
for copper, steel and other metals used
in warfare nad swollen exports within
the past sixty days to flgures undrepm-
ed of before.

Shipments billed up
to and including November 27 will be
accepted.”

This means that the embargo will be-
gin at midnight tonight and will be
effective for an indefinite period.

Mo=st of the LacKawanua s congestion
is due, It is said, to the failure of westL-
ern shippers to arrange for steamships
before sending their freight to New
York. In cases where such arrange-
ments had been made shipments went
through virtually witheut a hitch.
Thousands of c¢arsg, however, have
gimply been turned over to the railroad
for transshipment J:_le:rc to Europe on
such steamers as might be available.
