ARGUES AGAINST ELECTRIC
LOCOMOTIVE HEADLIGHTS

Charles C. Paulding of New York
Central Tells the I. C. C. They
Are Dangerous.

High-power electric locometive head-
lights would not be safety devices on
the double-track and two-track rail-
roads such as cover the east, according
to an argument presented before the
interstate commerce commission today
by Charles C. Paulding, solicitor of the
New TYork Central, in behalf of the
railroads of the country. The hearing
was conductad by the commission on
the question of a rule ordering the
railroads to supplant the present oil
and acetvlene gas headlights with the
high-power electric lights urged by the
railroad engineers’ representatives.

The dazziing glare of the electric
lights, it was pointed out by Mr. Pauid-
ing, has proved dangerous and un-
safe by the official accident reports,
and he asszerted that the government is
not justified in adopting a rule com-
pelling a sweeping change that would
compel “us to take off every one of the
60,000 acetylene and oil-burning head-
lights now in use satisfactorily, and
substituting therefor an electrie high-
power lamp at an aggregate cost of
many mililons of dollars”

W. & Stone, grand chlef of the
Brotherhood of Engineers, argued in
favor of the electric headlight rule, and
W. 8. Carter, president of the Brother-
hood of Firemen, sat beside him. Chief
Inspector Frank McManamy of the di-
vision of locomotive boiler inspection
of the commis n also spoke for the
rule, O=scar & isthy epoke in opposi-
tion to the rule in behalf of the acety-
lene intereste.

ABOARD OSGAR |

Total of 140 Persons Are En-
rolled as Members of the
Expedition.

WILLIAM J. BRYAN TO MEET
DELEGATES AT THE HAGUE

Vessel Sails This Afternoon and Is
Due at Christiania, Norway,
December 14.

NEW YORK, December 4.—
Members of the peace expedition
organized and financed by Henry
Ford for the purpose of creating
a conference of representatives of
neutral nations in the hope of
ending the war began to as-
semble todav at Ioboken on
board the Scandinavian-American
line steamship Oscar 1I, which
was due to sail at z p.m. She
should arrive at Christiania, Nor-
way, her first stop, about Decem-
ber 14. Then the party is to pro-
ceed to Stockholm, Copenhagen
and The Hague. It is proposed
to hold the peace conference at
The Hague.

One hundred and forty names
are on the list of Mr. Ford’s
guests. Of these eighty-three are
peace envoys, fifty-four news-
paper and magazine correspond-
ents and three moving-picture
men. For their use Mr. Ford
chartered the entire first and sec-
ond cabins of the steamer,

Issues Invitations From Hotels.

For several davs Mr. Ford has main-

tained headquarters in a New York
hotel, summooning by invitation gov-
ernors of etates, leaders and workers in
peace movement and students of uni-
versities to join the expedition. Of the
governors invited, so far as announced,
L. B. Hanna of North Dakota was the
only one to accept. William J. Bryan,
who received an invitation, declined to
aecompany the party, but said he hoped
to join them at The Hague a few weeks
later. He explained that he believed he
could accomplish more in the interest
of peace at present by remaining in
America,

The
project of chartering a ship and hold-
ing a conference on the other side
seemed to me best fitted to meet the
situation. It simply appealed to me as
the most suitable action now, so 1
started carryving it out.

“The mission in reality is to arouse
public sentiment againet the horrors of
war in favor of peace. It mets people
to thinking and wondering about the
war."

Statement by Mr. Bryan.

Former Secretary Bryan sald he was
confillent he would join Mr. Ford's
party at The Hague, probably within a
few weeks. A statement dictated by
Mr. Eryap after his talk with Mr.
Ford follows:

i § came to New York to explain to
Mr. Ford more fuliy than 1 could by wire
my reasons for believing that just now
I ecan render larger service here op-
posing the attempt to increase the ap-
propriations for the army and navy
than T could by going with him on the
peace ship.

“I have seen Mr. Ford and laid my
reasons before him, and he recognized
the weight of those reasons. 1 desire
to add that T am in hearty svmpathy
with the effort which he is making and
hope to join the party at The Hague.
As the date of their arrival at The
Hugue is not yet known, 1 cannot fix
the date for my departure.

Unselfish Effort, He Says.

