WEATHER.
Fair Today and Probably Tomorrow;

Little Temperature Change.
For the District of Columbia, Mary¬

land ajid Virginia, fair today and prob¬
ably tomorrow; not much change in
temperature; light to moderate vari¬
able winds.
For West Virginia, fair today and

probably tomorrow.

Pressure continues high over the
Mississippi valley and the district® east
thereof, and low oft" the New England
coast, and over the Rocky mountains
and western plateau regions. This pres¬
sure distribution has resulted in fair
weather generally east of the Rocky
mountains, except in the gulf states,
where there were rains, and in the
lower lake region and the upper Ohio
valley, where there were snow flur¬
ries. West of the Rocky mountains the
weather remained unsettled wih gen¬
eral rains.
Temperatures continue low for the

season throughout the eastern states,
and above the normal over the plains
states and the Rocky mountain region.
The indications are that the weather

will be generally fair throughout the
Atlantic states today and tomorrow.
In the region of the great lakes, the
Ohio valley and Tennessee fair weath¬
er today will be followed by unsettled
weather tomorrow. In the gulf states
the weather will be mostly fair today
and tomorrow.
The temperature will not change ma¬

terially in the eastern and southern
states today and tomorrow, but it
will rise in the region of the great
lakes and the Ohio valley.
The1 winds along the north Atlantic

coast will be fresh northwest; on the
middle Atlantic coast moderate to fresh
northwest; on the south Atlantic coast
light to moderate variable; on the east
gulf coast moderate east and south-
east; on the west gulf coast fresh
southerly; on the upper lakes, fresh
east easterly; on the lower lakes mod¬
erate variable.

Gaunt's name was forged. Rittegi todavPleaded guilty to yesterday's indictment

charging carrying concealed weapons.
He pleaded not guilty to the forgery

charges. Rittegi s connection with for¬
eign representatives in this country are

under investigation by federal author¬
ities.
