Invasion of Gotham Would Be Tac¬

Lenox avenue site. They control only
an option with contract to purchase,
under certain conditions, in case the
board of estimate acts favorably upon
Oilmore'8 petition.
in the opinion of Frank J. Navin. presi¬

dent of the Detroit American League
dub, Gllmore and his associates will make
their greatest tactical blunder if they es¬

tablish a park in Manhattan.
"Organized base ball should invite,

rather than try to discourage, an in¬
vasion of this territory," said Navin to¬
day. shortly before he returned to De¬
troit.
"No longer is the Federal League able

to interest the stars of organized base
ball," he continued, "for even the over¬

Jess Willard is not to be idle much longer, though it is question¬

able whether his next fight will be a difficult one for him. March 3
he is picked to fight Fred Fulton, a young westerner, before a New
Orleans club. Fulton is six feet four and a half inches tall, weighs
225 pounds in condition and his arms, extended, measure eighty-four
and a half inches, one of the longest reaches recorded in the history
of the ring.

Fulton has been in thirty contests, most of which he has worf.
In one bout, with Willard himself, an exhibition, at Rochester, Minn.,
May 4 last, Willard was floored by Fulton, but as A1 Palzer, a white
hope of but little prominence, scored a knock-out over Fulton some
time before he met Willard, there are few who take him seriously,
though he may have improved rapidly recently.
There wag one other fighter a few

years back who got prominence and a

championship fight for the heavy¬
weight title on a showing he made in
an exhibition bout with Jim Jeffries.
Jeff was traveling witk a theatrical
troupe and meeting all comers. Mun-
roe tackled him and, to the surprise of
the country, not only stayed four
rounds, but landed on Jeffries several
times and had him in trouble. This
was because Jeff was not in condition.
A year later hfc challenged Jeff and
they met in Frisco, Jeffries knocking
him cold in two rounds without ever
having a glove touch him. Fulton may
have a similar experience, but that re¬
mains to be seen,

times me old league had during Freed-
man's advent into the game. Freed-
man wanted to run the ball club and
the league as he had his other busi¬
ness affairs, and this, of course, did
not work very well. The result was
that the Giants were tailenders most
of the time and the league was in hot
water all the time that Freedman had
a hand in its meetings. It was John
T. Brush who managed to get Freed¬
man to sell the club to him, as a re¬
sult of which McGraw went there to
manage and a most successful career
for the Giants followed..

There will be three winter race meet¬
ings in operation before very long, and
the chances are this will result in the
supply exceeding the demand. Juarez
now is the only track in operation, and
there is no telling how long it will
continue to run, because of present
conditions in Mexico. New Orleans
opens the first of the year, but Decem¬
ber 16 the Havana meeting, which
promises to be one of the best racing
seasons ever held during the winter
months, will open and be continued for
eighty-two consecutive days, closing
Marcfe 19. The very fact that this
meeting has been put in the hands of
Chris Fitzgerald, one of the few men
identified with racing whose reputation
has never been blotched, means that
the game will be clean there. And
what is more, no one is compelled to
be a victim of the pari-mutuel betting
system, for the old books will be in
vogue there.
With the improvements which have

been made in the Havana track, and
with the chance of normal weather
prevailing, the meeting promises to be
one ef the most successful that any
winter race track has ever experienced.

Nothing would be more surprising
than if Jim McAleer should buy the
controlling interest in the Cleveland
ball club. Last summer McAleer fre¬
quently ran up to Cleveland when the
Nationals were playing there just to
see some of his former charges in ac¬
tion, and at that time it was frequently
said that McAleer might be considering
interesting himself in the Cleveland
club. This, however, he denied most
emphatically, expressing great relief
that he had gotten out of the game
when he did and declaring he never
would get into it again. Now, simply
because he visited Cleveland for a few
days and. of course, was around with
Charley Somers, the old story of Mc¬
Aleer buying the club was revived.

