The object of the congress is to culti¬
vate- a closer and more friendly rela¬
tion of the American republics. It
stands for the unity of the western
hemisphere. The officers of the Pas¬
tors' Federation, Dr. C. A. Vincent,
president, and Rev. Charles E. Fultz,
secretary, recommend some recognition
of this occasion. Several hundred del¬

egates will be present in the churches
January 2.

Development of the Jesuit Order In
the United States and of the institu¬
tions under its charge in this country
has led to an important change in the
method of its government. The United
States, for the purpose of administra¬
tion of the society's interests, has now
been constituted an "assistancy."
"Hie superior general of the Society

of Jesus, as the Jesuit order is offi¬
cially known, had heretofore Ave as¬

sistants, who with him formed the su¬

preme government. An "assistancy" is
the term used within the order to des¬
ignate the field of jurisdiction of each
of the general's five immediate subor¬
dinates The United States was com¬
prised In those called English assis¬
tancy, which included England, Ireland
and Canada.
The creation of a new assistancy to

take charge of the United States alone
is considered a radical innovation for
the order, which has long been directed
on fixed lines.

Rev. Thomas Gannon. S. J., who had
been the provincial head of the Mis¬
souri province, has bee named the first
American assistant. The appointment is
for life.

It is said the appointment of Rev.
Gannon brings an American nearer to
the generalship than at any time in
the past. That this adds especially to
the possibility of an American becom¬
ing general is not a wholly accurate
deduction, as in the election for general
there is no limitation of choice, and
the general is not always chosen from
the assistants. The election is a dem¬
ocratic one, it is pointed out, as the
number of the delegates sent to take
part in the general congregation is
always greater than the number of
the ex-officio voters, the assistants and
provincials.

JEHOVAH YEARNS OVER-

BACKSLIDING ISRAEL..
Hos., 11:1-11.

Golden Text..I drew them with
the cords of a man, with bands
of love..Hos., 11:4.

Our studies of the divided kingdoms

.re drawing to a close. Our lesson
brings us near the end of the tragedy
of Israel. Before God destroyed the
disobedient nation, as Amos had fore-
told in his warning messages of their
national peril, Jehovah summoned
another layman, who appealed to the
nation's conscience by his new revela-
tion of the infinite love of God.
Hosea, the son of Beerl, whose name,

Salvation or Deliverance, the synonym
of Joshua and of Jesus, breathed a
message of hope in the darkest hour
of Israel's history, sounded the note
of recall and sought to turn the nation
from its pathway of doom by his reve¬
lation. that had never been given to
any former prophet, "that the essence
of the divine nature w«ks not justice,
but love."
We do not know how manv thou-

sands, or millions, of years 6od had
waited until He could find a personality
great enough "to mirror and reveal His
true nature to man."
Elmslle has pointed out to us that

"Divine revelations must be writ, not
In type like printer's; they must be
writ in the very sinew and web of tbe
human heart and spirit, into a mart's
life." Hosea. through the bitter tragedy
of his married life, that he has record¬
ed In the opening shapters of his book,
received an insight into the meaning
of life and of the character of God
that enabled him to declare, as no other
prophet could or had expressed, the
tender love of God to Israel. Hosea.
from h!s pathetic domestic trials, had
received an insight into the immeas¬
urable love of God. who yearned over
the sinful nation like a father over a
prodigal son.

? * * *

Fatherhood of God.
Our lesson presents the Old Testa¬

ment message of the Fatherhood of
God It !¦ the dramatic story of the
prodigal son In miniature. It covers
the centuries of God's dealings with
Israel. It traces the history of how
Jehovah brought up Ephraim, the
strongest tribe of Israel being used as
a synonym for Israel, from childhood
to manhood The prophet recalled forthe nation their past, informing thern
how God had railed them from captiv¬ity and established them in the prom¬ised land. They hud forgotten how
they had come to their power under
Jereboam. II. whose prosperity con¬tained within itself th*» seeds of their
speedy destruction. Their neglect toremember and worship Jehovah, who,like "a father teaches his <hild to walkand when about to fall" tnkes him upin his arms to save him from danger,resulted in the nation being menacedby a social and moral deterioration.

f.'nder the figure of the yoked bul¬locks Hosea tried to press home the
message of God's providential care.They were familiar w ith the scene of a
patient driver helping his beast up a
steep hill, encouraging it by deeds ofkindness up the difficult road and re¬
warding the faithful beast with food
when the summit was reached. The
story of "the goodness of God leadeth
to repentance," but Israel remained un¬
moved by the prophet's persausive
preaching of God's love. The rebellious
sob, who refused to be moved by the
divine revelation, must be delivered
over to the Assyrians for punishment.
The nation being bent on a sinful life
must be punished for their backslid¬
ing.

