the D. A. R, will be the presiding offi-
cer of the oecasion.

PROBING STEAMER FIRE.

U. S. Inspectors Investigating the
Recent Tivoli Disaster.
Investigating the burning, about two
weeks ago, of the Baltllnore, Chesapeake
and Atlantic line steamer Tivell on
Chesapeake bay and the conseguent loss
of elght lives, Inspectors Charles W.
Wright and Edmund F. White, in charge
of the local stewmboat inspection service
district, were in Crisfield, Md., Thursday

and yesterday.

‘A number of the survivors of the burned
vessel are at that port and to expedite the
investigation the inspectors went to the
witnesses instead of bringing them to
Baltimore. After gathering all possible
data as to the causes of the fire, the con-
duct of the officers of the steamer and
other matters, the Inspectors will render
their decision.

DRIVING PILES ABOUT PIER.

Clarke & Winston Co. Doing Work
at Alexandria.

Clarke & Winston Co. of this city
have a pille driver at Alexandria re-
building the pier of the Mutual Ice
Company, and driving fender piles
about the structure. This pier is used
as a landing place by both the Potomac
and Chesapeake line steamers to and
from river points and thke Maryland,
Delaware and. Virginia Hne boats to
river landings and Baltimore.

Work has been staried on repairs to
the old ice wharf office at the foot of
10th street southwest, which the Elm
City Lumber Company recently leased
from the District. The company has
taken possession of the 10th strest
wharf and this morning started un-
loading there a lumber-laden schooner
from North Carolina. The flah wharf
authorities, who had possession of the
10th street wharf are now having it
cleaned of oyeter ghelle and ®ther
stuff left on it.

Cleveland Park Citizens Appeal to

One-Term Resolution Introduced.

A presidential one-term amendment
to the Constitution is proposed in the
resolution introduced by Representa-
tive Beakes of Michigan. He suggests
that the President should be elected for
#ix years and be ineligible for re-elec-
tion, the same term being outlined for
the Vice President. The administra-
tion would begin Tuesday after the
first Monday in January of the year
tollowing the electlon.

“For instance,” he said, “the laws of
Virginia require non-resident gunners
to bring their game out of the state
openly and without crating or even
putting it in a suit case or grip of
any kind. It also requires that birds
shall be tagged with the name and ad-
dress of their owner, and stlll there 2re
many gunners who neglect to so tag
their game.”

Inup:‘:torn are looking about steam-
boats and raliroad trains for violators
of the laws. They also are looking
after persons who are alleged to have
violated the provision of law prevent-
ing the shooting of ducks from motor
boats.

GOVERNMENT PLANT IN VIEW.

Bills Introduced Appropriating $11,-
000,000 for Armor Plate Factory.

Appropriation of $11,000,000 for a
government armor plate factory and
gun forging plant, at a site to be se-
lected by the Navy Department, is pro-
pos=ed In bills introduced yesterday in the
Senate by Benator Tillman and in the
House by Representative Tavenner of
Illinoia.

Mr. Tavenner asserted advocates of
the proposition, backed by BSecretary
Daniels, would Insist upon a hearing
before the naval committees and that
Congress would enact legislation along
this line as part of the preparedness
plan. The bill is practically similar to
the measure introducest by Chairman
Tillman of the Senate naval committee.
The question will be up for a fight in
the House naval committee later on.

Claim Trial Was Fair.
