BY ELECTRICHTY

Claim That Charge Proposed
by Electric Company Re-
duces Household Expenses.

PUBLIC UTILITIES BOARD
TO CONSIDER SCHEDULE

Action May Be Taken Wednesday.
Data Gathered of Rates in
Other Cities.

That the practice of cooking by elec-
tricity in the Distriet, now in its in-
fancy. will meet with considerable ex-
pansion during the next few months
if the new rates proposed by the Poto-
mae Electric Power Company are ap-
proved by the public utilities commis-
sion, is the helief of those who have
been investizating the cost of electric
cooking in other cities.

Pending a general consideration of
rates based on a valuation of the com-
pany’'s property, the commission, it is
belleved, will approve temporarily, at
least, the proposed rates, as they may
be found to be a factor
household expenses which will be wel
comed by the public. There is a pos-
sibility of the commission acting in

day.

As far as Washington is concerned.
there is not enough electricity sold for
vooking and he#ting purposes tg en-
able the commission to get much of a
line on the subject. The reason, of
course, is that there have been no spe-
cial rates for this service.

Lower Tariff Proposed.

But since the company's proposal to
establish a much lower tariff on cur-
rent supplied homes for purposes other
than lighting, the commission has beern
gathering data in other cities, and has
found that cooking and heating by elec-
tricity have been taken up quite ex-
tensively in a number of municipal-
fties.

Some of the rates established else-
where are higher than those proposed
for Washington, others are lower, but
B comparison of the figures tnmﬂte_s
that the local schedule should approxi-
mate an average rate.

As for the economy of cooking by
electricity, data collected from a num-
ber of cities and published in a recent
iesue of the Electrical World shows
that the costs are moderate and satis-
factory.

Source of Information.

These reports cover the Carlton Court
apartments, in Buffalo; the Jensen
apartments, in Great Falls, Mont ; fif-
teen ranges in similar service in Seat-
tle, twenty-five in Salt Lake City and
various separate cases.

In the Carlton Court apartments in
Buffalo ninety-five electric ranges are
in daily service, and are proving, ac-
cording to the article, that coeking by
this method can he done at a saving.
In the Jensen apartment the report
shows the expense of cooking per per-
50N, based on the experience of a fam- |
fly of seven who use an electric range. |
a toaster and a flatiron all connected
from a separate cooking cireuit. The
c0st per person per month rfanged from
0241 Lo 9.424, or. figured up for the
entire family, from $1.95 to $2.07 per
month.

With respect to other investigations
the report savs:

“The equipment of an apartment
house at Worcester, Mass, with sim-
Flex electric ranges in each suite has
attracted much attention. Data have
been collected which show the average
energy consumption per person to be
twenty-eight kilowatt hours a month,
representing an expendliture for elec-
tricity of only 84 cents on a I-cent
rate, $1.12 on a 4-cent rate and $1.40
on a J-rent rate.”

Washington Proposition.

The rate proposed for Washington is
19 cents per hour for the first ten kilo-
watt hours, after which the price shall
be 3 cents a kllowatt hour.

If the average monthly consumptlon
is twenty-eight kilowatt hours, as in-
‘dicated by the Worcester report, the
cost to local consumers, based on this
.average and the rate proposed by the
company, would be §1.54 a month.

It is pointed out by ofMelals of the
company that if this figure can be ac-
cepted us an approximate average
monthly bill, no hardship would bhe
worked by the requirement of a mini-
mum monthly charge of §1. Tha plan
under consideration contemplates the
instaliation of separate meters for the
heating and cooking service and a
minimum charge of this amount.

PROGRESSIVES BACK
INFOLDOF G.0.P.

Six Bull Moose Representa-
tives Have No Party
Organization.

NONE CAST VOTE AGAINST
MANN FOR PARTY LEADER

Take Committee Assignments From
Him—Lindbergh of Minnesota Is
Still Bucking, All Alone,

The progressive party Is no longer a
separate political organization in either
house of Congress,

The third party, as an entity, has
gone gllmmering from the halls of the
national Capitol. Processes of amalga-
mation are now in progress. Predic-
tion Is freely made on the republican
slde that, by the time the election of
1916 comes around, regulars and pro-
gressives in Congress will be found
fighting shoulder to shoulder under
the same banners.

Also, the democrats are free to admit
their fear of this possibility. They
plan to do all in their power to eplit
the progressive element in the G. O. P.
from the more staid and conservative
crowd.

