Former German Attache Issues
Statement When Leaving
on the Rotterdam.

THINKS AMERICAN PAPERS
ARE WILD AND RECKLESS

Pnl TTnu*p and Brand Whitlock.
Minister to Belgium, Also Are

Aboard the Liner.

NEW YORK, December 28..
Capt. Karl Boy-Ed, the recalled
German naval attache; Col. EdwardM. House, President Wilson'sspecial emissary, and Brand
Whitlock. American minister at

Brussels, boarded the steamship
Rotterdam within a few minutes
of one another today to sail for
Europe.

Col. House and Mr. Whitlock
were uncommunicative, but Capt.
Bov-Ed gave out a written statementin which he denounced
what he characterized as '"the
reckless utterances of an irresponsiblepress," and predicted that
the American government would
"in self-defense" some day find it
necessary to curb such utterances.

Col. House Sails Also.
Col. House said he would visit the

American embassies at London, Paris
and Berlin, and possibly Vienna. Concerningthe object of his mission, he
said he had nothing to add to his previousstatement, in which he declared
that his trip would in no way be a

peace mission, but that he was going,
at the request of President Wilson and
Secretary Lansing, fully to inform variousAmerican diplomats as to the preciseattitude of this government. Col.
House was accompanied by his wife.
He will be gone six weeks. .

Mr. Whitlock and his wife reached
the pier some time before the vessel
sailed, and the crowd that surrounded
them was so large and demonstrative
that it was necessary for a policeman to
escort the pair down the pier to the
gang plank.

"I feel much better than when T
came home," said Mr. Whitlock. "I
would like to show my appreciation of
the consideration- which has been
shown me by the newspaper men since
I have been home, but I must decline
to talk on any important matter."

Capt. Boy-Ed's Statement.
Capt. Boy-Ed drove to the pier and

as soon as he alighted from his taxicabhe was surrounded by a large
crowd, and a policeman was called to
escort him to the gangplank, where a

inn. After handing out his statement
and shaking hands.with his friends the
captain hurried on board.
There was some delay in the sailing

of the Rotterdam, owing to the close
examination of the passports and the
ship's manifest by the Dutch consul
general's office. *

< 'apt. Karl Boy-Ed issued the followingstatement just before leaving the
I'nited States on the steamship Rotterdam*
"Before this terrific war broke out I

had the great fortune of having served
almost two and a half years for my
emperor as naval attache to the Germanembassy at Washington. Those
years belong not only to the most interesting.but also to the most pleasant
in my life. I am particularly thankful
for the rare comradeship of the Americannavy that I have been permitted to
enjoy, due to the kindness of its gaila«it
and amiable officers.
"The great and cordial hospitality

which is so proverbial for Americans
a: d which was extended also to me
from th^ very first day of my arrival
in the L'nited States I never can forget.

"Of course, I refrain at the hour of
my departure from again refuting all
the stories which were told about me
!n the American papers and which
mostly.like the silly Huerta tale.
were invented by the Providence

"This paper, with its British-born

Mr. Rathom. has done its utmost to
r»-«-;»te an almost hysterical suspicion
of spi *s throughout the country in order
to prejudice public opinion against
Germany.
"We Germans do not understand

what you call your 'free press.' Our
laws allow the fullest personal liberty
consistent with the welfare of the
state.
"But we do not permit the diplomatic

representatives of friendly governmentsto be insulted ad libitum or our
government to be embarrassed in its
dealings with other nations, nor men's
reputations to be wantonly sacrificed
by the wild and reckless utterances of
an irresponsible presy; like the Provi-
n*rnv:rr juui 11 ti i. j. ncmuioV* «rdictth t in sheer self-defense you will
he forced to take like measures, notwithstandingthe dangerous power of
your press.
"While our enemies have been and

are being supplied from this country
with all forms of death-dealing munitionsof war. without which they would
ha^e long since been overcome, I have
been denounced from one end of the
rountry to the other for having been
concerned at the outset of the war in
chartering ships to supply our cruisers
at sea with coal and food, as though It
were a crime instead of being. as it is,
and has been considered by your court,
to be a strictly lawful act.

Cites an American Precedent.
"The ships that brought coal, provisionsand supplies from Monjrkonj?

to Admiral Dewey's fleet during the
Spanish-American war in 1898 were
cleared for Macao and not for the
American warships at sen, and in their
clearance papers it was stated that the
cargo consisted of scrap iron.
"In this connection I may cite one

of the leading American newspapers,
which said December ."» in regard to
the recall of my colleague. Capt. von
Papen, and myself 'It will be worth
considerable to us if we keep our seri9e
of proportion working and do not i>ermitprejudice to shut out our perspective.'

"It is my heartfelt hope that the
United States and Germany, which
have so many common interests, will
always maintain their friendly relations.that peace will come soon and
that the abatement of passion will enableall Americans to have for Germanyand Germans the same good wilij
as formerly.

"I say good-bye to all my personal
friends in this country, thanking them
for the innumerable evidences of
friendship I have received at their
hands', and express my gratitude to
those who have remained impartial and
unbiased in a war the bloodshed and
misery of which the world has never
seen the like before."

Troubles of Capt. Boy-Ed.
Capt. Karl Boy-Ed was naval attache

of the German embassy at Washington
fir About four years. His name was,

first mentioned in connection ^ith allegedGerman plots in this country
when Richard P. Stealer, who was arrestedhere last February for passport
frauds, told the federal authorities that
Boy-Ed asked him to go to England
and locate a fleet of British dreadnaughts.Capt. Boy-Ed denied knowlinganything about the passport fraud
or that he sent Stegler to England as
a spy.
During the trial of Karl Buenz here

about a month ago on charges of conspiracyto defraud the United States
through false manifests issued to
steamers sent with supplies to German
warships, counsel for the defendants
admitted that the German government
expended more than $5,000,000 here directlyafter the beginning of the war
in sending out supply ships and that
Capt. Boy-Ed supervised some of the
expenditure.
