Will Be Opened Formally at the
Corcoran Art Gallery

Tomorrow.

AVERAGE OF PICTURES
IS PARTICULARLY HIGH

Collection Equals Standard of New
York and Philadelphia Clubs'

Best Displays.

The Washington Water Color Club's
twentieth annual exhibition opens to-
morrow in the Corcoran Gallery of Art
with a private view from 10 to 4
o'clock, and a reception from 8 to 11
o'clock.
This exhibition, which is one of the

regular events of the season, is set
forth in the new gallery wherein the
portrait exhibition was recently shown.
Because of the size of the exhibits the
great advantage of the new gallery
over the old Hemicycle is most patently
shown, and not for years has the
Water Color Club made a more attractivedisplay.
Contrary to expectation, a great many

of the exhibits have come from out
of town and some of the foremost of
cotemporary water colorists are represented.Indeed, though less comprehensive,this exhibition averages
about as high as the exhibitions of
the New York and Philadelphia Water
Color clubs held earlier in the season
in their respective cities.

Difficulties of Water Coloring1.
As a medium water colors are peculiarlycharming, their very limitations

enhancing the value of the result. But
to employ this medium well is by no

means child's play nor the work of
a novice, and those who forget this are

apt to come to grief. Sargent and
Winslow Homer are both to be reckonedamong the great water colorists
of the world, and their works in this
medium are the highly prized possessionsof both private collectors and
public museums. That a water color
can. as a rule, be bought,-.at a much
less price than an oil painting should
not be considered indication of lack of
merit, but rather credited as a virtue,
inasmuch as such works thus come
within the range of the modest collector.theman or woman of moderatemeans. Exhibitions such as this
are, of course, open to all, and an enormousamount of pleasure can be had
in visitine the.m. hut such nlcasiirp. is
as nothing in comparison to that of
actual personal possession.the purchaseof a work of art.

pictorial quality which have been renderedwith both skill and art. And
there are many sorts and kinds, for
this is an age of variety and but few
painters employ the same methods of
ixpression or pursue the same ideals,
fcnd, what is more, the spirit of experi- 3
mentation is abroad. Many are no
onger content to follow old paths, but
must seek new ways with the result
that there is no chance for stagnation.

Pastel Gets Place of Honor.
To a pastel rather than a water color

the place of honor in this exhibition
Pas been given. This is by Birge Harrison.apast master in this art. It
s a lovely theme, a group of sailing
Poats on a quiet sea, drifting In the
mist of half light marking the passingof night Into day or day into
light. It is a tranquil subject, full of
sentiment and real beauty, and ren-
lered with subtlety and sympathy.a
picture which goes to show that
screaming color is not needful for ef-
feet nor by any means omnipresent in
lature.
Mr. Harrison has also contributed a £

second picture.a nocturne of New York ^
.5th avenue on a rainy night with the t
street lamps aglow like fairy Jack- r
>*-lanterns and the lighted windows c
twinkling as so many stars reflected
in the shimmering, mirrorlike surfaceof the asphalt street.a wonderfulstreet by day or by night, but never
more wonderful than on such a night
is Mr. Harrison has depicted.
The place of honor on the flat wall

of the new gallery has been allotted
most reasonably to a water color by
William H. Holmes, the president of
the club, and a strikingly fine example
it is of his work.a picture of mountaintops bedecked with* clouds and
topped by a superb sky. It is a big
subject and it is handled in a big way.
None would mistake this for anything
but a water color, yet it is as strong
as an oil and no less impressive. The
coloring is very rich, the technique
masterly, the effect both toneful and
atmospheric.

Miss Jackson's Group.
Miss Lesley Jackson contributes a

group of water colors which is most
notable. There are six or seven In all,
painted from time to time during her
recent trip around the world. A garden
in Honolulu marks perhaps the first
stopping place, then there are Japanese
temples and landscapes marking a secondstage, with later a glimpse of
India. These are all fresh, vigorous
bits of painting done with assurance
and directness, and they possess, what
is more, an intimacy which instantly
puts the observer on a basis of familiarknowledge. The places do not
seem foreign nor strange as do many
pictures painted in other lands by unsympatheticinterpreters, but merely
different and very interesting.really
alluring. They l$nd charm to the exhibitionand must be counted one of
its features.
I.uclen Powell is represented by a

picture of a Moslem city, a picture of
Venice and one of a waterfall in our
U»II I » I I > V LWUIH1 jr, AW I.UIUI 1IJI, uctoratlveand very characteristic. The
waterfall was painted In the autump,
and the brilliant foliage of the woods
through which it dashes suggests the
weavings of an oriental rug.
Mrs Lelsenrlng has sent pastels rather

than water colors, and shows two portraits,one of a little boy with plump,
rosy cheeks and short brown hair, and
the other of a young girl in white dress
and hat, seated against the light in a
sunny window. The latter is an ambitioussubject very skillfully handled.
The effect of light and atmosphere is
excellent, and the treatment of the
whites In gown and hat are subtle and
most successful.

