Writer in the Survey Believes, How-
Larger Popular Knowledge
Will Date From 1915.

Graham Romeyn Taylor Praises Rep-
resentative Kent for Efforts in
Behalf of National Playgrounds.

“It is doubtful if as many as five
in 2 thousand Americans can even
name the fourteen national parkg.”

This statement is made by Graham
Romeyn Taylor in an article deallng
with national parks and thelr needs
published today In the Survey.

Mr. ‘Taylor expresses the bellef, how-
ever, that during the past summer
“with Europe ‘closed during alterca-
tions' as a cartoonlst put it, and with
the Pacific coast expositions drawing
people west, there were miny more
visitors to the parks than ever before.”
He also expresses the hope that the
larger popular knowledge and use of
the parks will date from 1915, The
article says, in part:

Each Has Characteristic Scenery.

*“Fach of the principal parks presents
characteristic scenery which 1s not to
be found at all or at least not eo pre-
eminently In any other park. The
Yellowstone, of course, is distingulshed
for Its geysers, boiling springs and vol-
canoes and other strange manifesta-

tions of nature; Mount HRa!nier for its
great dominating mountain peak whose
shoulders glisten with the greatest
one-mountaln glacier system so far
discovered; Sequola and Gen. Grant
parks for their glant trees; Yoszmite

for it Incomparably beautiful wvalley;
Crater lake for its round blue body
of water surrounded by the unbroken
crater wall of an extinct volcano;
Glacier for its sixty glaclers and 250
lakes set in magnificent mountaln scen-
ery; Rocky Mountain Park, Col., estab-
lished In 1915, for ita range of moun-
tains constituting the backbone of the
continent, and Mesa Verde Park for ita
remarkable ruins of the prehistoric
cliff dwellers.

"To many it may be news that there
is Wind Cave Natlonal Park in South
Dakota, Platt National Park In Okla-
home and Sullys Hill National Park in
North Dakota, and that the Hot Springs
in Arkansas are a national reservation.

There are also the thirty “natlonal
monuments,” eighteen administered by
the Interior Department, ten by the

Department of Agriculture and two by
the War Department. These include
the Grand Canyon and the petrified
forest in Arizona, the Muir woods,
Mount Olympus in Washington, and
Lassen peak in Callifornia. It Is ex-
pected that this year will see the pas-
sage of the bill to make the Grand
Canvon a mnational park. Doubtless
there are other ‘monuments’ which
ought to be classed as parks and some
parks which ocught to be classed as
monuments.

“The national park service Is not well
organized. Each park was created by
a separate law. While all thess laws
authorize the Secretary of the Interior
to provide regulations for ths govern-
ment of the parks and to grant privi-
leges in them, there is much lack of
uniformity.” i

Public Spirit of Mr. Kent.

Concerning what has been done by
Representative Kent of California in
hehalf of more and better parks In the
country, Mr. Tayvlor says:

“From Chicago's crowded nineteenth
ward to the wooded slopes of Mount
Tamalpals, across the bay from San
Prancisco, seems a far cry. But It 8o
happens that the same man wWho gave
the land for the first small playground

for Chicago's tenement children also
gave the magnificent Muir woods to the
people of the United States. These
two public-spirited gifts of Willlam
Kent, formerly citizen of Chicago and
now representative from California,
typify the range of our public recrea-
tion facilities. For while the DMuir
wooids are not classifled as a national
park, they are included in the Interlor

Department’'s administration of national
parks and reservations.

“Public recreation, thus broadly con-
celved, embraces the use of all sorts
of spaces, from the small playground
in the crowded city to the ‘blg out-
doors’ as you find It In the Yellow-
stone ‘wonderland, the enchantingly
sheautiful Yosamite or the high snow
flelds of Mount Rainfer. The play-
ground movement brought in a larger
idea of the human service which city
parks and recreation areas can render
to the masses of city dwellers. Similar-
ly the new era which is now daiwning
In our national parks i{s to develop
thelr popular use. The man who saw
this vision has been chosen by Secre-
tary Lane to give It reality. Like Mr.
Kent, he is also a suoccessful business
man, whose loyalty is to both Chicago
and California—Stephen T. Mather,

“Chicago knows . Mather in many
lines of civie effort as a worker who
wants to accomplish results and cares
nothing about being a figurehead. He
has been a malnstay in the Municipal
Voters' League and the City Club, and
he conceived and helped to build a
nelghborhood center for soclal service
back of the stockyards.

“Mr. Mather has long been associated
with those who sesk out the best that
nature has =0 lavishly provided for
America. Few members of the Slerra
Club find as much enjoyment in its an-
nual mountain campaign trips as he.
