trustees.
The enrollment in the nine departmentsat present approximates 1.S00

students, and all branches of the universityare crowded. The growth at
the Dental College has been so marked
that a halt has been called in the registrationof students.

The increase in the student body in
the department of arts and sciences
has been so large that it has been
found necessary to purchase two additionalbuildings within the past year
to house the students.
This growth demands either further

expansion of the university facilities
or else limitation of the student body.
President Stockton feels that at present
It would be inadvisable to put any
large sum of money in the purchase of
additional buildings. He thinks the
Institution should strive to get on a
still «uronger financial basis before expandingits facilities materially. The
alternative is to limit the student body.

To Be Temporary Only.
This plan, if adopted, would be only

temporary, it is understood. It would
l ist possibly five years or so.just long
'enough to enable the -university to accumulatesufficient funds to expand its
plant. It is extremely likely that the
nlan of limiting the student body will
be made effective upon the registration
reaching the 1.900 or 2,000 mark. This
doubtless will occur next fall.
