US.CHAMBER VOTE
FOR WORLD COURT

Referendum Favors the Establishment
of Tribunal at

. The Hague.

ALL BRANCHES APPROVE
PROPOSITION SUBMITTED

Large Majority Also Declares for an

International Council of
Conciliation.

The Chamber of Commerce of the
TTnitoH Sfotoe Viio nut Itealf nn ro/'ftrd

as indorsing the establishment of an

international court, the proposition
which received the approval of the
forty-four principal nations of the
world at The Hague some years since.
This sentiment of the Chamber of

Commerce of the United States is
evidenced by the votes cast by its
component parts, the principal commercialorganizations of the country,
in regard to the report of a special
committee dealing with economic resultsof the war and American business,the eleventh referendum conductedby the national body with the
idea of ascertaining, for the benefit of
Congress and the President, the businessopinion prevailing throughout the
United States on a variety of questions
of immediate importance.

All Branches Approve.
Two hundred and eighty-two commercialorganizations, chambers of

commerce and boards of trade in forty
states, the District of Columbia and
Hawaii filed ballots. The American
chambers of commerce in Berlin and
Milan were among those which voted.
Each organization was entitled to from
one to ten votes, according to the size
of its membership.
There were also a lar^e majority in

favor of the special committee's recommendationthat, for consideration of
questions which arise between nationsand which do not depend upon
established rules or upon tacts wnicn
can be determined by an international
court the United States should take
the initiative in joining with other nationsin establishing a council of conCtitation.

Few Dissenting Votes.
Dissenting votes of any significant

.number were found only on two propositionsas to the methods recommended
for enforcing peace. The first, that of
bringing economic pressure to bear
upon any nations which resort to militarymeasures without submitting their
differences to an international court,
was carried, however, by considerably
more than two-thirds vote necessary to
bind the national chamber. According
to the preliminary count, attested to by
Elliott H. Goodwin, secretary of the
chamber, 556 votes were cast in favor
of this method and 157 opposed.
On the use of military force in the

event that concerted economic pressure
should not be sufficient, the dissenting
vote was large enough to prevent the
chamber from being committed in
favor of this proposition, although the
balance necessary was slight and may
be obliterated in the official recount.
The by-laws require two-thirds of the
votes cast to be in favor in order to
commit the chamber. Seven hundred
and one votes were cast on this recommendation,of which 452 were in favor,
while the two-thirds vote required 468.

Arguments for Economic Pressure.
Referring to the first method, the reportof the committee, of which EdwardA. Filene of Boston it chairman

says, in part:
"In considering such a use of economicpressure it should be borne in

mind that it already comes to pass
automatically within a more limited
area when nations go to war. Warring
nations promptly' boycott each other.
This is important to keep in mind, becauseconfusion on this point sometimesprompts the argument that 'nonintercoursewould be a more expensiveweapon than war,' as though the factof going to war in some way avoidednon-intercourse. What your committeereally means by its recommendation isthat in the future arrangements forinternational enforcement of the economicboycott should be organized ori
a world-wide scale, and that in theseworld-wide arrangements nations betterfitted to co-operate with economicthan with military power could alsohave a part in the application of thepressure needed to preserve the world'sprosperity and progress."It is the deterrent effect of organizednon-intercourse which would make warless likely, since it would be a terriblepenalty to incur, and one more difficult,in a sense, to fight against than militarymeasures. Its systematic organizationwould tend to make any subsequentmilitary action by the co-operatingnations more effective."

Others on Committee.
Besides Mr. Filene, the members of

the special committee were P. H. Gadsden,lawyer, president of public utilitycompanies in Charleston, S. C.; Edward
Hidden, president of the St. Louis BusinessMen's League; Herbert S. Houston
of New York, president of the AssociatedAdvertising Clubs of the World;
H. A. Meldrum, president of the Buffalo
Chamber of Commerce; George E. Roberts,assistant to the president of theNational City Bank of New York, formerlydirector of the mint, and Paul H.Saunders, president of the MortgageSecurities Company of New Orleans.After the referendum had been orderedthe following committee wasnamed to assist in the preparation of
the important document: CharlesNagel of St. Louis, former Secretary of
Commerce and Labor; Joseph H. Defreesof Chicago, formerly president of
the Chicago Association of Commerce;It. G. Rhett. formerly mayor of Charleston,S. C.; Howell Cheney, manufacturer
of South Manchester, Conn., and John
Joy Edson, president of the Washing-
I"'» O.IIU jiubl v-uiiijja.il y OI vvasnington,D. C.
The latter committee filed arguments

against certain of the special committee'srecommendations. Commenting
upon the economic and military pressureproposal, it declared finally:
"Power to coerce by economic or militaryforce, once created, is apt to be

employed. The proposed league is almostsure to have within itself the elementsof separate combinations, based
upon distinct interests and aims. The
opportunities for the exercise of such
power are innumerable. They may find
occasion in the circumstances under
which controversies between nations
arise or are induced, in the manner in
which disputes are submitted and determined,and, above all, in the effect
that will be given by a majority of a
league to a council's recommendation,
however arrived at. It is not clear
that a powerful league would rest contentwith the moral influence of the
proposed council's advice."
The treatment of shipping in the

course of the present war went as
might have been expected, with the
largest vote of the country's commercialorganizations in favor of stronger
and better defined rules for the protectionof life and property upon the high
seas. Again there was practical unanimityin favor of the United States
taking the initiative in establishing the
prinoiple of frequent international conferencesfor the progressive amendmentof International law.

LONDON, January 4 (delayed)..The
survivors of the British steamship
Persia, which was torpedoed in the Mediterraneanlast Thursday, reached Alex-
andria, Egypt, according to the account

point, all bearing traces of shock and
hardship. Most of them had badly
bruised and bandaged limbs. One woman
is in a hospital with a broken leg.
The tragedy was enacted so rapidly

that the survivors say they hardly
realized what happened, consequently they
had little to tell. The passengers were
sitting quietly at luncheon, every one in
good humor and an atmosphere of gayety
prevailing. Five minutes later those who
escaped were in boats or clinging to
wreckage, and the luxurious liner was
completely gone.

from which they were saved. Mothers
who went in quest of their children never
returned. Only two children were saved..
The chief officer is said to have been in
his cabin at the time of the explosion. He
rushed to the bridge and did all that was
humanly possible. He went down with
the ship, but was rescued from the water.
He thinks that the captain sank with
the ship, although some passengers said
they saw the captain swimming.

Say Other Boats Cleared.
Many of the passengers of the Persia

believe that in addition to the boats in
which they were saved two other lifeboatsgot clear of the sinking steamer.
The chief officer of the Persia, however.thinks that this is improbable
and that if other boats were seen, as
some of the passengers declare, they
