They point out
that the cars are manned by experi-
enced operators, who could not fail to
observe the excitemment caused on a
strest when fire companies are ap-
proaching, and that the exercising of
ordinary judgment would be as good a
safeguard against accident as the pres-
ent compulsory ‘‘fire-stop’ system.
Officials of the fire department are
opposed to the suggestion for abolish-
ing the “stops,” because they feel that
fire companies, in responding to an
alarm, should have an unrestricted
right of way and that responsibility
for avoiding collisions should rest pri-
marily and principally upon the street
railway companies. If the drivers of
fire apparatus are required to slow
down at the sgtreet car crossings the
loss in time in reaching a fire would
be ronsiderable, they maintain.

Five Tracks to Cross.

The relative merits of the proposition
can be fairly well judged, they say, on
the basis of the requirements of one of
the principal fire runs. No. 4 truck
company, for example, in responding
to an alarm from the box at 12th and
M streets, crosses flve car tracks—at
New Jersey avenue and M, 4th street,
th, 9th and 11th streets. This com-
pany last year responded to 196 first
alarms, 10 second and 11 local alarms.
On many of thess runs it crossed the
five tracks alluded to.

During the year the time lost by
Sireet cars in stopping at the points on
No. 4 truck’s regular run amounted 1o
hundreds of hours of traveling time.

The whole problem resolves itself into
the question of whether the public
would be better served by a continua-
tion of the “stop” eystem or a utiliza-
tion of the time that could be saved
through abolishment of the “stops” in
hetter service and shorter schedules.

The Commissioners realize that the
problem Is not an easy one and it may
be a couple of weeks hefore Commis-
sioner Brownlow is ready to make a
recommendation to his colleagues on
the board.

MONTENEGRINS IN VAIN
FIGHT TO SAVE SCUTARI

Compelled to Give Way in Face of
Superior Force of
Austrians.

ROME, January 25, via Paris, January

26.—A dispatch from San Giovanni di
Medua to the Idea Nazionale says that
the Montenegrins made a determined
stand on Mount Tarabosch in an ef-
fort to save the city of Scutari, but
that the approach of a strong Austrian
column forced the garrison to evacuate
the place and the detachment on the
mountain to retreat.

Disarming the Montenegrins.

VIENNA, January 24, via London,
January 26 (delayed).—The disarma-

Lack
of commmunications, the nature of the
country and unfavorable weather ren-
dered it difficuit for the Montenegrin
government to reach outlying districts.

NO SUSPENSION IS
FAVORED BY MINERS

Indianapolis Convention Votes
for Continuing Work After
Present Contracts Expire.

PLAN WAS RECOMMENDED
IN PRESIDENT’S REPORT

Urged It Was to Best Interests of
Employes to Stay by Jobs Pend-
ing New Agreements.

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind., January 26—
The United Mine Workers of America
in convention today decided not to sus-
pend work after the contracts have ex-
pired so long as negotiations for new
agreements are pending. A rising vote,
taken after a long debate, showed that
1,000 of the 1,200 delegates favored the
proposition of no suspension recom-
mended by Presldent John P. White.

The question of non-suspension was
one of the most important to come be-
fore the convention. President White
In his biennial report recommended
non-suspension and his attitude was
indorsed by the committee on officers’
reports. Those who favored non-sus-
pension urged that it was to the best
interests of the workers to continue
work so long as thers was a chance
to ght new agreements which expire
March 31.

Anthracite Men Unanimous.

Most of the opposition to the policy
came from Indiana and Illinois, al-
though President Frank Farrington of
the Illinois Miners and International
Vice President Frank J. Hayes of Illi-
nois supported President White. The
anthracite miners were almost unanl-
mous for the non-suspension policy.

A viva voce vote was first taken on
the question and the chair declared
that the policy had apparently been
adopted. A divizsion was called for and
not more than two or thres hundred
of the 1,300 delegates stood up agalnst
the adoption of the suspension policy.

When discussion was resumed today
on the non-suspension policy of Presi-
dent White, David Fowler of Scranton,

Fa., urged the convention to indorse
the attitude of the miner's president.
He said he believed the anthracite op-
erators are willing to make a new
agreement and that the workers will
get a fair settlement. He also said
he believed that most of the hard coal
workers favored remaining at work.

BRITAIN MAKES REPLY

WIRELESS DETECTIVE
INVENTED IN CAPITAL

Tells Where Radio Messages Come
From—Naval Test Sug-

gested.

A wireleas detective that will tell
where radio messages come from has
been invented and developed by Fred-
erick Kolster, a wireless expert in the
bureau of standards. Secretary Red-
field today suggested to Secretary
Daniels that the navy test it. The in-
vention is said to be readily adaptable
for army field work as well, as it is
compact and can be carried by the
operator.

The completion of this device is con-
sidered an important one from a mili-
tary standpoint, as officers of the army
and navy have been telling of the need
of such for some time.

