nd printing for a whole year. Furhermore,it was purchased at prices
ot higher than those which prevailed
eiore xne war, wnereas war puces
i the United States for such dyes as

ould be obtained have been increased
Jurfold to sixfold.
The consignment of dyes to the bueauof engraving and printing now

n the way to the United States Was
urchased by the American consul at

otterdam, and the ship which carries
sailed last week. The cargo consists

f five colors, the essentials for the
ork of printing money and stamps,
hey are lake red. No. 1, which is a

irmine; lake red. No. 2, a scarlet;
russian blue, Chinese blue and chrome
reen.

Inough Lake Bed to Last a -Month.

ghter. The eight-cent stamp, which
sed to be olive green, is yellowish
reen. Slight color variations may be
oted in other stamps, as we have been
ithout German dyes for about eight
ionths.
"We have been forced to use what
ou might call adulterated colors, either
nported or domestic. These cost more
nd are not so good. I recently paid

eds,* whereas this color could be purhaseda year ago for about 24 cents,
he new dyes have only about one>urththe coloring strength of the old.
"We expect to get in a shipment of
erman dyes within the next few
eeks. Both England and Germany
ave agreed to let this shipment come
irough on the understanding that it is
trictly for government use.

vorkers of this city In 1907. The
itrikers became affiliated with the
Jrotherhood of Carpenters, while the
nunlclpal employes subsequently obaineda charter from the Iron workers.
