Prohibition for the District of
Columbia took a long step in advancetoday. The Senate District
committee ordered tlie Sheppard
prohibition bill reported to the
Senate "without recommendation."Later the bill was reported
to the Senate by Senator Jones of
Washington. It provides the law
shall become effective November
i, tgi6.
The effect of the committee's

action is to place the bill on the
Senate calendar, where it may
rome up for discussion and action
in the Senate at any time.

Mr. Sheppard Promises Action.
Immediately after Senator Jones re""''"'ithe. Kill tn the Shnatp Senator

Sheppard pave notice to the Senate
that after the water power bill laa
been disposed of he would move to

take from the calendar for considerationthe prohibition bill for the District.
If the bill comes to a vote in the Senateit is practically sure to pass.

Amendment will be offered for a referendumto the people of the District,
and such an amendment may be adopt-
ed. though the prohibitionists will
fight it.
The prohibitionists in Congress were

jubilant over the action of the committee.Senator Sheppard of Texas, authorof the bill, which represents the
ideas of the Anti-Saloon League, declaredhe was well pleased with the
report of the bill.

"I intend to get the bill before the
Senate for consideration as soon as

rossible." said Senator Sheppard, "and
expect it to pass."

Steal March on "Antis.*'
The prohibitionists in the Senate stole

a march on the "antis" today. It was

at their insistence that Senator John
Walter Smith of Maryland called a

meeting of the District committee for
today, the first since the opening of the
present session of Congress. And at
the meeting of the committee today the
prohibition members all turned up,
while most of the opponents were not
present. At the meeting were Senator
John Walter Smith of Maryland, chairrngn;Senators Martin, James, Works.
Jones. Dillingham, Sterling, Sherman

* and Kenyon.
"While Senator Martin desired to be

counted present at the full committee
meeting today, he was called away to
auenri a meeting or tne appropriations
committee and Senator Jones submitted
the report of the subcommittee for
Senator Martin to the full committee
The motion to adopt the recommendationsof the subcommittee was made
by Senator Kenyon of Iowa. A motion
to delay action for a week and to insertin the bill a provision for a referendumwas made by Senator James.
The James motion was voted down,
while the Kenyon motion was adopted.

It had been predicted confidently that
the Senate committee would have long
hearings on prohibition before it took
any action on the dry bills pending
before it.
The committee, dominated by the

prohibitionists, today absolutely refused
to hold hearings and insisted upon an
immediate report, although t'hairman
Smith suggested that it would be advisableto have hearings and at least
to get the District Commissioners beforethe committee.
"What's the use of hearings on this

bill?' said the prohibition members.
Every one knows all about conditions

in the District and about prohibition in
general."
'The decision to report the bill withoutrecommendation, so as to get it on

the Senate calendar, wan made without
a record vote The antis were hopelesslyin the minority.
The amendment providing far a referendumof the prohibition question to

the residents of the District wan voted
down overwhelmingly. The prohibitionistn ar* strongly opposed to havingthe people of the District decide
this matter, although the people of the
states have, or course, passed ori the
question of prohibition wherever it has
been adopted.
The actior. of the committee in making

the rei>ort of the bill was in accordance
with the recommendation of the subcommitteeof the District committee on excise
laws Th subcommittee met late >esterda>afternoon and decided to recommend"to the full committee that the
Sheppard bill be reported without recommendationOn the subcommittee are
Senators Martin. Saulsburv. Works and
Jor.es AH were present yesterday except
Senator Saulsbury. who is ill.

Mr. Phelan Arrives Late.
Senator Kern of Indiana was chairmanof the subcommittee, but he recentlyresigned from the District committee.saying that he had not time to

give to hearings on the prohibition
bills ow ing to the press of work upon
hun as democratic leader of the Senate
Senator Phelan of California wuh appointedin his place on the committee
and his appointment was hailed as a

victory for the anti-prohibitionists.
Senator Phelan did not arrive at the

DisH'ict committee room today until
the smoke of the battle had cleared
away and the committer had adjourned.
Three amendments were made in the

hill by the committee, one exempting
from the operation of the law the legationsand embassies of foreign nations,
and the other two providing that druggist?and common carriers shall not
knowingly" sell or transport liquor

for beverage purposes in the District.
Provisions of the Bill.

The provisions of the bill are an follows:

Prohibits the manufacture,
ale. storing, offering for sale, keeping
for sale, soliciting or receiving orders
for the purchase of alcoholic liquors,
the giving away or Importing the
tme.
The term "alcoholic liquors" defined

to Include all spirituous, vinous, malt
or fermented liquors and ail otherliquors which shall contain one-half of
one per cent of alcohol or more.
Provides penalty for violations of the

provisions of this section a fine of $300
to $1,000 and imprisonment from thirtydays to one year.
