XI..The Change inPennsylvania.

. READING. Pa.. January 19..In Pennlesylvania commission government has
th been most thoroughly tried, for it was
ie imposed upon twenty-nine cities by c.n
ie act of the state legislature. Reading:
a is a typical example of liow it hasm worked.

You should not get the idea, however,that commission government was
forced upon the Pennsylvania cities
without any initiative on their part.ih Municipal government in this state

,e was particularly cumbersome befores~ the change, as is attested by the fact
I® that forty-two cities, having a popujelation of more than ten thousand, had

remained boroughs rather than adopt
> the clumsy municipal machinery providedby state law.

All of the Pennsylvania cities were
r. awake to the disadvantages of the old
g system. As long ago as 1910 the cities

of the third class, which includes all8 of those with less than a hundred
ie thousand population, held a convention
t- at Willfamsport and organised an allied

civic bodies committee for the purposeof studying municipal reform.

id thus summarily placed under commis.sion government in December. 1914.
The Pennsylvania law provides for a

d mayor and four commissioners elected
i- at large on a non-partisan ballot. The
d other city officials, with the exception
i- of the controller, are chosen by this

commission. The state act also proyvides for an initiative and referendum,
-n but there is no recall and no civil scrv»tice board.
i. This wholesale change has been emdphatically a success. Under the new
ie form of government Reading has nlxitained a new municipal efficiency, and,

y Reading was rich and easy picking for
1. steam railroads and street railroads undder the old form ofgovernment. The thirty-threecity fathers used to give exclusiveand perpetual franchises to

those who could muster control, throwingaway forever the right to use
streets and public spaces. Every street
car extension and every right for track
or sidinar granted by the commission is
now limited to twenty-five years.

boards, till the poor citizen was hopelesslybewildered.
The commission government charter

? provides for a health officer, a superintendentof parks and a superintendi,ent of water works. Each of these ofnfleers comes directly under one or an*
t other of the commissioners, who i«

held responsible by the voters for the
work of his department. A competent;

e doctor, with a competent assistant, is
t at the head of the health department

and men specially qualified have been
? chosen for the other positions.

that offer food for sale have be^n han"died like the theaters.Inspected regu-larly and graded. As a result, dealers
- in meats and other foods are more anxiousthan anybody else to comply with
V the regulations.

Veterinarians have been employed insteadof politicians to inspect and r«g?ulate dairy farms and dairies. Every
L farmer who ships milk into the city
r and every dairyman in town must have

a license. His establishment is graded
and his standing given to the public.
With milk, as with theaters, you can
have good, better or best, as you
prefer.
Since the commission started operationsa new reservoir for the city water

system has been put in. A new pipe
line for augmenting the supply has
been laid and water rates have been
reduced. Plans are being made for a
municipal slaughter house and municipalhospital. A garbage incinera-
lion piani, uwn«u uy mc my out noi
used for several years by the old council,has been put to work, and rates
for collection of garbage have thereby
been reduced. The rates for public
lighting have been cut 10 per cent.
Muddy, insanitary alleys have been
paved and hundreds of connections
with sewers have been required. Via
ducts across railroad tracks have been
built and more than 100 squares of
asphalt, brick and macadam paving
have been laid.
Such are the principal results of two

years of commission government in
Reading.
