This lens is set in the
tstandard pattern railroad signal light
which .is used on the semaphore. The
spheroidal lens shows a light at an

angle of forty-five degrees for a long
distance and can be easily seen, where-
as with the “bull’=-eye” lens it is nec-
essary for the driver of a machine to
be directly in frent of and almost upon
the traffic signal before he ascertains
just what signal is indicated.

Change in the Shape.

There is a change in the shape of the
signal arms for “Go” and “Stop,” which
is also a new feature in the construc-
tion of sireet traffic semaphores.

The umbrella that has been used at
street intersection in Washington for

Could Cut Down Accidents.

"The same report carries the infor-
mation that 90 per cent of the accidents
were due to earelessness or other fault
[Of the injured pedestrians. But if we
'are to be really conscientious about the
matter, we must admit that just be-
cause the unfortunate man on foot is
to blame, the motarist should not feel
entirely absolved in the case. A little
forethought on the part of the driver,
slower epeed in trafiic, and less anxiety
to beat the traffic policeman's whistle
should work wonders in the way of
cutting down accidents,

“With the hundreds of thousands of
new moter cars marketed EVery year
by American motor car makers, traffic
will undoubtedly grow more con-
gested each season and the necegsity
for extreme caution will increase. To
prepare chauffeurs and owner-drivers
for their responsibilities, T believe a
campaign of education should be start-
ed by the various automobile clubs and
motor trade papers along the lines of
safety firat. The matter is not all one
of speed limits or drastic legislation,
Some drivers are more capable at
thirty miles an hour than others are at
ten. I feel sure that the real remedy
will be found in the loyal co-operation
of every man at the wheel obeying
traffic laws now In force and reporting
violations to the authorlties,

Duty of Pedestrians,

“As far as pedestrians are concerned,
it should be just as mu¢h of an offense
for the man on foot to disobey the
traffic offiecr's signal es it Is for the
automobile driver to ignore it. Jay
walking in the busy diatricts of
metropolitan centers will have to he
eliminated.

“Untll persons on foot realize that
absolute safety lies only in erossing
crowded thoroughfares at street in-
tersections, there will always be a cer-
tain number of accidents caused by
people walking around wehicles be-
tween blocka.

“Summing up matters, all drivers of
motor cars ghould accept the funda-
mental fact that it is impossible to
change human nature, and lay their
plans accordingly. Give the pedes-
trian the widest sort of margin, even
though you may feel you are being im-
posed upon at times, and 1 believe that
much harmful legislation against the
motor car will be forestalled,”

“Formerly lampblack was used only
to color paints, polishes anl the like,
The average paint manufacturer made
his eown. But since rubber manu-
facturers have been purchasing large
quantities of it to use in coloring
tires a great, new market has opened
up, and lampblack is made on a much
larger scale than formerly,

Chemically Pure €arbon.

"Lan"lpb]ack. chérﬁiwily, is pure car-
bon, though somewhat different in its
appearance and effect upon surround-
ings than the diamond, which is also
pure carbon in another form.

“Formerly there were nearly a dozen
kinds of lampblack, ‘ivory lampblack,’

made by burning ivory, and other va-
rieties made by burning vegetable or
animal oils. Any oily refuse, burned to
complete combustion, made lampblack
a8 one product.

“Now there are practically only two

partments. Some lampblack is de-
posited on the walls of the first com-
partment; a finer and fluffier grade in
the next compartment as the air car-
ries it along, and =0 on to the end.
“Some difficulty is experienced in
rubber factories in handling this color-
ing material. It is so light and duffy
that unless the greatest care is taken
it spreads over everything accessible
and the workers in it resemble real
Ethiopians most of the time,

Market Prices Advanced.

“The demand for Ilampblack for
coloring tires has advanced its market
price 40 per cent in a comparatively
short time, and it is safe to say that
no one could now go on the market
and buy the industry's requirements
for the mext year. It simply isn't made
fast enough.

“The material comes ahput twenty-
five to thirty pounds to the barrel, un-
less compressed, when sixty-pound:-
barrels are possible.”
