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HELD TO BE ACCIDENTAL
Conclusion Reached by Montgomery

County. Md.. Officials in Case
of Miss Karr.

Officials of Montgomery county, Md..
who yesterday investigated the death
of Miss Alice D. Karr, daughter of C.
Powell Karr. associate physicist at the
bureau of standards, whose body was
found in shallow water in the canal
near the Anglers' Club, concluded that
death resulted from an accident and
riot from an attempt on the part of Miss
Karr to take her life. Her body was

brought to the city late yesterday afternoonand taken to Cawler's undertakingestablishment, where funeral
services will be held tomorrow afternoon.
County authorities and the Washingtonpolice, who participated in an investigationof'the affair, were unable

to locate any person who saw Miss
Karr on the towpath Sunday afternoon
or evening. Just when Miss Karr

mined, but persons residing: near the
Anglers* Club are of the opinion that
it was some time after dark, possibly
about 7:30 o'clock, the time that a
resident of that vicinity heard a weird
sound.
The position of her arms and clenched

fists, it is stated, suggested that she
probably experienced an attack of illnessand fell down the bank to the water.Death probably resulted from sucli
an attack or from exposure following,
as there was scarcely enough water
in that part of the canal to drown her
and her face*was not beneath the surfaceof the water when her body was
found.

Temporary organization of an association,to be partly social and partly protective,was effected at a meeting of
nearly 500 teachers of the District publicschools in Woodward & Loihrop's
auditorium yesterday afternoon. A committeewas appointed to draft a constitutionand a meeting Is to be held In
April at which permanent organization
probably will be completed.
Yesterday's meeting was the culminationof a movement which started severalmonths ago. In the interim a vote

was taken to determine what the teachersthought about a large organization.

Of the 807 who answered, 722 were in

favor of some sort of an association, 436
favored a social organization, 467 one of
a professional type, 507 one of a protectivenature, slxty-elx a labor union, to be
affiliated with the American Federation
of I^abor, and forty a combination of all
of these.
A clubhouse was favored by 346. while

25 favored a clubhouse at a later date
and 327 favored the use of the "Wilson
Normal School for meetings and other
purposes. A division of opinion was recordedas to whether teachers in private
schools as well as public schools should be
included.

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ISAAC HENRY FORD DIES
AFTER A LONG ILLNESS

Retired Lawyer Was 71 Years Old
and Last Charter Member of

Yale Association Here.

Isaac Henry Ford, seventy-one years
old. retired lawyer and last charter
member of the Vale Association of this

city, died Saturday at his home, 1412 N
street northwest, following; an illness
lasting several months. Funeral serv-»

ices were held this morning at 10
o'clock at the residence, following
which the body was takeh to North
East. Md.. for interment.
Mr. Ford was born at North East in

184."». He was a graduate of Yale Universityin the academic and legal departments.FVominent in college affairs.among his numerous activities
he was the last commodore of the
Yale navy. After graduation in 1873
he practiced law in Maryland and in
this city, where he was successful in
a number of important cases before the
Supreme Court of the United States
and the United States Court of Claims.
For many years he was interested in
brick manufacture. Throughout his
life Mr. Ford retained his home in
Maryland.

Mr. Ford was widely known throughoutCecil county, Md., for interest in
civic affairs, on several occasions havingbeen urged to run for Congress;
but poor health forbade his acceptance
of nomination. Mr. Ford was a memberof numerous legal and academic
societies. He was a member of the
Sons of the American Revolution and
the author of valuable papers on the
colonial history of Maryland. He was
a bachelor. A sister, Miss Sarah Ford,
is living.
