Mr. Noyes warned that the enactment tl
of the Poindexter District delegate bill
Into law might have the effect of retardingfor many years the adoption
of the constitutional amendment. °

"We do not look upon a territorial
delegate in the House, without vote, as n

national representation at all," said a

Mr. Noyes. "A territorial delegate can ^
be regarded only as a legislative agent. e
with the privilege of the floor of- the ci

House, and not as a part of Congress
under the Constitution. Such a representativeof the District in the House E
would not be a real representative at 1

all. But many congressmen may think c

j that the grant of a territorial dele- d
i gate.almost impotent.is a satisfac- s
t tion in full of their obligation to give v
1 adequate representation to the capital c

community, and that the constitutional n
amendment giving real representation n
!n the Senate and House should be S
shelved. The delegate in the House h
may become the substitute for the vot- n
fng representatives in both houses to v
which the people of the District are
entitled."

Mr. Noyes prefaced his plea to the
committee with the statement that he
did not appear either to oppose or to c
favor the District delegate bill. e

"I am here to urge quick and favorableaction upon the Chamberlain constitutionalamendment," he said. Mr. f.
Noyes said that it might be considered fj
unfortunate in some respects that the *

constitutional amendment and the dele- tj
gate bill had been coupled before the fi
committee, and fortunate in other J3
respects. *'

He said that it would be unfortunate cl
if the committee took the view that it phas two propositions, each granting
adeauate renresentation to the citizens
of the District, before it. one of the
propositions being easy of attainment,
and the other difficult, perhaps taking t]
years to accomplish. Anything that tjtends to prevent Congress from taking Qup and pressing for action the constitutionalamendment which provides
the only adequate representation of the
people of the District in Congress, he
said, would be unfortunate. y

Mr. Clayton emphasized the need of

he District to have a spokesman of
:s own on the floor of the House and
efore committees of Congress, and
