“gpeculating land-owning interests”
and the “holding up of the govern-

ment” by men to whom the government
pays rent for office buildings. claiming
that the real estate owners of the Dis-
trict are somewhat similar to the buc-
caneers of the Spanish main. The busi-

ness under discussion was a little pro-
viso allowing a rearrangement of space
in the State, War and Navy Depart-
ments building. which will possibly
save $6,600 a vear n oflice rents. Rep-
resentative Borland made an attack on
the business men of the District in gen-
eral. and when he had concluded Rep-
resentative Stafford replied:

“1 think the gentleman from Missouri
iMr. Borland) is driven mretty hard
when. in order to give support to the
amendment on which he got snap judg-
ment in the committee. he has to make
an attack upon the real estate agents
of this city and make the bald charge
that they are holding up the govern-
ment in the rents that are being paid
by the government for the use of de-
partmental service The question of
rental of these buildings in the ¢ity has
received consideration by the subcom-
mittee, and in this bill we authorize the
Secretary of Labor and the Attorney
tieneral to enter into leases based upon
the rate of 35.3 cents per square foot of
available space used.”

“Why?' asked Representative Bor-
land, and Representative Stafford an-
swered:

Considered Fair Return.

“We lhmited that to 363 cents a
square foot not because we had been
through a long fight, but because the
Secretary of Commerce, Mr. Redfield,
testified before the committee that it
was but a fair return on the invest-
ment and that it was a very low rental
for office buildings in the District.
Now, what is shown by the figures in
the Book of Estimates, showing the
returns of rentals paid by the various
departments? By reason of the grow-
ing departmental service we have been
obliged to rent offices in the Woodward
building, in the Union Trust building
and in the Southern building, where
the rental is $1.25 per square foot, in-
cluding - upkeep, janitor service and
elevator service, whereas in the De-
partment of Commerce we pay 363
cents per sguare foot for the use of
the available space, and are obliged
to maintain the upkeep.

“Secretary Redfield testifies that that
upkeep, including everything, amounts
to 1813 cents per r=quare foot, or a
total for ti.at building of 54.%, thus
saving more than one-half of what Is
being charged to the general public
in the rent of office buildings. Yet
the gentleman from Missouri (Mr. Bor-

land), driven to thé extreme to find
some reason for bholstering up his
amendment, claims that the question

SHIPS COLLADE AT SEA:
ESCAPE SERIOUS DAMAGE

Brazilian Liner Sergipe First Sends
Qut S. 0. S. Call and Later
Signals “All Well.”

4.—The Sergipe,
steamship which left this
afternoon for South
collided with another
vesgel early today about sixty miles
gouth of New York. An hour after he
had sent out an 5. O, 8. call the wire-
less operator on the Sergipe sent word
that neither vessel was. badly damaged
his ship was safe and con-
tinuing her voyage.

Conditions for wireless transmission
were bad this morning and the shore
stations could not decipher the name
of the ship with which the Bergipe
collided. The shock temporarily dis-
abled the Brazilian steamship's wire-
less apparatus. The first vessel to an-
swer the Sergipe's call for help was a
British auxiliary cruiser believed to be
the Caronia. The Sergipe asked the
cruigser to "stand by.” but later slg-
naled “all well.” It was reported that
the Caronia was the ship which struck
the Serglpe, but wireless messages
picked up by nearby stations did not
confirm this.

The Sergipe is a steel vessel 280 feet
long, gross tonnage, 1,859, She is owned
by Lloyd Brazileiro.

The firat 8, O. 8. call from the Sergipa
was sent out gt 2:20 a.m. At 3:40 the
eruiser sent word that “all was well.”

WAR CONDITIONS AFFECTING

UNITED STATES.

