Central and Western to Be
Aided by Good Grounds.

ROBERTS TO COACH TECH

Last Year's Star Outfielder Will

In another year at least two nof the
local high schools will have good flelds
on which to condition their wvarious
athletic teams. Central High and
Western have in the process of com-
pletion grounds which will afford their
athletic teams better facilities than
any one of them had in previous years.

The Red and White and the Blue
and White will have good places to
train their teams, which none of the
other Institutions is going to possess,
at least soon, according to the present
outlook. E

With the erection of a stadium at
Central, though, the problem of a place
to play high school games and hold
track meets may be solved, provided
the other institutions do not evidence
ohjections to having the games take
place on Central's ground. And, some-
thing else, the better facilitivs at Cen-
tral especially are going to attract
nearly all the boys athletically inclined
and will result in that institution bhe-
coming practically the representative
one of this ecity. Central with facllities
such as are outlined for it should be-
come the most powerful scholastic fac-
tor in' athletics in the south.

Reports come from Cambridge that
Charles Brickley will not coach the
Johna Hopkins foot ball team next fall.
Brickley has resigned at Hopkins in
order to become an assistant under
Haughton at Harvard, That Brickley's
