Native Mexican Flour Used.
The bread baked in the new ovens is

rom native Mexican flour, the first obainedby the expeditionary columns,
"he ovens were made of native brick

nd adobe mud. Each oven has a large

iebox. inclosed on all sides by very

hick brick and mud walls. A wood
Ire is built in this box, burning for
ibout an hour, until the temperature
n the box is about 600 degrees. Then
he fire is removed quickly, a wet cloth
>n a pole wipes out the wood ashes,
ind on a wooden ladle with a handle
Lbout twenty feet long dough loaves
ire deposited in the fire box. In about
in hour they are done. The process is

epeated every two hours without i»erruption,day or night, the bakers
working in eight-hour shifts. The
.oast for this bread has been made
'rom Mexican potatoes, in big barrels
\ little sugar is put into th*> dough.
Whatever the outcome of the chase
or Villa, it is evident that the army in
Mexico, under Gen. Pershing, is beinp
riven an actual test of the military indentionsunder service conditions.

Practically, however, it is understood
u ** fV,A fcirt-oa hv lisird work
ind the endurance of the cavalrynier
nd horses, and remarkable march inf
towers displayed bv the infantrymer
tave made up for a considerable por
Lion of this handicap. Adaptability
>f the troops to emergencies displayed
snder the tests of this campaign ha<
urnished many practical object lesson:

chase of Villa and the supply of means
of existence to fast moving columns, are
among the military secrets covered by
the censorship. But the hundreds of
new problems, mostly individual, which
have been solved on sight by the Americanfighting men and which are not
forbidden publication, are to some extent
an illustration of the spirit of the larger
military questions that have been met.
Today, for example, a snowstorm

swept over the field headquarters. The
driving snow particles seemed all tli»*
more uncomfortable because tlie>
struck faces which, during the previousdays, had received scorching sunburns.
One cavalryman in disgust exclaimed:
"The farther south we go the colder

it gets."

Empty Tin Serves as Stove.
But meanwhile an infant rvman found

an empty tin. rectangular in shape, in
which he \*ut some slits near the bottomfor ventilation, lie piled in sonic

wood, started a tire In the tin. set i!
outside of a dent until the first smudge
was over and the sti«-ks were blazing
and then brought it inside the tent,
Where it furnished warmth. e«|ual to
small stove ami a pleasant aroma. It
worked so well that the camp wa.
searched for oil tins.
At another camp the men had gone

in with baggage so light that -no one
had anything larger than a shelter
tent, just large enough for two men to
lie under. Three days later, however,
to the civilian, there was the regulaition army camp outfit and the patrol
station. Probably none except a praciticerl military eye would have noted
that the commanding officer's tent lia-i
entirely the wrong angle at its top.

It was not a tent, but a makeshift
pieced together out of some discarded
tarpaulins and part of a smaller tent.
This officer had what he assorted was
his Morris chair, besides some ver>
comfortable barrels. The cliair wa

r mainly a box. but it had a back and
roomy side, arms made of boards, reinforcedby strips of galvanized iron.
The arms and back were beveled for

; further efTect. The officer said he had
found the boards.

Cottonwood Trees "First Aid."
The great cottonwood trees which

abound wherever there is water have
been the first aid for comfort of this
expedition.

I First of all the cottonwood. its green
, visible for many miles across an arid

plain, is the sign that a watering pl«c»iis near. Then the houghs of the trees,
i with their thick fringe of leaves. hai«

.furnishedhundreds of wind break;:
'! against the cold, ami afforded shelter
I which enabled the men to eat without
' having each mouthful powdered with
5 sand. When large cajnns were estabijlishedand water holes were desired
1 for the horses, cottonwood logs solved
i the well digging problem, being used
* to shore up t.ie sides of the shallow
t wells. Until the cottonwood was used
' it was necessary, in digging a single
1 six-foot deep water hole, to excavate

a crater thirty or forty feet in diam>eter in order to prevent the sand slid-ing back into the hole.
The cotton woods also have furnished

light foot bridges across the creeks.

Few Horses Lost.
