
FIXES THE BLAME
FOR TRAIN CRASH

Engineer Held Responsible
by Railway Manager for
Wreck at Amherst, Ohio.

ACCIDENT WAS THE CAUSE
OF TWENTY-EIGHT DEATHS

Announced Decision Based on Investigationby Company. Supplementedby Official Inquiry.

CLEVELAND. Ohio, April 1.Blame
for the New York Central wreck at
Amherst last Wednesday, In which
twenty-eight were killed and forty
were Injured, was placed on Herman
Hess. engineer of the second section
of train 86.which crashed into the
first section while running fifty miles
an hour through a dense fog.by D. C.
Moon, general manager of the company.
In an official statement issued tonight.
The fixing of the blame, says Mr.

Moon, was determined by the railroad's
own investigation, and corroborated by
the evidence adduced at the hearing
conducted by the interstate commerce
commission and Ohio utilities commission,which ended today.
The joint federal-state investigation

has been concluded, but their findings
will not be made public until later.
The action of the railroad in officially
fixing the blame for the accident in
advance of the verdict of the public investigationcame as a surprise to those
concerned.
The statement issued by Mr. Moon

follows:

General Manager's Statement.
"Supplementing my statement of

March 29, 1916. with reference to the
accident at Amherst, Ohio, on that

, date:
"Investigation made by the New York

Central Uailroad Company and confirmedby the evidence introduced in
the hearing held by the representatives
of the Interstate commerce commission

Ohio indicates that the accident was
due to the engineman of second No. 86
disregarding: the caution signal about
8.000 feet and the stop signal about
3.00t) feet in the rear of first No. 86."
Engineer Hess testified at the public

hearing that the block signals read
"cler. r" and his fireman. R. D. Turner,
testified that Hess called off the signalsas they whizzed past them in the
fog.
Other testimony introduced tended to

show that the block signal apparatus in
the Amherst tower failed to work properly.Witnesses were not agreed as to
whether the block signals after the
crash read "clear" or "danger."

Teatimony Contradictory.
Contradictory testimony regarding the

signals seen by trainmen on the New
York Central road on the occasion of the
Amherst, Ohio, wreck was a marked
feature of the inquiry.
Herman Hess, veteran engineer of the

train which caused most of the twentyeightdeaths that resulted from the
wreck of the three trains, completed
his testimony, sticking to his statement
that he received the signal "clear."
Albert H. Ernst, the young signal towerman,had previously testified that the
signal block system had failed to work
and Hess also gave it as his belief that
he was misled by a false signal.
R. D. Turner, Hess' fireman, was too

busy coaling the engine, he said, to
watch all of the time, but he testified
that Hess was alert every moment and
was watching through the fog for the
signals.

Flagmen Are Witnesses.
The flagmen of the two sections of

train No. 86 were at odds in their conclusionsas to the signal at the Amhersttower, one declaring it showed
"clear." as Hess had testified, and the
other that it showed "stop."
Further testimony was also introducedto show that false signals are

no? an uncommon thing, especially in
foggy or stormy weather.

Ai. l> Fleckner. a signal tower man.
testified, corroborating both Ernst and
Kausch as to previous trouble with the
block signal system There had been
numerous times last winter, he said,
when t he signals failed to work.
A W. Leonard, engineer on the first

section of No. SK. testified the first
bi"«k signal west of Amherst showed

tietn "caution"' light, and that
i h:ht in the "home" block, in front
of the tower, was read, calling him to
stop He had been stopped three
minutes before the crash, he said.

Burial of Unclaimed Dead.
The bodies of five unclaimed and unknowndead weTe buried this afternoon

in the Amherst cemetery. Coroner
Carver decided the bodies were so badlymangled identification would never
be possible. Burial was made by the
New York Central Railroad Company.

