Samuel Compers. president of the
American Federation of Labor, before
a House committee today refuted a

statement made by 1 >r. I. M. Rubino. a

New York socialist, iti support of the
liondon socialist insurance bill, that
living expenses have increased 15 per
cent in the United States during the
last ten years and that wages have not

ad\ a need proportionately.
"In the last twelve years." he said,

"wages, hours of employment and conditionsof labor have improved in the
United States beyond any other period
of any people in the history of the
world.
"The price trend of essentials since

1X70 has been downward. We have enlargedwhat we call the essentials of
life in the last thirty years, so that
there is no comparison between what
the cost of them was and what it is today."

money, or approximately $85,000 in *
Amercan money, was returned here
against Argumedo in favor of the state
of Yucatan some time ago. The Yucatanauthorities claimed this representedfunds removed by Argumedo from

,the state and brought with him to
NewYork. Recently $9o,000 was

found in a safe deposit box here which
hud been rented by Argumedo.

be fatally wounded.

Florida Posse Uses Bloodhounds.
