Making the term of the national officersthree years instead of two and in<:-eusii:u the number "f vice presidents
general to twi nt\ -one. rendering ne< essarythe election of ! >. en this year,
were the principal <thai ges in the constitution.As only ten vice presidents
general were elected Thursday the appointmentof another one is left to the
national boar i. which is to hold mi-executivesession tomorrow and probably
will vote on the matter. This is supposedby many members t«> have a
great deal of political significance. It
is of particular interest in the District,as it may mean the restoration to
office of Mrs. Georg. T. Smallwood as
vice president general. Mrs. Smallwoodsecured a sufficient number of
votes to elect her and this was commentedupon by Mrs. Story when the
official returns were read.

Miss Finch Makes Statement.
Announcement by Miss Florence G.

Finch, chairman of the magazine committee,that tlie magazine is hereafter
to be sent to all members paying their
D. A. R. dues was another important
step. It was taken in the hope of increasingthe advertising scope of the
magazine by giving a guaranteed circulationof more than 100,000, instead of
4,000 as at present.
Almost the last action of the congress

was in restoring the price of the Block
certificates for contributors in liquidationof the Memorial Continental Hall
debt to $1. reversing the action taken by
the national board. This was one of the
matters on which the biggest clash was
anticipated at this congress. It was
smothered earlier in the convention, howover,when Mrs. Willard T Block made
her report as chairman of the liquidation
and endowment fund committee. Mrs.
Block asked the congress after 11 o'clock
last night to vote whether it would sustainits own action in placing the price
for the certificates at $1. or would sustainthe national board which had reducedthe price to 3."» cenrs. Mrs. George
Maynard Minor, vice president general
from Connecticut, said that "nothing is
as big as congress in this society." Many
other leaders caught this spirit and by
an emphatic vote restored the price to $1.
Many of the state regents pledged

that each chapter in their state would
buy a foot of the land in the rear of
Memorial Continental Hall.
The congress went ori record as favoringnational defense. This action

was taken on the motion of Mrs. George
W. Gedney. state regent of New Jersey,
who said: "As a national patriotic societywe should go on record as in favorof national defense." Many of the
state regents in their reports had declaredthe zeal of their chapters for
preparedness.

pressed by Mrs. Johnson, Miss Richardsadmitted that she had not rear
the bill, but that she understood it har
been drawn by the Attorney Genera
and carried the approval of Miss Julia
<\ Rathrop.

that a powder manufacturing company
wants to buy it caused another long discussion,in which many delegates parI

ticipated. The Virginia recent explained
that twenty-two acres of it arc already
owned by the association for the preser!vation of Virginia antiquities and a

smaller portion by the ["nited States govjcrnmcht. She said the powder company
was now buying land in another direejtionand that the state legislature would
not meet again for two years.
The regent for Ohio said that state

indorsed the project because it wants
the government to acquire this site for
a naval training station in line with the

Mrs. Story pointed out that the'
principal impediment heretofore to this
purchase was the inability of the
government and owners to reach an
agreement, but that now this is pos-|
sihle and il is expected the United
States government will act.

THEIR DESIRE FOR PEACE

Senator Husting Tells Constituents
to Write German Ambassador ProtestingIllegal Sea Warfare.

' Senator Husting of Wisconsin, like
other senators, is being bombarded
with telegrams from constituents, urgingthat every means be adopted to
keep this country at peace and free of
the war in Europe. Senator Husting, In
replying to one such telegram, has sug,gested that his correspondents telegraphthe German ambassador to thei effect that Americans are desirous ofavoiding a break with Germany andthat peace can best be preserved by astrict observance on the part of Gerimany of the provisions of internationalJaw governing naval warfare.
The telegram received by SenatorHustinir was siirneil hv

Otto L.. Huebner, Adolph Vonmooten,I>. G. Endgerton, H. J. Fiske. FrankWinterbottom, Frank K. Boyle, EdwinJ. Wilcox nd Christine Powlick.Ills reply was as follows:
1 "Answering your telegram, will saythat no one is more desirous of keepingthis country out of war than I
am, but war can best be avoided by'

wrong yielding to tight and not byright yielding to wrong. Would there'fore respectfully suggest that you also
wire the German ambassador of the
fervent desire of all Americans that
their country remain at peace and thatI peace can best be preserved by the

i strict observance on the part of the imperialgovernment of the provisions of
international law governing naval
warfare. Would further suggest that

I you wire the ambassador that all
Americans, regardless of their ancestry
or sympathies, stand solidly back, of
their government in this crisis."

Were Caught Friday Night.
Receipts of shad and herring at the

11th street wharf market yesterdaj
amounted to 10,550 shad and 97,30(
herring. Good catches of shad continue
to be made by the haul seines, it beingreported that the Stoney point seine
got 2,600 shad at one haul Fridaj
night. This is more shad than wa*
caught at Stoney Point in a week lasl
season. Every indication points to the
coming of herrings in the river, and in
the coming week it is thought that the
fish will be cut in large numbers foi
the salting benches.

September 10, 1901,
she was married to William H. Ragan
of the Agricultural Department, widely
known as an authority on pomology.
Mr. Ragan died August 6. 1909.
