CONSTITUTION ADOPTED
AFTER FULL DISCUSSION

Committee Named to Confer With
A. F. of L. Officials on the Issuanceof a Charter.

With the elections to be held May 16,
the High School Teachers' Union of
Washington. D. C., will become a fact.
The constitution was adopted at a meetingof the teachers in the Central High
School yesterday, and provisioif was
made for it to become effective on that
date. The election will be held at a

meeting in the Central High School, at
3:15 o'clock, on the afternoon of May 16,
and the nominations of the officers will
be made from the floor instead of by a

nominating committee.
It had been planned to have the electionMay IT, but in view of the fact

that the election of the High School
Teachers' Association is to be held on
that day it was decided to change the
date of the union meeting.
The constitution was discussed behind

closed doors, but it was said, following
the meeting, that the only change made I
from the constitution as embodied inl
the report of the constitution committeewas in the language.
The following committee was appoint-'

ed to confer with the American Fed-
eration of Labor on the issuance of a
charter to the new organization: C\ W.
Rippey, chairman; George R. Devitt,
Reuben Fink. J. R. Wilson. W. J. Wallaceand H. H. Burroughs At the requestof the membership of the new organizationL. V. Lampson. temporary
president, became a member of this
committee, ex officio.

Object of the Union.
While the first election will be conductedwith nominations from the floor,
his is a special provision, for the constitutionprovides that nominations for

officers shall be made by a nominating
committee. to be appointed the month
efore the annual meeting, which is to

be held each May.
As outlined in the constitution, the

object of the new union "shall be the
mutual benefit of hp members, the bet"rm"ntof educational onditions, the
elevation of educational standards, and
the co-operation with movements for
civic and economic progress "

Meetings of the body are to be held
only in October. December. February
r-nd May unless otherwise designated.
The secretary of the association will
receive $50 a vear. The constitution
also provides that the union shall be
affiliated with the American Fedemrir.^
nf Labor only until such time as a
nation-wide federation of teachers
shall be formed.
