Progressive National Commit-
tee Makes Overtures to the
Republican Organization.

SUGGESTS LAYING ASIDE
OF PARTISAN PREJUDICE

Proposes Nomination of Col. Roose-
velt for President, But “Will-
ing to Be Reasonable.”

NEW YORK, May 11.—The progres-
sive party will not Insist upon the
nomination of Theodore Roosevelt for
President of the United States, if the
republicans will name a candidate at
Chicago “who stands for progressive
principles and is abla to put them
through,” aecording to statement
made here last night George W,
Perkins, after a meeting of the execu-
tlve committes of the progressive na-
tional committee.

“We, of course, are for Col. Roose-
wvelt,” declared Mr. Perkins, *and shall
suggest his name to the repuhblicans.
If they reply that they will not agree
on the colonel, we shall ask them to

name us their man, who ought to he
&8 nearly unanimous a cheice as our
man i=. We are willing to be reamson-

abhle for the sake of harmony.”

Mr. Ferkins' statement supplemented
& general statement issued by the ex-
ecutive commitee, In which It was said:

*“If the republican convention is re-
sponsive to the -“patriotic spirit that
brought the republican party into being
and made it dominant for half a cen-
tury, 1t will meet this crisls in a’spirit
of broad patriotism that rises above
partisanship. Should the effort fail, the

rest on the progressive convention, but
will rest on other shoulders than ours.

Will Not Stick on Detafls,

“In this turning point in world his-
tory, we will not stick on detalls. We
will lay aside partisanship and preju-
dices, but we will never surrender the
principles for which we stand and have
stood, and will follow only a leader

who we know stands for them, and
fs able to put them through. We are
for peace, but not for peace at any
price.”

It was said that the republicans and
independent voters in general had re-
eponded “understandingly to the senti-
ments expressed” in the statement is-
suad in January by the progressive na-
tional committee, which, in effect, was
an appeal for republicans and progres-
sives to “get together.”

It was added, however, that “there is
an element in the republican party
leadership which seems to be giving
more thought and attention to what
that party is against, and whom it is
againsat, than te what it is for and
whom it iz for. Therefore, we again
call attention to our Chicago statement
as to the inevitable outcome of a Irail—
ure to reach a common understanding.”

Alleged Progressive Sentiment.

“Reports from the progressive or-
ganizations throughout the country.”
the executive committee’'s statement
eaid, “show that the American people
have become impatient of leaders who
hold that comfort, prosperity and ma-
terial welfare are above honor, self-
sacrifice and patriotism; that we need
a reawakening of our elder American-
ism, of our bellef in those things that
our country and our flag stand for;
that our people are seeking a leader-
ship of the highest order and most
courageous character—leadership that
will draft to itself for the country's
benefit the unselfish and patriotic serv-
ice of our ablest citizens. Our people
are demanding that principles and poli-
cleg shall be proclaimed and carried out
by a man who has the wisdom to for-
mulate them and the manhood to up-
held them.”

NATIONAL CONFERENCE
TO CONSIDER CHARITIES

Meetings of Nine Sections—Dr.
Ochsnes Advises Begregation of
Mental and Moral Defectives.

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind, May 11.—With
the prellminaries out of the way, the
forty-third annual meeting of the Na-
tional Conference of Charitiesand Cor-
rections began the real work of Its ses-
sions here today. Meetingas were held
In each of the nine sectlons into which
the work of the confgsrence has been
grouped. i

Before the section on feeble-minded-
ness and insanity, Dr. Edward H. Ochs-
ner of Chicago, president of the Illinois
state charitles commission, urged the
permanent segregation of the mental
and moral defectives.

Danger of Accumulation.

*“The chances of a mentally and mor-

ally defective person having & numer-
ons progeny,” Dr. Ochsner sald, "“a
large per centage of whom will attain
maturity, and will in turn have numer-
ous offspring, Is probably greater to-
day than it ever has been in the world's
history."”

Closer co-operation with newspaper
reporters as a means to keep the work
of the charity organisation socleties
before the public was recommended by
Miss Charlotte Belle Mann of Balimore,
a former newspaper worker, who spoke
befors the American Assoclation for
Organlzing Charities, one of the allied
societies. She sald the beat way to
arouse interest Iin the work was
through the news story, and that to get
the news stories the reporters must be
interested. Miss Mann sail that while
“gob stories” helped for the moment,
their effect was fleeting.
