announcement has been made regarding
any plans for the resumption of service.
The striking employes held a meeting

at their hall in Georgetown yesterday
and various phases of the strike situationwere discussed by speakers.

Strikers Are "Standing Pat."
A "stand-pat" attitude was evidence by

all the strikers attending the gathering,
who indicated that they intend to carry
their fight to the finish
Representatives of the strikers said

today that they havo wired bo W. p.
Mahon. international president of the
Amalgamated Association of Street and
Electric Railway Employes of America,
asking for an opportunity to explatn
their side of the situation before their
charter as division 699 of the associationis revoked. The representatives
said they understood they would be
given an opportunity to be hekrd at the
association's next convention, and that
in the mean time they would he under
suspension. Rezin Orr. organizer of
the association, said today that the organizationmeets bi-annually. and that
the next national gathering is not until
September. 1917.

EASTMAN COMPANY FILES
APPEAL IN COURT DECREE

______

Assigns Forty-Nine Errors to Federal

Ruling' in Alleged Violation of
Anti-Trust Law.

Th» Eastman Kodak Company today filed
iu the Supreme Court of the United States
an appeal from the decree of the federaldistrict court in western New York
holding it was imposing a restraint on

Interstate trade in photographic suppliesIn violation of the Sherman antitrustlaw. and ordering a division of
ite property into separate corporations
of distinct ownership. Forty-nine errors
are assigned to the holding of the
lower court, which was announced last
August.
The filing of th^ kodak case in the

Supreme Court makes easily the most
important group of cases before the
court at any time with the possible
exception of the period when the
Standard Oil and tobacco cases were
there. This is largely due to the fact
that the court has handed down but
one opinion touching the Sherman law
In a year and a half.
Cases under the Sherman law nowpendingin court included those against

the United States Steel Corporation, InternationalHarvester Company, EastmanKodak Company, South African
steamship lines. New York woodworkers'case, United Mine Workers of
America, and coal miners in Arkansas.

FOR TEACHER PENSIONS.

Senator Pomerene Introduces Bill
Calling for a Contributory Plan.
A bill providing for a retirement pensionsystem for the public school

teachers of the District was introduced
In the Senate today by Senlator Pomereneof Ohio. The bill calls? for a qon-
tributary plan, by which tnere snail oe

deducted from the salary of each
teacher every month an amount which,
with compound interest at 4 per cent,
hall be sufficient to make it possible

to pay annuities to the teachers upon
their retirement.
The age of sixty-two is set for retirement".if the teacher so desires, and

it is obligatory that any teacher who
reaches the age of seventy shall be
retired No annunity is to exceed $600
a year. Th* bill was referred to the
Senate District committee.

Secretary Daniels Speaks of New
York Parade in Urging Preparedness
NEW YORK, May 15..As long as any

nation exalts power the United States
must be ready to preserve that for
whi :h our forefathers fought. Secretaryof the Navy Josephus Daniels declaredIn an address on national preparednesshere last night.
Congress soon will make a larger appropriationfor the navy than at any

time in the history of the country, the
Secretary said.
"That great and wonderful human petitionthat marched on the streets of

this city Saturday," he asserted, referringto New York's monster preparednessparade, "spoke louder than if
twice that number had signed a paper.It attested that the American peoplelove indeoendencft that tHora <a
sacrifice they would not make to main- |tain it."
Secretary Darnels asserted he believedthat It would remain for the

United States to find a way to end the
war throughout the world.

"I do not pretend to be wise enoughto know how this will be broughtabout." he added, "hut I hope that
when this struggle 1b ended this refublicwill have representatives at an
international conference which will

lo\V temperatures continue in tne west
and northwest, with more heavy to
killing frosts from Colorado and Utah

[northward. In the. upper Ohio valley
land the greater portion of the lake
region it is considerably warmer.
Unsettled showery weather will continuetonight and tomorrow in the

[lower lake and eastern upper lake
region and the Atlantic states, while
in the western uoD^r lake region, the
Ohio valley and Tennessee thundershowersthis afternoon or tonight will
l»e followed by generally fair weather
tomorrow. In the east gulf states the
weather will be partly cloudy.

It will be warmer tonight in NewEnglandand the middle Atlantic states
and cooler tonight and tomorrow in the

Dr. McKim Says Christianity JustifiesWar in Righteous Cause.
"Christianity and the War" was the

subject discussed by Rev. Dr. Randolph
H. McKim, pastor of the Church of the
Epiphany, at his evening sermon yesterday.He made the statement that in
event this country should be drawn
into war the church and churchmen
will throw their strength against any
attempts at invasion.
"Never can the advocates of peace at

any price claim the support of the
Christian church in this country," said
Dr. McKim.
"If pacificism is correct, and defense

not justified, we must throw the Old
Testament on the. ash heap. We must
strike from the Te l)eum the names of
saints and prophets, for many were valiantsoldiers. We must take Abraham.
Moses, Joshua and others from the
Christian hall of fame. We must go to
Mount Vernon and dishonor the name
of Washington, coming to later times,
and at Lexington. Va., those, of Lee and

I Stonewall Jackson.
"We must rebuke Jesus himself. We

must condemn the church for its honor
to the names of brave Christian soldiers.We must strike out self-sacrificefrom the Christian virtues, for
where Is greater self-sacrifice seen than
on the patriotic field of battle."

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ELS HOWTO ORGANIZE
CHRISTIANITY "TRUST"

CLEVELAND, Ohio, May 15..John D.
Rockefeller, jr.; Maj. Gen. Leonard
Wood and Assistant Secretary of the
Nevy Franklin D. Roosevelt were speakersat today's sessions of the internationalY. M. C. A. convention here, and
their presence caused unusual interest
in the day's work of the organization.
Mr. Rockefeller spoke this forenoon

at the general convention on "Every
Christian at Work for His Fellow Men;
How Shall This Be Accomplished?" He
told of welfare work being done
In the mines of Colorado, which are
owned by the Rockefeller interests. He
will also speak at the industrial section
this afternoon.
Gen. Wood and Secretary Roosevelt

will appear this afternoon at the army
and navy section.
Mr. Rockefeller in his morning addresstold the delegates how to organizea Christianity "trust," which,

he declared, would sweep the forces
f evil out of competition. He scored

ministers who preach "flowery beds of
sase" religion, rapped partisan detiominationalismand stepped outside
his subject to take a fling at business
men who are fattening their bank accountson the war in Europe, declaring:"The selfish materialism of our
country stands in marked contrast to
Lhe spirit of the men and women in
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Europe pouring out their all on the
altar of devotion."
The City Ministers' Association adjournedtheir regular meeting to hear

Mr. Rockefeller, whose speech was
stopped as the ministers filed into the
hall. Mr. Rockefeller twitted the
ministers for coming late. ^'Evidently
the ministers had a copy of my speech
and timed their coming to get in after
I had finished talking about them." he
said. The convention roared.
"Now I will start round two," said Mr.

Rockefeller. "What we need in our pulpitstoday is more ruggedness. We need

He outlined his "trust" plan by suggestingappointment of a special internationalsecretary to inaugurate, an

"every Christian man at work movement."He said: "Let this international
secretary appoint the ablest secretary

Let the local secretary organise a committeewith representatives of all denominations.Let these committees
gather data about possibilities in active
work and furnish them to the men who
will heed the call. It is a herculean
task, but this strong organization of
Christian workers can perform it."
