
EXPLOSION FATAL
TO FOURTEEN MEN

About Thirty Others Injured in
du Pont Plant Near
Gibbstown, N. J.

GIBBSTOWX, N. J., May !«..At least
fourteen men were killed and about
thirty

*

injured yesterday in a terrific
explosion at the Kepauno plant of the
du Pont Powder Company, near here.
The Diast occurred in me Dunning in

which trinitrololuol is manufactured
and wrecked that structure and three
others.
Some of the injured were taken to a

hospital in Camden and other places,
while about a score, who received minor
wounds, were treated by physicians at
the powder plant. The cause of the
explosion is not known and, according
to officials of the company, may never
be ascertained, as all those believed to
have been in the building where the
first explosion occurred are dead.
Trinitrololuol is not considered an explosiverisk, and company officials believethat it caught fire before exploding.This blast caused a nearby

building in which nitro-benzol is manufacturedto blow up. So great was the
force that two buildings some distance
away in which hunxite was manufacturedwere wrecked, but the explosivedid not go <>ff.

Flying Debris Is Fatal.
Many of those killed and injured were

outside the buildings involved, and were

either killed or hurt by flying debris.

rescue and ambulance calls were sent

in to various surrounding towns. The
wildest rumors prevailed as to the numberof dead, but the company was unableto give the number killed until all
the employes had been checked up.
Some of the dead were so badly mangledthat identification was difficult.
Two of the dead remain unidentified,
and two other workmen are missing
and believed dead by the company officials.

Investigations seeking to prove that
various recent du Pont planf explosions
were caused by spies have been unsuccessful.

BIG DEMAND FOR SEATS
FOR G. 0. P. CONVENTION

Forty-Thousand Applications Have
Been Received for the 12.4JO

Tickets Available.

CHICAGO, May 16..Officials of The
republican national convention, which
meets here June 7. declare that the demandfor tickets to the gathering is
unprecedented. Seats have been providedfor 3 2,400 persons in the conventionhall, and, although the convention
is three weeks away, 40,000 applica-
tions have been received for tickets.
Several applications were from personsin London. England, and a numberhave been received from Alaska,

Hawaii, Porto Rico and Cuba.
Following a long-established custom

visitors to the convention from out of
town will have to look to their nationalcommitteeman from their home
state for tickets.

Distribution of Tickets.
The 12,400 tickets will be distributed

under the following arrangement:
Delegates, 991: guest tickets, one to
each delegate. 991; alternates, 991;
press. 650; Chicago's share as conventioncity. 2.210; ten members, subcommitteeon arrangements of the national
republican committee, 200 each. 2.000;
fifty-three members national republican
commitee. 150 to 200 each. 4,367: presidentialcandidates and other distinguishedguests. 200.
Of the 12.400 seats. 9",40© will be on

the main floor and 3.000 in the balcony
and special mezzanines. The tempo,
rary chairman and other officers of the
convention and their assistants and
members of the republican national
committee will occupy seats on the
speakers' platform at the south end of
the coliseum. Back of the speaker's
platform will be 2,000 seals for distinguishedguests.
On either side of the speaker's platformwill be the 558 seats for working

newspaper men. The delegates will occupythe space directly in front of the
speakers" stand and back of them will
be the alternates. The rest of the
space on the main floor will# be reservedfor visitors.

"If we raise $10,000 on tag day we car

pay off all indebtedness and carry on tht
work under normal conditions for the
next three years. There are 118 men whe
have charge of troops who are volunteei
workers. They give one or two evenings
a week in instructions to the boys anc

perhaps an afternoon a week in the oper
country with the troop. If these men ar<
so interested that they can leave theii
homes for the betterment of the future
citizens of Washington, surely you cannoi
afford to refuse the appeal of the boy ir
the tfhaki uniform for the very small suit
he is requesting."
