The Germangovernment, it was said, look®
with great disfavor upon any such conductand desires that they shall not en*
gage in any undertaking in any way
autside the law.

It was not disclosed whether speciflo
:ases have been brought to the attentionof the German government, but* it
was made clear that Berlin officials
want the United States and Its people
to understand that they have not countenancedany illegal affairs with which
German citizens or sympathizers in this
country have been connected.