“Mr. Ford !s making an earnest and
unselifish effort in hehalf of peace, and
he ought te have the good wishes and
sympathetic support of all who desire
peace, even though some may not fully
share his faith in the immediate suc-
cess of this trip. Of course, those who
want the war to continue ridlcule the
eﬁ‘orr.‘ especially those who speak for
the big munition factories which are
exporting war material at a large
profit. This was to he expected.

“Ridicule is the favorite weapon of
those who desire to oppose ANY move-
ment when they find themselves unable
to support their opposition with argu-

ment. If any of the people on the Ark
had been making money out of the
flood they would probably have ridi-

culed Noah for sending out the dove.
Success to Mr. Ford and companions!
May they return with an ollve leaf.”

Applications Held Up.

Applications by Robert 5. Neely and
Rev. J. L. Jones for passports to ac-
company the Ford peace ship today
were held up by the department be-
cause of their fallure to prove Ameri-
can citizenship.

BERLIN, December 4, by wire-
less to Sayville—“King Peter of
Scrbin on leaving Serblan soll as
a fugitive,” says the Overseas
Newn Agency, “sent the follow-
ing telegram to Emperor Nich-
olan of Russin:

“iSerhia nlways has been de-
voted to Russia. Serbia sacrificed
all the forces she had and shed
her blood. Now, as an old man, I
have to leave my country—my
country whose destruction was
cauned by the Russian emperor's
evil counnelorn.’”

AEROS BATTLE OVER SEA;
GERMAN MACHINE LOST

French Flier Engages Enemy Off
Belgian Coast and Emerges
Victorious.

PARIS, December 4.—Details of the
aerial duel in which a German aero-
plane was brought down into the sea
off the Belgian coast November 28
were given by the French aviator who
performed the feat.

“Although it was very cold on that
Sunday morning," said the aviator, “I
set out on an aeroplane of the latest
model, having with me an observer,
Second Lient. M. ., justly recog-
nized as one of our best marksmen.

Regardless of the cold wind, we flew
at a high spaed.
“As we approached the Dixmude-

Ypres sector my attention was attract-
ed to a German aeroplane of the Al-
batrosa type. 1 made for it with all
haste, but seeing it had been discov-
ersd the enemy machine turned about
and headed toward the sea.”

Battle Above the Sea.

The two machines were soon engaged
high above the sea, each using ma-
chine guns. Describing his maneuvers
during the duel, the aviater continued:

“I flew straight for a hundred yards
and then dropped thirty yards under
the Albatross, manipulating my ma-
chine so that the speed conformed to
that of tne enemy. My observer had
prepared to fire on our adversary when
bullets from the Albatross whizzed
past our heads. 1 made another defen-
give movement, a lttle to the right.
Just then my observer let go ffty
cartridges.

“The effect was immediate. T had just
time to move oul of the way when the
Albatross gave a lunge, Was it hit, or
was it simply another maneuver? I
_har.l hardly asked myself this question,
nowever, when I noticed that the mo-
mentum of the Albatross in its descent
seemed to be increasing.

“At this moment we were 4,200 vards
up. German anti-aireraft guns which
had previously fired at us again sought
our machine with their fire, but T had
other things te think of than enemy
shrapnel, namely, whether the enemy
machine was vet effective and would
put us out of action if we flew a little
higher.

Machine Drops in Water.

“We were much relieved to see the
Albatross fall yet more speedily, until
finally it drapped into the sea. In the
clear weather, through the glasses of
my observer, the machine could be dis-
tinguished, and oil from the motor of
the enemy machine seen spreading
over the surface of the water, making
a large spot on the immense field of
blue.
| “For five minutes we circled above
lour wictnns, careless of the firing of
the Germais, which failed to reach us.
We could see boats leaving Middel-
kerke, hastily making for the spot
where the machine fell. We returned
to our own lifies. An hour later my
observer with another pilot, Capt.
X went back to the scene and
succeeded in procuring a good photo-
graph of the wrecked Albatross.”

EDWARD H. THOMAS
UDDENLY STRICKEN

Death This Morning at His
Home Here Attributed to
Angina Pectoris.

WAS LONG PROMINENT
IN LOCAL LEGAL CIRCLES

Corporation Counsel of District for:
Twelve Years—Leaves Wife
and Four Children.