It is not revealing a secret to say
that Ban Johnson and MeAleer are not
on speaking terms. It was due to
Johnson's stand that McAleer got out
of the Boston club a couple of years
ago. His release of Jake Stahl, a
friend of Johnson's, got him in bad
with the head of the league and he was
perhaps forced to sell his interests
there and then. If the Cleveland club
is sold it is quite likely that Johnson
will have his say as to whom it 'shall
be sold. He always has directed such
league affairs and now while the war
is on with the Feds he is sure to ex-
ercise more care in this respect than
eVer before.
McAleer is In a prosperous financial

state, and he could easily offer to buy
the Cleveland club, but, as said before,
there are reasons for believing he is
out of the game for all time.

According to a special form Cincin¬
nati, it is by no means assured that
Charley Herzog will succeed himself
as manager of the Cincinnati Reds
next season. Rumor has it that the
members of the team are a bit sore at
their manager because he made it
hard for them to get along with him,
and that, while Herzog played brilliant
ball, he did not prosper as a leader,
and that the players are objecting to
his appointment. v
It would seem like gbod policy, if

that is true, to retain Herzog, for it is
high time that some one should be
backed up in the handling of the Cin¬
cinnati club. The players always have
been able to lodge complaints against'
their manager with those higher up,
which is not an ideal condition. A
manager must be in full charge of the
team if he is to have success, and while
Herzog may have been a little inex-
.perienced in the first two year* of
managing, he surtljr la ontlUed to a
further chance^

Detroit's men take cred¬
it for seven of these stunts, Chicago'sfor six, Cleveland's for Ave, Washing¬ton's for three, New York's for two,Philadelphia's for two and St. Louis'
for one. Fournler of Chicago thrice

Crawford of Detroit twice did so.

Alva Williams Good Drivy-
The star performance of this charac¬

ter undoubtedly was that of Alva Wil¬
liams of Washington, ApAl 19,' in a
contest against his former fclub.Bos¬
ton. The score of that controversy was
4 to 2, the Nationals' backstop driving
In all his team's runs. When the
Browns w«re beaten by the Tigers,
September 6, 6 to 5, Derrlll Pratt
knocked in four markers. Bob Veach
of the Tigers did the same thing
against Washington twenty days later,
the score of this game being 5 to 1.
Roy Hartzell of New York, April 29;
Steve O'Neill of Cleveland, August 24,
and J. Gladstone Graney of Cleveland,
August 31, each put their teams in pos¬
session of four of their six runs.
Clean-up wallops.doubles and triples

that brought In three tallies and hom¬
ers that brought in four.were not as
numerous as In former seasons. Thir¬
teen two-baggers were manufactured
that swept the bases clear of their
three tenants, and twenty-two three-
baggers were poled at the psycholog¬
ical moment. There was only one
homer made when the bases were in¬
toxicated, and It already has been told
who made this hit.Oscar Felsch of
Chicago. Joe. Bush, wbo hasn't done
much for Connie Mack since the day he
beat the Giants in the world series of
1913, was the pitcher off whom Felsch
got his noted boundary drive, the only
one of its kind made In the American
League last season.
Every club had batsmen able to

knock out long hits when the bases
were full, hits that sent everybody
scurrying plateward. The White Sox
came through with ten of these valu¬
able wallops, and as showing how the
Rowlands led team slumped in hitting
it seems well to remark that not a Chi-
cagoan drove three men home on one
smash after June 28. Eddie Collins
tripled thrice with the bases Jammed,
and Fournler cleaned up once with a
double and once with a three-bagger.
The Tigers took credit for striking

eight clean-up blows. Cobb twice sent
In three men with doubles, and Craw¬
ford did the trick once with a double
and once with a triple. Two of Veach's
three-masted drives came when three
fellow Tigers were camped on the
bags, waiting to score.

Smith Best of Indians.

among the Indians, doubling once and
scoring three men and tripling twice
and doing the same thing.