* * * *

Backsliding and Punishment.
The spiritual decisions of a nation
Mnn on by their disobedience to the
41vln« will not only the loss of Joy and
.athnslaam In religious service, but It

carries also In its train punishmentfor their sin. Hosea saw in his longministry and pointed out to his coun¬
trymen that sin always results In dis¬
aster. He stood faithfully for loyalty
to Jehovah and the unity of both Israel
and Judah. In fact, Hosea belived that
the acceptance of the Davidic line and
return to the worship of Jehovah
would correct the evils produced bytheir backsliding.
In his efforts to reclaim the nation he

pointed out that the cause of their
political disturbances and of the public
and private vices, which had been de¬
nounced by Amos, that had reached
such a condition that even the priest¬hood had become a center of corrup¬tion, was due to their persistant de¬
parture from the path God had desired
them to follow. He insisted that "if a
nation persists In backsliding. In turn¬
ing away from the highest, in sac¬
rificing its .strength and mind and
heart to gods of gold or any other
inferior and unworthy service, and If
it persistently refuses to return then
it need not be surprised If some very
stern discipline is in store which may
even take the form of the sword in Its
cities."
Hosea saw at close range the Iniqui¬

ties, intemperance and idolatries of
Israel that brought on the decline that
followed rapidly after the death of
Jeroboam II. The hints he gives us of
the internal conditions of his country
prove that he saw it was rapidly ap¬
proaching its end. The nation was
dominated by such a spirit of faction
during the twenty years that followed
the death of Jeroboam II, during whose
reign Hosea commenced to prophesy,
that four of the six kings were assassi¬
nated and the fifth was carried into
captivity.
The political struggle between the

Assyrian and anti-Assyrian parties had
resulted in such a treacherous national
foreign policy toward the Assyrian
government that we are not surprised
that the great power should have deter¬
mined to make an end of it forever.
Hosea saw in the power of the coming
conqueror an agent of God sent to pun¬
ish men and the nation for their atti¬
tude toward Jehovah. The same Is true
of the present European struggle. No
matter what may be the Immediate
causes that brought on the tltanio con¬
test the scourge of war will bring the
nations back to God, whom they have
forgotten.

Yearning and Promise.
The picture the prophet paints of the

great grief of God and His paternal
longing to remove the punishment that
their sin calls for Is an appeal that
ought to have moved the nation to re¬
pentance. Israel deserved nothing but
destruction like "Sodom and Gomorrah,
Admah and Zebolin which God over¬
throw in His anger and wrath," but His
heart is kindled with pity for his stray¬
ing child. He cannot cast oft one whom
He so dearly loves If they would show
signs of repentance. A man might cast
off his prodigal son, but God is above
the passions of man. Jehovah smites
|only that He might heal. The one domi-
nant note of the heart of the eternal
God is His love for the lost, whom He
yearns to save.
The last two verses are quite diffi¬

cult of interpretation, but they appear
to hold out a promise of God that He
will restore the nation, gathering It
together from the four quarters or the
earth, so that they may walk in His
ways and do His will and work. Jt
urges upon the nation and all that
have wandered from God that they re-

' turn unto the Lord. It may be that
years have passed since we wandered
from His fold, but If we return we will
have mercy and pardon, be endowed
with power to live the new life for
Christ and His church. Hosea saw the
final victory of the love of God over
the sinful souls of men. As we see it
shall we not sing with the late Fred¬
eric Lawrence Knowles:
O lore triumphant over guilt end sis,.My soul in soiled, but thou sbslt enter It;
My feet mutt stumble
Lonely my heart, till

If I walk alone,
heating by thin# ewn;

sight on the streets of Lucknow, with
Its native hired band, its lumbering
elephant and attendant camels, its flar¬
ing- banners carried by hired bearers
and its swarm of congratulatory rela¬
tives.
The groom's financial rating is evi-

dent from his equipment In the wed¬
ding cortege. If he is well-to-do he
rides an elephant. If his circumstances
are moderate he Is mounted on a horse,
while a poor man walks. The bride is
carried in a hooded palanquin if she
belongs to the caste that must not be
seen by men. She is probably ten or

twelve years old, but she may be an old
maid of fourteen.
The procession winds down the hot,

dusty streets with a noisy blare. There
are no pavements nor trolleys to block
the way. Frightened bullocks, goats
and donkeys scatter before It. A na¬

tive water carrier, with his dripping
goatskin, sprinkles the dusty streets
with a dextrous sweep of his lean
brown hand. Naked children toddle in
the road. They refrain from dressing
in deference to a temperature of 170
moist in the sun. The Jewels on thsir
fat brown bodies show that thsy could
afford clothes if they could stand wear¬

ing them.
And so the bride and groom pass In

the triumphant fashion of their ancient
custom.