In the last Congress there were sev-
enteen  progressive members — bull
moosers—in the House. Senator Poin-
dexter, also, officially classified himself
A8 a progressive. but he is now en-
rolled as a republican and will be a
candidate for re-clection as such.

In the last House, In the make-up
committee aseignments, the progres-
Sives had representation on the more
important committees and held fre-
quent public conferences, These were
intended to be objert lemsons to the
democrats who persisted in holding
“secret” caucuses; but the odd part
of it was that the news of the “secret”
caucuses would be printed in long and
florid detail, while the public con-
ferences of the progressives would go
almost unhonored and unsung in the
public print.

There are six progressives in the
present House, but as has been stated,
there is no party organization. These
progressives are Representatives Schall
of Minnesota, Nolan and Elston of Call-
fornia, Martin of Louisiana, a progres-
sive from the =outh because of a pro-
test against free sugar; Copley of I1-
linois, and Stephens of Callfornia.

Representativea Copley and Stephens
voted for the republican leader, Repre-
sentative Mann, for Speaker. Their
action is taken to indicate they will
gide with the republicana in many in-
stances in this Congress.

Since arriving in Washington it has
been reported that Representative
Schall will run as a candidate for re-
election as a republican. In faect, it
is expected that the Minnesota man
will, sooner or later, align himself with
the House republican organization.

No Organization Contempiated.

The progressives have no intention
of forming an organization of their
own for this Congress. Representa-
tive Mann framed their committee as-
slgnments, and the six progressives
called on the republican leader to talk
committee assignments with him. Rep-
resentative Martin, the Louisiana man,
is styled in the Congreasional Direc-
tory as a ‘“progressive—protectionist,”
and is occupyving a seat on the re-
publican side.

To Representative Lenroot of Wis-
consin must be attributed a large
part of the credit or blame, according
to the viewpoint, for the disintegra-
tion of the third party as an inde-
pendent organization of the House.
Representative Lenroot ie a progres-
sive republican of most vigorous ten-
dencies, and can be counted on at any
hour to fight anything on either side
which looks to him to be a return to
reactionary principles. He is rampant
for liberality in rules and open dealing
in public lands, and is looked upon as
one of the pioneers in the movement
that brought about the changes in the
republican policies,

Nevertheless, Lenroot refused to join
the progressive organization. He in-
sisted that the progressives, all of
whom had been republicans, should
stick to the old party. He advocated
reforms from within; and that no
good would come by separation.

He brought many progressives into
line in the former House. His plans
have fructified in the present body.

G. 0. P. Progressive Enough.

In this connection it should be re-
membered that Representative Mann,
republican leader, said on more than
one occasion that the republican party
would be progressive enough for any
sensible citizen. And, further. Rep-
resentative Mann, as leader, has most
diplomatically and forcefully handled
the situation, so that the young colts
who wanted to kick the fence down
are now running to him for advice, so
to speak.

Not a progressive voted for Mann two
vears ago when the speakership was
up. Not one voted against him this vear.
Two supported him: the others answersd
“present.”’

For geveral vears republicans from Min-
nesota, Wisconsin, lowa and the Dakotas
were in the insurgent movements agninst
the party leadership in the House. With
the exception of one Minnesota man, the
northwestern states are lined up with
Uncle Joe Cannon in the republican or-
ganization.

Representative I.indbergh of Minnesota
{s the one man who still Is bucking. At
present he is in a party of his own mak-
ing, although officlally he is reported as
a republican. He is the only man thus
designated who did not vote for Hepre-
sentative Mann for Speaker, answering
5 t" instead.

Mr, Cannon is delighted. When his at-
tention was called to the harmony which
so far spreads over the House repub-
licans he exclaimed:

“While the lamp holds out to burn, the
vilest sinner may return. We shall wal-
come them with open arms. The wander-
ers have come home. That means we
shall be victorious in the 15916 campaign.™

COMMITTEEOF SERATE
- ON DISTRT AFFARS

Members Probably Will Pass on Re-
port of Congressional Inquiry
Into Fiscal Relations.

Assignments to the Senate District
committee hava been completed, It was
said last night, with the exception of
a vacancy caused by the retirement
of Senator Kenyon of ITowa from that
committee. He has requested the com-
mittee on eommittees of the republicans
to relieve him of the District assign-
ment, saying that press of work on
other committees would make It im-
possible for him to give attention to
work on District affairs,

On the democratic side of the commit-
tee will be found no changes, it was
learned last night. On the republican
side, however, there will be one change
in addition to that made by the with-
drawal of Senator Kenyon. Senator
Sterling of South Dakota has been se-
lected to succeed Senator Fall of New
Mexico on the committee.