Very Few Figure Studies.
There are not many portraits or figurestudies in this exhibition. Miss

B'-rtha Noyes sends a girl in a red cap
which is moderately convincing, but by
no means as engaging as a study of
cosmos seen against a yellow background,which she also contributes.
William J. Whittemore of New York,

a distinguished painter of portraits In
all mediums, contributes a very pleasingpicture of a little girl dressed up
in a quaint old rose-colored gown,
which will doubtless attract much attentionand call forth many favorable
comments.
Miss Hattie K. Burdette shows a portraitof herself painted primarily becauseof adjacent still life as a color

scheme, and a picture of three figures
out-of-doors, with a green landscape
background as setting.
Miss Clara Saunders exhibits a portraitof a young girl, about life-size

and nearly half-length, which shows
many excellent passages in its brush <

work and skillful manipulation of flowingcolor.

Hilda Belchers' Prize Painting.
Hilda Belchers, who is perhaps one

of the ablest water colorists we have
today, shows the painting which won

her a --prize recently in one of the
prominent New York exhibitions.a
decorative portrait of a little girl,
brilliantly colorful, amazingly daring
and unconventional and at the same
time profoundly sympathetic and soulful,and also a little picture of a
"Four-Year Old," in yellow frock,
broadly washed in, yet full .of character.
Alice Schille of Cincinnati is anotherwho has won much distinction as a

water colorist and is especially well
represented in this exhibition. miss
Schille was always independent and
recently she has "to an extent allied
herself with the modernists. A mother
and child in this exhibition is in her
earlier style and shows the use of
Broad washes of transparent color.
Two other contributions are in Quite
her latest manner and show the very
best results obtainable.or, at least,
that have been obtained through this
eccentric manner. One is an East Side
street in New York, a patchwork of
color, applied in spots of even size
like so many tiny pebbles in a mosaic.
The other shows a group on a park
bench on a foggy evening. Again the
color is laid 011 in patches no two of
which come quite together.a ,mosaifc
as before, but different. That they are
effective at a distance, none can deny.
but they are not more effective. than
pictures painted in the old method, so

what is the use? And at clo^e range
they are extremely puzzling. Clever
enough, to be sure.but not beautiful.
not really fine.just amusing.

Dry Color and Vigorous Linos.
Felicie Waldo Howell of Washington

and Jane Peterson of New York send
work which in character is very similar.They both allow the gray paper
upon which they work to serve as a

large factor in their compositions, and
employ dry colof and vigorous lines
effectively. In both instances the resultsare decidedly engaging.sprightly.picturesque and convincing. Miss
Howell shows, among other things,
a picture of Broad street, Philadelphia,
which is particularly skillful in treatment.areal "portrait of place." ^The
majority of her other contributions are

pictures of Edgartown, Marthas Vineyard.where she spent the summer.
Some very interesting: architectural

themes done in colored crayons on coloredpaper are contributed by Miss L.
Hazelhurst Vinton, most pleasing of
which perhaps is the facade of a house
in Tours, beautifully designed and very
well rendered.the house of L'Hermitte.
The modern Dutch are the great exponentsof our time, or that of our

parents, of water colors.none have
better understood both its possibilities
and limitations. The Washington
Water Color Club is fortunate in havingsecured through Mr. Gruppe the
loan of a water color by Hans von
Bartels.a picture of a sailing boat
making its way "along the dyke,"
which is painted in the inimitable
Dutch manner. Mr. Gruppe, himself,
has contributed two paintings.one a

scene in Holland, just a little reminiscentof Mauve, and the other a

Dutch interior showing a peasant man
and wife sitting down at a table.a
theme such as the greatest painters of
the modern Dutch school loved.

Two Winter Pictures.
Another Holland picture has been

contributed by Miss Grace McKinstry
of Minnesota.a picture painted at
Laren.Mauve's and Kever's home.
Borne yeaxs ago.
Two interesting winter pictures, both

N. Y., and. are the work of John F.
Carlson, director of the New York Art
Students' League summer school which

one showing a little stream cutting
through a snow-covered meadow berondwhich are some buildings of simpleinteresting character is most,pleasing,having not only good composition
but excellent wintry effect. A winter
picture by W. B. Fuller is also well
deserving of note, as is likewise a
snow-covered landscape pictured by Mr.
Uhurbuch of Massachusetts.
Three striking and interesting picturesare contributed by Charles W.

Hudson of Boston, who has made a

specialty of pine trees. Two of these
flank Mr. Harrison's picture of boats;
the third holds its own quite independentlyon the semi-circular wall to
the right. This is a picture of pines
and Mount Washington and is very
rich in color and decorative in effect.
Donna Shuster, a Minnesota artist,

who has been spending much time recentlyin California, sends a water
color of the Horticultural building at
the Panama-Pacific exposition which is
very vigorous and ably handled.
Miss Adele Williams of Baltimore
(hows three or four very attractive
vater colors, among which Is one of
Doats In a harbor painted with refinenentand evincing keen artistic perception.

Edgar Nye's Landscapes.