The instrument is adapted to use on
merchant and naval ships to obtain the
direction from any lighthouses or light
ships that may be equipped with fog-
signaling apparatus; to obtain the di-
rection of one ship from another at
sea; to communicate between ships or
ships and shore stations irrespective of
direction by reducing interference and
atmospherics; to use by the War De-
partment in the field service, as the re-
celving apparatus is portable. It can be
carried readily in a light vehicle, or even
by a single observer, to use by the
coast guard service to receive distress
signals and locate the direction from
which they come.

The bureau of navigation of the De-
partment of Commerce can use it to
locate amateur or other stations that
are not observing the radio regulations
or are otherwise interfering with radio-
tranamission of the gavernment or le-
gltimate commercial business.

Simple and Practical.

The standards bureau has been en-
gaged on an investigation of the sub-
Ject for some time and has developed
an instrument which iz simple and prac-
tical and very efficient In operation.
The apparatus indicates the direction
of the source at the same time that
the messages are being received, and,
though very sensitlve to radiations In
a given direction, is less affected by
atmospheric disturbances and interfer-
ing radiations from other directions
than an ordinary receiving apparantus.

There are three sizes, and messages
have heen received from Philadelphia,
Boston, Glace bay, Newecastle, New
Brunswick; New York, Norfolk, New
Orleans, Panama, Key West, San Diego
and Hannover, Germany. The appa-
ratus is kept indoors.

DEMANDS ON CHINA
RENEWED BY JAPAN

Representations on Famous
“Group 5’ Made by Of-
ficials in Tokio.

BRITISH PAPER SOUNDS
STRONG NOTE OF WARNING

Manchester Gnardian Says It Is Es-
sential That Door Be Kept Open
in Celestial Empire.

LONDON, January 26, 9:15 am.—The
Japanese government has delivered to
the Chinese minister in Tokio, for
transmission to his government, a note
embodying seven demands which were
included in the Japanese program of
last spring, the Manchester Guardian
learns from far eastern sources.

The Guardian expresses the hope
that this news will be "authoritatively
contradicted,” as the demands when
previously presented were full of dan-
ger to China's independence and thelr
general effect would have been to place
China under the tutelage of Japan.
“It ia the alm and hope of British pol-
fey,” the newspaper continues, “to see
China strong and independent, de-
veloping peacefully without Interfer-
ence from any foreign power.

“It s a duty we both owe toourselves and
to China,” says the Guardian, finally,
“to help her in that direction, and we
have enormous material interests, too,
which reinforce what is for us the only
right and just policy."”

Japan’'s Previous Demands.

January 18, 1915, Japan presented to
China a list of twenty-one demands, ar-
ranged in five groups. The first group
related to the Shantung province and
to the conceding to Japan of rights
and privileges previously enjoyed by
Germany in Shantung as well as new
prerogatives.

Group two related to south Man-
churia and to concessions there for

leasing of property, trading, railroad
operation and construction, the ap-
pointment of Japanese as political,
financial and military advisers and
other concessions. This group also in-
cludenl demands for special rights to
be granted to Japan regarding inner
Mongolia. Group three referred to the
Hanyeh-Ping company. Group four,
known as the “special group,” demand-
ed that China proclalm that hereafter
she would not yield or lease any coastal
territory to any power.

Group five, known as the "“general
group,” was the one which aroused
most vigorous protests from the Chi-
nest government. It contalned seven
articles, the first regarding the employ-
ment by China of Japanese as ad-
visers; the second, the construction of
Japanese hospitals, churches and
schools in China; third, the employ-
ment of Japanese in the police depart-
ments in the large centers; fourth,
China to purchase a certain proportion
of war munitions from Japanese; fifth,
Japan's right to construct certain rail-
roads in China; sixth, concessions to
Japan in the province of Fukien, and,
geventh, the right of Japanese subjecta
to propagate Buddhism in China.

Action of the United States.

The United States government ad-
dressed a note to Japan with regard
to the demands made upon China,
querying in particular with respect to
three points: The selection of foreign
advisers by China, the purchase of war

munitions arnd the question of forelgn
loans. The Japanese government re-
plied to the note March 22.

May 25 two treatles between Japan
and China, together with thirteen notes,
were signed in the Chinese foreign of-
fice, covering, it was announced, the
practical conclusions reached on,  the
Japanese demands, of which, however,
five articles were left for ulterior argu.
ment. It was understood at the time
that the articles for consideration were
those of group 5.

The articles in this group were orig-
inally seven in number, but it was
later stated that article 3 had been
eliminated and that article 6 had been
displaced by pledges that China would
undertake no military or naval prepa.
rations, nor authorize foreigners to un-
dertake such preparations on the
It is pos-
sible that tne seven demands alluded
to in the Manchester Guardian's article
were the original seven of group 5.