The Senate tabled the resolution to
warn American citizens off merchant-
men armed for defense under a bellig=
erent flag, changed to declare the sink-
ing by a German submarine without
warning of an armed merchant vessel
of her public enemy, resulting in the
death of an American cltizen, would
constitute just caunse for war—a vic-
tory for the President, in response to
his demand that agitation of this
character in Congrees should bhe re-
molved by wote to indicate that the
United States presented a united front
in its foreign pollicy. The negotlations
with Germany for the freedom of the
seas, in opposition to the German sub-
marine polley, was suspended by the
American government pending a deter-
mination of the spirit of Congress.
Germany, in disregard of the conten-
tions of the United States, Inaugurated
a submarine policy on the plan of ide-
stroying armed belligerent merchant-
men of tha enemy. The President,
speaking at the Gridiron Club dinner,
rated rashness with cowardlice in con-
eidering the possibilities of a rupture
with Germany.

Progress of War.

In the big German drive, with the
capture of Verdun ag the objective,
the German forces captured some of
the outer defensea apd many miles of
trenches, the French contending that
the attack had been held by ths de-

fenders. Austrian forces occupied Du-
razzo, Albanjan port evacuated by
Italian defenders. Italy announced that
merchantmen fiying the Italian flag are

to b® armed for defense.
NATIONAL.
The post office appropriation bill

passed the House. The House voted
down a proposition to cut the mlileage
allowance for members below 20 cents
a mile. The Kentucky republican con-
vention indorsed Charles W. Fairbanks

for President. Former President Roose-
velt refused to allow his name to ap-
pear as a candidate for President be-
fore the Illincis primaries. Censure
and praise of Louis D). Brandeis con-
tinued at the hearing before the Henate
judiciary committee on his nomination
for associate justice of the Supremsa
Court of the United States. James D.
Preston was chosen to be in charge of
the press section of the democratic na-
tional convention. Robbers secured $25,-
000 rifiing mall pouches on the ferry
from Jersey City to New York eclty.
Among thoze who died during the week
were: Col. Walter H. Tavior, adjutant
to Gen. Lee during the civil war, and
Henry Talbott, chief of division of in-
dices of the interstate commerce com-
mission.

FOREIGN.

Zapata and Villa threw in their lot
with Felix Diaz in the new revolution-
ary movement in Mexlico; Benjamin Ar-
gumedo, leader of opposition forces in
Durango, was hanged after conviction
of treason by a Carranza court-martial;
Carranza guaranteed the paper cur-
rency issued by the constitutionalist
government. The Senate ratified the
treaty with Haiti, which provides for
a United States protectorate over that
governmegnt, High food prices caused
a strike throughout Spain. Among
those who died during the week were:
Henry James, novelist, and the gueen
mother of Rumania, Carmen Sylva.

DISTRICT OF COLUMBIA.

The Chamber of Commerce, labor and
citizen bodies and other organizations
protested against the Borland rider, pro-
posing to add an extra hour to the work-
ing day of government emploves in Wash-
ington.

Effort was made at the meeting last
month, held in the hall of the Whitney
Avenue Christian Church, to re-elect
him president, hut when when he in-
sisted that it was time the office should
bhe filled by some other member the
election was deferred for a month.

Edward H. Ward. George H. Russell,
Dr. A. B. Crane and others spoke, say-
ing that. during Mr. McGrath's incum-
beney the Park View section had te-
veloped from a neighborhood of about
700 houses to a modern suburban set-
tiement of 1,600 homes, and that, inas-
much as the principal physical develop-
ments needed had been obtained, Mr.
McGrath should remain at the head of
the organization to assist in the devel-
opment of the Park View community
center and the expansion of the section
along lines other than those connected
purely with its external development.

Other Officers Chosen.

At the same time officers who will
serve with him were elected. These
include J. (. Hoyle, vice president; H.
R. George, secretary: H. W. Melville,
financial secretary, and R. 8. Williams,
treasurer. M. H. Barnum, Dr. A. B,
Crane and ¥rank Montgomery were
chosen members at large for the ex-
ecutive committee.

The meeting turned out to be one of

the longest and busiest in the history of
the organization.
_ The associatlon, by a unanimous vote,
indorsed the Johnson hill, introduced
yesterday in the House, providing for
the organization of community centers
and directing that certdin school-
hquses. to be designated by the Com-
missioners, shall be available for civic
meetings al any time their use is re-
quested by the public.