Developments at Hearing.
That all three of the New York Centraltrains that were piled up in the

wreck were racing through dense
fog in an effort to make up lost
time: that the signal Mock system was
defective on this occasion and had been
similarly deficient on numerous occasionsduring the past winter, and that
no particular man was to blame for
the wreck.these were the outstandingfeatures of evidence^ taken at the first

IRADE EDUCATION
FOR EllSe MEN

Is Proposed by Senator Smith
in Amendment to the Army

Bill.

HIS AIM IS TO FIT'THEM
FOR WORK IN AFTER LIFE

Provides That Regular Officers Shall
Be Assisted by the Necessary

Civilian Teachers.

Vocational education for the enlisted
men of the regular army, so that when

they return to civil life they will be

fitted to make a success, is the object
of an amendment which has been offeredby Senator Hoke Smith of Georgia
to the army bill pending before the
Senate. It provides for ninety hours
a month of instruction for the men.

The regular army officers, under the
amendment, will be assisted by civilian
teachers where it may be necessary.

"Is it feasible? Surely no one will
question the value of such instruction
if it is feasible and practicable," said
Senator Smith, advocating the adoption
of the amendment last night.
"The enlisted men in the army do not

have enough to occupy their time. Their
military instruction occupies perhaps
five hours a day," continued Senator
Smith. "The four hours a day for educationalpurposes could well he added
to their day. Young men who have
left the army have told me again and
again that they do not have enough to
occupy them on army posts In time of
peace. They said that they could not
stand the strain of doing nothing.

Works Successfully in Europe.
"The plan which 1 have suggested is

not new. It has been suggested by
others and has been tried successfully.
In Germany every man has to ha^e a

vocation, and there is universal militarytraining. It is not necessary,
therefore, to include the vocational educationin the comparatively brief time
that the men are with the colors. But
in Great Britain and in France the experimenthas been tried of giving the
men vocational education while they
are with the colors and has proved
beneficial.
"What is more, the plan has been

tried here in this country, in the coast
artillery, and is proving successful.
Why not make it universal so far as
the regular armv is concerned? It
would send out from the army every
year thousands of young men who
have not only the benefit of a military
training, but also educated along vocationallines and able to take good
Jobs and hold them down.
"I am convinced that it would be a

great aid to enlistment if the men
knew that at the same time they were
serving their country as soldiers they
would be taught a trade.
"Maj. Gen. Leonard "Wood has givenhis approval to a plan for vocational

education for the enlisted men. He has
pointed out that what this countryneeds Is not an army of men who remainin it permanently, except officers
and non-commissioned officers, but that
it should be in the nature of a great
military training organization, constantlygiving back to society men of
military efficiency against the days of
emergency. If the men at the same time
can be turned back into the ranks of
civil life trained in some vocation, so
much the better for the men and for
society.

Practice of the Coast Artillery.
"The coast artillery put such a plan

into practice January 1, 1915. The orderof the chief of staff to the coast
artillery is of considerable interest in
this connection. It was as follows:
"'During the indoor season the artil-

one-half hours. The remaining- two
hours of the daily instruction period
will be devoted to courses in vocation-
al instruction under the initiative, di-
reotion and control of coast-defense
commanders. As many separate vocationalcourses will be inaugurated and
conducted as may be possible, utilizing
commissioned officers as supervisors of
such courses, and the artillery non-
commissioned staff officers, enlisted
specialists and rated men as instruc-
tors. Attendance upon these coursesw4ll be optional with the enlisted men.
Those enlisted men not engaged in
these courses will be assigned to policeor other work about the post duringthe instruction period. Among the
courses that may be given are those in
telephony, care and operation of combustionand steam engines, surveying,wire and radio telegraphy, firing and
care of boilers, electric wiring, typewriting,bookkeeping and stenography.These subjects are to be. considered as
merely suggestive, and it is not intendedto exclude other vocational subjectswhich may suggest themselves to coastdefensecommanders. In so far as practicablethe installed coast artillerymaterial may be utilized in connectionwith this instruction.'"
Senator Smith said that already hehad found other senators much interestedin the plan. He hopes that whenthe time comes for a vote on hisamendment it will be adopted.