E. H. THOMAS.

Edward H. Thomas, long prominent in
legal circles of the National Capital, and
for twelve years corporation counsel of
the Distriet of Columbia, died about §:30
o'clock this morning at his home, 18th
street and Park road. Angina pectoris is
assigned as the cause of his death, which
was sudden, and which has been a great
shock to his many friends throughout the
city.

Mr. Thomas was graduated from the
law school of Georgetown University in
1877, and at once began the practice of
his profession, being early in his career
assistant | prosecuting attorney in the
Police Court here,

The news of his death was received
Wwith universal sorrow at the -Distriect
building. During his long service for
the munleipality he came to know
practically every official and employe
at the igtrict building, and was
highly esteemed not only for valuable
work, but for his qualities of charae-
ter. His zervices for the local govern-
ment began with his appointment as
assistant corporation counsel, or as-
sistant attorney, as the position was
then known, November 1, 19801, Sep-
tember 19, 19M5, he became the corpo-
ration counsel of the District, continu-
ing this position until October 1, 1613,
when he resigned to take up the pri-
vate practice of law.

Won Many Brilliant Cases.

During his administration as corpora-
tion counsel he drafted the District's
present publie utilities law, regarded
as the crowning effort of his achieve-
ments in behalf of the government and
city that he served. He won a num-
ber of brilllant cases for the District,
among them the upholding hy the Court
of Appeals of the writ prohibiting the
Washington (Gas Light Company from
increasing its capiial stock.

His handling of the trading stamp
cases was regarded as typical of his
ability as a lawyer. Upon his retire-
ment from the corporation counsel's of-
fice his legal services were much in de-
mand, and he was retained as counsel
by Walter Hutchins in the famous
Hutching will case. He was among

Highly Respected by Bar.

“}{e was highly respected by every
member of the bar of this city.” said
one of his professional and personal
friends this morning, on learning of
the death, “and a number of hie friends
at different tlmes expressed their
strong desire that his name should be
placed as a candidate for the office of
judgze, both of the District Court of
Appeals and of the Supreme Court of
the Distriet.”

Mr. Thomas was noted for the strict-
ness with which he applied himself to
his profession, outside of which he had
few interests except in his family and
home life. “He has no hobby save that
of work' was a phrase used on one oc-
casion by the Washington Law Re-
porter in describing his attainments.
He served a term as president of the
local bar association, and was at one
time instructor in equity jurisprudence
in the Georgetown Law School.

Corporation Counsel Conrad H. Syme,
who succeded Mr. Thomas, this after-
noon paid Lhe following tribute to his
predecessor: I have naturally an in-
timate acquaintance with his work for
the Distriet because of my present
poszition, as it has been my duty to con-
tinue much of the litigation he initi-
ated.

“Every record in the corporation
counsel’'s office shows the thorough-
ness, high quality and efficiency of his
work, The closing years of his service
as corporation counsel contained some
of his highest achlevements in that
office, with particular reference to the
prevention of the possibility of infla-
tion or further inflation in public utili-
ties securities. He drafted the present
public wutilities law, and was largely
instrumental in securing its passage.
The bar has lost one of its most admir-
able and distinguished members, and
the District one of its best citizens.,”

Thomas was made by his associate,
Peyton Gordon, to Justice Anderson in
the District Supreme Court today. Jus-
tice Anderson is the senior justice of
the court in the absence of Chief Jus-
tice Covington.

FIGHT FOR CLOTURE
THOUGHT TO BE LOST

Caucus of Democratic Sena-
tors “Vigorously” Discussing
Scope of Proposed Rule.

STRENGTH OF ADVOCATES
REPORTED TO BE WANING

Regarded Unlikely That Fight on
Proposition Will Begin at Open-
ing of Senate.

The democratic caucus of the
Senate today is discussing vigor-
ously the question of cloture. In
fact, so vigorous has been the dis-
cussion, which has extended over
several days, that one member of
the caucus today said that he
thought a cloture rule for the cau-
cus was as necessary as cloture
for the Senate itself. The caucus
has determined to vote finally on
the question of cloture at

o'clock this afternoon.

The supporters of cloture were still
urging the adoption of a cloture rule,
but the strength of the cloture party
seems to be petering out, and this aft-
ernoon it was generally believed that
the cloture rule presented to the Sen-
ate for consideration by the democrata
—if any—would be a very mild affalr.

Program of Cloture Advocates.