His arm
gave evidence of being about through
last, season, yet by giving him long
rests he pitched a lot of victories for
the Sox, without which they could not
have landed first. So far as known, the
champions have added nothing to the
pitching strength worth while, and if
there should be a slump in this de¬
partment the .team may have a hard
time getting up in the race. When a
championship team starts to falter it
can go all to pieces very quickly. One
has but to recall the upset which the
Athletics suffered the year they hooked
up with the Braves, which caused Mack
to break up his combination and resort
to a system of breaking in youngsters,
which to date has not yielded anything
to speak of. The Chicago Cubs, three-
time pennant winners, went all to!
eieces in a single year, and it must not
e forgotten that#the principal strength

of the Red Sox is furnished by players
who are not going to improve, but are
apt to start slipping most any time.

Henry Edwards of the Cleveland Plain
Dealer, and a most conservative picker
of winners in base ball, thinks that the
Griffmen, White Sox and Yankees will
show the most improvement next sea¬
son, in which event, he insists, the Red
Sox will have tough sailing.
It is noticed that the Tigers are not

picked to show more class, for the rea¬
son that neither James nor Loudermilk,
the two pitchers added from the St.
Louis Browns, have shown much, nor
are apt to be of sufficient help next
year to give the Jennings team the
strength it needs in this department.
But Detroit is sure to be a contender,

for, it has the batting strength and hus¬
tle, which counts for so much.

If, as Isx expected. Manager Griffith
again trains his team at Charlottes¬
ville, the Nationals will have the dis¬
tinction of being the only te&m in
either major league which is not going to
the extreme south to prepare itself for
the next campaign.
This is evidence that Griffith's theory

of ball players being able to get them¬
selves in good condition in a cold cli¬
mate is not accepted by other man¬
agers, who Insist that it requires a
warm climate, where ball players can per¬
spire freely, to get them into playing
shape. The argument that it is a detri¬
ment to the players to work them in
a warm climate and then have to bring
them north to open the season has not
caused any change in the training plans
of the other major league ball clubs.
The fact is that pennant-winning

teams as far back as you care to go
always have done their spring work
in the south, and if Griffith ever leads
a pennant winner after training in the
cold breezes of Charlottesville he may
bring about a general change from the
warm to the cold regions for training
ball teams.

What have the Feds accomplished In
the two years that they have been in
existence?
At the recent Indianapolis meeting

the owners of the clubs of the new

league admitted that all of their clubs,
with one exception, had lost money
during the 1915 season. The franchises
of the Buffalo and Kansas City clubs
were declared forfeited because the
stockholders had failed to raise money
to pay back debts. A year ago the
franchise of the Indianapolis Feds was
confiscated for the same reason, al¬
though the Hoosiers had won the pen¬
nant. Base ball men frequently have
estimated that the Feds in Brooklyn
lost $1,000,000. The backers of the
Newark Feds admitted last summer
that they would be forced to make
good a large deficit.
The owner of the St. Louis Feds re¬

cently volunteered the information
that in two seasons he had dropped
$180,000. The Baltimore Feds have
never made both ends meet, and a few
weeks ago floated a loan for $50,000
to carry the club over until next year.
The owner of the Pittsburgh Feds did
not deny the report that his gross re¬

ceipts at home during the past season
did not reach the $30,000 mark. The
Chicago Feds insist that they finished
the season with a small balance on the
right side of their ledger. The Kansas
City Feds showed a loss of $35,000, in
spite of the fact that their team drew
larger gate receipts at home and
abroad than any of the other teams In
the circuit. The losses of the Buffalo
Feds amount to $40,000. In view of
these facts the question may be askea:
"What have the Feds accomplished.
The feeling between the Feds and

organized base ball over the New York
Bituation has becpme real bitter; so
much so th&t the big league magnates
are beginning to talk right out in
meeting. They insist" that during the
recent "peace conferences" the Feds
expressed a desire to get rid of long-
term contracts with their players, also
to reduce salaries all along the line.
In other words the big leaguers charge
that the Feds, who were eager to
"emancipate the base ball slaves' two
years ago are the players' most dan¬
gerous enemies at the present time.
The O. B. leaders also charge the Feds
with attempting to wreck the govern¬
ment of the sport by asking Judge
Landis to knock out the option clause
and the release notice in the players'
contract It also is asserted by the big
magnates that the Feds by promot¬
ing oentract jumping destroyed the