Make-Up of Committee.

The make-up of the committee will
be: Democrats—Senator John Walter
Smith of Maryland, chairman, and Sen-
ators Pomerene, Ohio; Smith, Arizona;
Kern, Indiana; Hollis, New Hampshire;
James, Kentucky; Saulsbury, Delaware,
and Martin, Virginia; republicans, Sen-
ators Dillingham, Vermont; Jones,
Washington; Works, California; Sher-
man, Illinois; Sterling South Dakota,
and a successor to Senator Kenyon,
Iowa, to be selected.

1t is expected that the report of the
joint select committee of Congress on
the fiscal rélations between the United
States and the District of Columbia, to-
gether with that committee's recom-
mendations, will be submitted to the
District committee. Incidentally two of
the members of the joint select com-
mittee are members of the Senate Dis-
trict  committee, Senatora Saulsbury
and Works.

Proposed Prohibition Enactment.

Arother matter of great interest to
the District is the proposed prohibition
law, which the promoters insist shall
be passed at the present session of
Congress. Already three bills for pro-
hibition in the District have been in-
troduced and referred to the District
committee, which will have to pass
upon the whole question.

Tt is of interest to note that on the
democratic side of the District com-
mittee are to be found Senator Kern,
democratic leader of the Senate, and
also the chairman of the appiopria-
tions committee, Senator Martin

It is expected that Senator Sniith of
Maryland, Senator Martin of Virginia
and Senator Gallinger of New Hamp-
shire will again be members of the sub-
committee of the Senate committee on
appropriations, which handles the Dis-
trict appropriation bill. All of them
are stanch friends of the Capital city.

SENATOR JONES TALKED
WASHINGTON BEAUTIFUL

Told Constituents in State of Wash-
ington His Theory of a Na-
tional Capital.

Senator Jones of Washington carried
Washington, the National Capital, to
people of the state of Washington dur-
ing the recess of Congress.

For four months he spent most of his
time going over the state showing pic-
tures of the capital and addressing or-
ganizations of various kinds on Wash-
Ington ecity. He sald last night that
everywhere he found the people Inter-
ested and more than willing that the
federal government should be generous
in its treatment of the nation's capital.

What He Said to Them.

Senator Joneg iz a member of the Sen-
ate District committee and a believer
in the half-and-half plan. Discussing
his experiences in hls home state, he
said:

“I spent four months of my vacation
in going over the state showing ple-
tures of the city and addressing com-
merg¢ial clubs, high schools, churches
and other organizations, with large
crowds everywhere. 1 venture to say
that there are more people in the state
of Washington now who have a good
idea of the public buildings, parks,
avenues, streets and general appear-
ance of Washington than in almost
any other state of the Union except
some of those more adjacent.

“I took the position frankly that
Washington city Is the city of the na-
tion and not that of tha people
of the District; that it will never
and can never be a large indus-
trial center, but Is intended to be

primarily the capital of the republic:
that everything else is subordinated to
this object, and that, in my judgment,
it should be mude the most beautiful
capital city in the world to be com-
mensurdate with the wealth, intelli-
u]sm:e, prower and greatness of our peo-
ple.

Mecca for Americans.

“It ought to be the mecca of every
American citizen, and every American
citizen who visits {t should go away
proud of his country and a better and
more patriotic citizen. It ought to be
such a city that Europeans who may
visit It will go back home to tel]l their
people and friends of its glories and
beauties.

“The nation 1= primarily interested in
its beautification and development and
should be willing to bear whatever ex-
pense may be necessary to make {t
what it ought to be. While the city
should not be made the haven of tax-
dodgers, the government is primarily
responsible for its development and
beautification as the National Capital
and should not be niggardly in its ap-
propriationa for that purpose nor place
any undue burden on the people of the
District. T told them that the half-and-
half system is more liberal toward the
national government than to the tax-
payers and people of the District. This
sentiment seemed to be heartily in-
dorsed. I mever received a single crit-
iciam or complaint as to the expense to
the national government. T am certain
that the people of the state of Wash-
ington will cheerfully indorse any ex-
pense looking to the beautification of
Washington city.