Consideration Merely Postponed.

Merely ,postponed and never definite-
ly abandoned was the status of group

5 of the Japanese demands upon

China as it was understood by officials
here. They nave been kept in mind,
that the provisions might be again
brought forward by Japan at some
auspicious moment.

Diplomats here question whether the
developments of the military situation
in Europe, the dependence of Russia
upon Japan for munitions of war and
the relations of Great Britain and
France with Japan for the mainte-
nance of their Interests in the far east
have not placed the allies in a position
where they may feel that they cannot
afford to take issue with Japan over a
question which she regards as one
properly concerning only herself and
China. Many of them feel that the
only power in position to make any
effective protest against renewal of
the Japanese demands is the United
States.

Assurance Given by Japan.

When the guestion was last under
consideration a year ago the Japanese
government assured Ambassador Guth-
rie that group b never was intended to
be included in the treaty or treaties
which Japan was concluding with China
at that time, and upon that assurance

the State Department went no further
than an examination of the Japanese
purpose.

The demand that Japan be given a
monopoly eof railroad construction in
certain parts of China and in Man-
churia was regarded as closing the door
to American opportunity for supplying
railway material in that quarter.

Meets Instant Opposition.

The proposition to employ Japanese
police in the large Chinese cities was
construed as a practical assumption of
the sovereignty over China by Japan,
and the proposition to propagate Bud-
dhism in China developed the instant

opposition of the American missionary
forces, which feared a design to exclude
Christians from China in the end. In
fact, ull the articles In group § wers
regarded ag more or less objectionable
by the United States. What Lhe atti-
tude of the government will be toward
their renewal is not known at this
stage.

VILLA'S BATTLE SLOGAN
5‘REMENBER DROZE0

Uses Name of Slain Leader to Stir

Up Hatred Against
Americans.

EL PASO, Tex., January 28.—Fran-
cisco Villa, now in western Chlhuahua
defying the forces of the Carranza
government, Is using the cry “"Remem-
ber Orozco™ to stir up hatred against
Americans and gain recruits for him-
self, according to foreigners who
reached the border today.

Gen. Orozco was Villa's most formid-
able foe until the latter drove him
across the border Into the United
States after the battle of Ojinaga,
nearly two years ago, Orozco was shet
and killed last September in the moun-

tains on this side of the boundry soms
time after he had forfeited the bond
under which he was being held as &
violator of United States neutrality
laws.

Uses Name as Rallying Cry.

Villa, taking advantage of the cir-
cumstances of Orozco's death, Is de-
clared to be using his name as a rally-
ing cry for recruits.

Western Chihuahua was the home of
Orozeo as well as that of Villa, and
the dead leader had a large following
which is sald to have been inflamed
recently when Villa informed them
that Orozco had been murdered in
Texas by Americans.

Several persons arriving from Ch_i-
huahua City declared that thirty-six
Americans were thrown into prison
just before Viilla evacuated that city, a
number of Chinese were shot, and the
stores belonging to them and to Jap-
anese merchants were looted and burn-
ed. Villa announced, they said, that
he intended to hold the Americans
until they paid over $30,000, but they
were finally released.

RATED AS EQUIVALENT
10 TARIFF COMMISSION

Slecretary Redfield Has Conference
in His Cost of Produc-
tion Division.

Should Congress provide for a tariff
commigsion at the present session of
Congress it is probable that it would
take over the cost of production divi-
sion of the bureau of foreign and
domestic commerce, according to Sec-
retary Redfleld of the Department of
Commerce. This division now is mak-
ing exhaustive investigations Into the
cost of production of various articles,
and extensive reports have been pub-
lished on some of the Investigations
which have been completed, including
that on hoslery and knit underwear
Another report which will come our

very soon will cover the cost of pro-
duction of collars and shirts.

Reticent on President’s Suggestion.

Secretary Redfleld, who strongly be-
lieves that his cost of production divi-
sion Is an ample substitute for a tarif
commission, would not discuss the re-
port that the President advocated a
tariff commission because of the un-
usual condltions brougm about by the
present European conflict and the con-
sequent upsetting of the world's trads
conditions. He said he had no infor-
mation on the subject, and did not cars
to talk about It until he had some-
thing definite before him.

In the reports on the investigation
conducted by the cost of production
division there have been statements
that the division really did the work
of a tariff commission. One of the
department’s statements said the re-
ports were being prepared for con-
gressional consideration when tariff
changes were contemplated, “the work
of the bureau in this respect being ex-
actly slmilar to that of the old tariff
board."

Believes Commission Is Not Needed.

The Secretary, it is known, feels that
no tariff commission Is needed, in view
of the present establishment in the
bureau of foreign and domestic com-
merce, known as the cost of production
division. He feels that the bureau is
really doing work of the old tariff
board as expressed in one of the state~
ments { 1 by the department.