It was said that the fight over the ruls
would not be started on Monday at
the very opening of the session of the
Senate, as had been planned by Sen-
ator Owen of Oklahoma, Senator Walsh
of Montana and other democrats

Thev had planned to raiss the ques=
tion of whether the Senute was a con-
tinuing body or not, and whether the
HSenate rules did not have to be re-
adopted at the opening of each new
Congress. In this way they hoped to
be able to amend the rules by adding
cloture without long debate. But their
colleagues have frowned wupon this
course, and it is now expected that the
Henate will go ahead with its organi-
zation at the opening session Monday
Just as it has done in the past.

Senator Kern, the democratic leader,
has notifled Vice President Marshall
that he need not hurry from hiz wife's
bedside in Indianapolis to be present
at the opening of the sesslon so as to
preside over the Senate during the
fight over the new rule.

While the supporters of cloture are
not expected to make their flight on
the opening day of Congress and also
are not expected to bring up Monday
the gue=stion of whether the Senate is
a continuing body, they prohably will
start their fight soon afterward.

It was pointed out today, howewer,
that the old rules would be in effect
then, and that senators opposad to
cloture would have the privilege of de-
bating the question as long as they
desired. A filibuster against cloture
might throw a monkey wrench into the
entire machinery of ths administra-
tion's legislative program.

Bepublican Senators Give Notice.

Republican senators who favor clo-
ture in the Senate have served notice
on the democrats that they are not to
expect republican support unless it is
specifically provided that the proposed
cloture rule will not apply to any meas-
ure which has been acted upon in party”

caucus.
But the administration has hoped for
a cloturg rule in the Senate, it is said,
particulgrly so that it could put
through such revenue hills and the ship
purchase bill as it desires. The fallure
of cloture, therefore, may mean & seri-
ous upset for the ship bill and other
measures. Some of the republican sen-
ators have conceded that it will be
impossible to prevent the passage of a
ship purchase bill if it i{s taken up In
the Senate soon after the session opens.
However, there is no doubt that such a
measure will meet with serious oppo-
sition not only from republicans, but
also from some of the democrats who
opposed the measure last session.

Provisions in Doubt.

When the caucus took a recess at
1:30 today it was freely predicted by
members of the caucus that there

would be no cloture rule by which a
mere majority of the Senate could put
an end to debates. It was said that
a rule might be presented to tihe Sen-
ate by which & two-thirds vote could-
terminate debate and fix a time to vote
Oon a measure.

1t was pointed out that a rule calling
for a two-thirds' vote to bring about
cloture was in effect a non-partisan
rule. Senators opposing cloture de-
clared that it was far beiter to permit
unlimited debate on big Issues, and (7
the tninority filibustered, the jssue
Iwou]d ultimately be determined by the
voters of the country at the next gen-
eral election. y

No attempt will be made to bind the
members of the democratic caucus to
support a cloture rule.

Cloture for the Senate is believed to
be dead by many of those attending the
caucus., When the caucus reassembled
after lunch it was with the under-
standing that a vote would be taken
on the proposed cloture rule and all
amendments not later than § o'cloek
today.

CITIZENSHIP MAY BAR
SERVING AS EXECUTRIX

Question Arises Whether Mrs. Wich-
feld, Having Married Dane, Has
Right to Act.

Question has arisen in the office of
the register of wills as to the right of
Mrs. Mabel Swift Wichfeld, formerly
Mrs. Clarence Moore, 10 Serve as execus-
trix of the estate of her mother, Mrs.
Florence A. Swift. Mrs. Wichfeld, it is
clalmed, by her marriege to Aksel
Wichfeld, a citizen of Demmark, lost
her American citizenship and became a
Dane. The code forbids the issuance
of letters to an alien. The Swift estate,
of which the daughter is sole benefls
clary, is valued at more than $400,000,
The court order had been slgned ad-
mitting the will and granting letters
to Mrs, Wichfeld, the question of her
citizenship not having been called to
the attention of the court, When the
matter was questioned Justice McCoy
ordered the suspension of the decree
and directed that counsel for Mrs.
Wichfeid be notified.

Investigation is being made as to
whether Mr. Wichfeld has ever de-
clared an intention to becoms a citizen,
Some lawyers thought that such action
by the husband might remove the bar
against granting letters to the wife.