“The people weres much interested in
the views, and d to be p d
that I should take this meathod of get-
ting acquainted Instead of talking
politics or discussing profound ques-
tions about which they always hear
and read.
uf talked politics only twice, and en-
joyed more than ever before getting
around among my constituents, when
I could meet them entirely free from
partisan politics, and simply as their
representative and agent, regardless of
olitica. I had a good time, and I be-
ieve the people know more of the
National Capital than they ever did
before.”

Five Inches of Snow at Roanoke, Va.

ROANOKE, Va., December 11.—Re-
ports from various points in Virginia
indicate that the season’'s first real
snow is falling tonight over the entire

To Open 1916 Campaign.

Many distinguished men from out of
town are to be present at the banquet,
and the members of the republican na-
tional committee, which is to meet the
next day, are to be guests of honor, in
addition to a number of others promi-
nent in the party ranks. The first guns
of the 1916 campaign are expected to be
fired at the banquet, and many of
those who are among the possibllities
for the republican presidential nomina-
tion will be present, some of whom
will be among the speakers.

The National Republican League im
the outcome of a meeting of repre-
sentatives of republican clubs of the
United States, held in Chickering Hall,
New York city, December 15, 1887. At
the time of Its formation the spirit of
James G. Blaine permeated republican
ranks, and the fighting blood of young
republicanism was evervwhere aroused.
It was proposed to strengthen the re-
publican organization by interesting
the young men in politics, especially
first voters and independents,

Three words, it is said, more than all
others. described the necessity of the
hour, and have since continued to an-
Imate the work of the league—organ-
ization, education, agitation.

Objects of the League.

Its was understood in the beginning.
and has continued to be understood up
to this time, that the league was to ad-
vocate, promote and maintain repub-
lican party principles and not to sug-
gest or champion candidates for office
in advance of the action of the regular
party convention. Directly the conven-
tions nominate, the campaign work of
the league begins. Its labors in the
fleld of organization, education and
agitation thenceforth continue without
intermission.

The first president was James P. Fos-

ter of New York city, elected in Baltl-
more, 1889. Thran came Gen. J. 8. Clark-
son of Towa and after him Willlam W.
Tracy of Chicago. Gen. Edwin A, Mce-
Alpin, a prominent New Yorker, next
assumed office, and following him came
D. D. Woodmansee of Cloeinnati.
George Stone of San Francisco, chair-
man of the republican state committee
and adjutant genaral of California.
then assumed the office and gave way
at 8t. Paul, in 1900, to Senator Isaac
Miller Hamilton of Chicago, who re-
malned as its head until the hiennial
convention in Chicago in 1902
The convention held in Chicago in Oc-
tober, 1802, elected as presidant J.
Hampton Moore, then c¢ity treasurer of
Philadelphia and now a member of
Congress.
The convention held in Philadeiphia
in 1908 elected as president Gen. Edwin
A. McAlpin of New York, and follow-
ing him came John Hays Hammond,
who has heen re-elected president at
all conventions since 1908,

The republican conference, which will
be conducted by the National Repub-
lican Leangue at the New Willard Hotel
tomorrow and Tuesday, will be attend-
ed by representatives from thirty-two
states and the District of Columbia,
The conference will be called to order
by John Hays Hammond, president of
the league, tomorrow morning at 10
o'clock, with san address of welcome
and a review of the work of the league.
Reports will be received from conferees
on the league conditions and gsneral
political status in their respective
states. The task of determining the
character and amount of organization
work that the league will begin in the
different states the first of the coming
vear will consume practically all of the
first day of the conference.

The second day’s session of the league
conference will begin Tuesday morn-
ing at 10 o'clock and continue during
the day. At this meeting ways and
means will be discussed for conduct-
ing the league's work during 1916, and
special committees will be appointed
to look after the preliminary work of
organization in the different sections
of the country.

To Be Carried on Battleships for Use

Against Submarines.

Motor boat builders take interest in
the Navy Depariment's efforts to de-
velop fast motor-driven patrol boats
to be carried on the decks of battle-
ships and used against submarines,
Four bullders have bld for tha first
boat to be constructed, which will have
a minimum speed of forty-ons land
miles an hour, & cruising radius of
150 miles, and will carry an e
inch torpedo tube and a one-pounder
quick-fire gun. Prices range from
$18,000 to §60,000. i

Similar craft have been used effect-
ually by Great Britaln agalnst German
submarines.
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
