They all leave the national contributionto the capital's upbuilding, divorcedfrom any definite policy, to shift
from session to session in accordance
with the whim and caprice of successiveCongresses. fluctuating and
uncertain instead of regular, often
miserly instead of liberal and reflectingthe "people's pride."
Since the principles laid down by the

Joint conirressional committee's report
are hostile to all of the practical and
proposed methods of repealing: the
half-and-half law. this report, instead
of recommending this repeal, in effect
prohibits it. The controlling equities,
recognized by the joint committee are

better met by the half-and-half law
than by any of the proposed substitutes.
The opinion of the joint committee that

the half and half law is no longer necessaryas a self-imposed obligation to keep
<'ongress tip to the mark of a half-contributiondoes not overrule the other findingsof the report, and docs not justify
repeal of the law. even if that opinion be
well founded. And the committee's opinionon this subject may be erroneous.
Certainly the half and half law was

needed in the last Congress to prevent
double taxation of the District and to
ward off bankruptcy. Is it not still needed?If there is doubt on the subject
should not that doubt be resolved in favor
of the District, since the half ami half
law is fair and by continued existence injuresno one?

No Immediate Kepeal.
Why should Congress abolish the

half-and-half law at this session,
either directly or indirectly? The last
Congress, instead of abolishing it. reaffirmedit. and left future action concerningit dependent upon the report
:>f the joint congressional committee.
This committee's report does not abolishthe half-and-half law. or, as we

have seen, on the whole, recommend
its unconditional abolition.
The prejudice which caused membersof the last House to vote to abolishthe half-and-half provision was

based upon the belief that this law
was unfair- to the nation: that under
its operations the Washingtonian was

grossly undertaxed; that his tax burdenwas only one-half that of th«residentof the average American city;
and from this belief sprang the demandthat the half-and-half law
?hould be repealed in order to do
pquity by imposing practically the
whole burden of capital upbuilding
upon the local community, and by relievingthe nation correspondingly of
an unfair financial exaction. The vital
alleged fact in which this belief and
this prejudice were rooted was that
the realty valuation of Washington in
1912 was $74 4,000 000. and that this
realty was consequently in that year
ind today underassessed for taxation
by several hundred million dolkirs.
The Senate denied these contentions

tnd the issues thus raised were referredto the joint fiscal committee for
ueiei initiation. 1 ne ronienuons i

Washington on these issues, voiced in
the Board of Trade as far back as
181*8. and familiar to all of us. were

vigorously urged, backed by irresistibleevidence, by tlie joint citizens* committeeat the recent hearings.
The joint congressional committee

finds on all the vital issues of fact in
favor of Washington. It sustains as
fair and reasonable the recent assessmentof Washington realty which disposesnearly two hundred millions less
>f realty values than were .alleged to
?xist in 11*12 by the so-called George rel>ort.It finds not only that the WashingtonianIs not underassessed, but that as
compared with the resident of comparable
American cities he is not undertaxed; that
lis per capita of property taxes, about
£16. is a reasonable tax burder. no more
than which should be exacted, that
while the Washington-ian is contribitin--'a 1 h f pnmt'i )>>v chr.nl.l

apital upbuilding, more instead of
less should be done bV the nation, in
response not only 10 the impulse of
equity, but of enlarged patriotic pride
in the nation's city.
Does any one believe that more than

in infinitesimal fraction of the representativeswho in the last House
were misled as to the controlling facts
would have voted as they did if they
:iad known the truth as disclosed by
he joint committee's report and the
sustaining evidence? The joint committeefinds in effect that the halfand-halfprovision is absolutely fair to
lhe nation. Whv should those who
/oted against it because they thought
it unfair continue to oppose it after
its fairness has been demonstrated?

The Real Issue.
Can any one question our contention of

the real issue before the joint congressionalcommittee? Running through the
entire House and Senate debates on the
repeal proposition is the thought that
the vital issue is the gross undertaxationof the Washingtonian and the un-

lv small leal contribution toward capitalupbuilding.
What, for example. Mr. Prouty says

is repeated in substance by many
others.
Congressional Record, vol. '<\, p. 6616-7.
Mr. Prouty: "This bill is intended to

correct another very serious abuse, arid
that is the general undervaluation of
real estate. The last assessment of
real estate in the District of Columbia
amounted to about *34 0,000,000. The
committee that made this investigation
found that the actual <ash value at a
very conservative basis was $744,000,000.
* * * If 1 he# property in the District r f
t'olunibia was assessed as it is assessed
elsewhere it would raise more than
enough to me«-t the entire budget expensesof the District of Columbia."

In the final House debate upon the
proposition to create the joint congressionalcommittee this thought of the
real issue is < ondensed in a nutshell in
tire words of a few of the conspicuous
debaters:

Says Mr. Crisp "Washington has the

lowest ;»x rate of any city approximatelyits size. It is manifestlyunjust to longer require the taxpayersof the I'nited States to pay half
' f expenses of the District of Columbia."

P. 4S5S
Says Mr Prouty: 'So one who has

considered this question will believe
that the people of the city of Washingtonare taxed even fairly, as compared
with other people. They pay ten mills
on the dollar on their real estate. In
my town I pay '21 mills. In your town
you pav L'3 mills."
P. 4S63.
Says Mr. Sisson: "If they pay a tax

like they pay in my state, like they pay
in the states in this Union. I am satisfled.They should pay the same rate of
taxes that we pay at home. They then
could raise enough money to run the

Ing for that." "Let the District
pay an honest and fair amount of taxes
and that will end It. There will then be
nothing- more to do."
The Joint congressional committee declareson evidence submitted at the

hearing, which is absolutely and irresistiblyconvincing, that the District is
now paying an "honest and fair amount
of taxes": that the people of the city of
Washington are already "taxed fairly as
compared with other people." Such payment.Mr. Sishort suggests, will end the
controversy. "There will then be nothingmore to do." Such payment of fair
local taxes has been demonstrated.
Should not the raid upon the half-andhalflaw be thereby ended?
Should we not all agree with Mr.

Sisson that under the circumstances
there is equitably "nothing more to
do"?
Compare the mistakes of fact which

representatives were misled into makingin these debates with the quoted
findings of the joint committee upon
these issues. Contrast what was said
In the Houee debates about underassessmentand undertaxation In the
District and the failure of the Washingtonianto do anything like his
proper share of the labor of capital upbuildingwith the joint committee's
measurement of the faithfulness and
fullrtess with which the Washingtontanmeets his capital obligation. Comparealso the words of the House debateand the quoted findings of the
joint committee In measurement of the
faithfulness with which the nation
through rv,u»gresM has met Us own cap!-

lal obligations and upon the question
whether the nation should in future do
more or less in maintenance and developmentof the nation's city.
The joint committee says that under

the half-and-half law the District is
now contributing enough, all it equitablyshould, when measured by the
best standards and compared with otherAmerican cities. It indicates that if f

either party falls short in meeting its
capital obligations it is the nation.
Since the final measurements of the

joint committee disclose that half-andhalfproportionate contributions are

*>oughly and approximately equitable,
why should Congress substitute confusionand chaos for the wise, fair and
beneficent financial system of 1878,
which has restored self-respect to the
nation, humiliated by its unpatriotic
neglect of the capital in the past, and
which has brought prosperity and beauty
to the nation's city and developed it from

I the people's shame into the "people's
pride"?

II.
Legislation That Washington Needs.
The immediate legislation urgently

needed by Washington is disclosed In
the hearings before the joint committee.1 ) The law arbitrarily limiting
the Commissioners' annual estimates
should be quickly repealed. It prohibits
the statement by the Commissioners
and the satisfaction by Congress of the
actual needs of the District. It preventsthe nation, inevitably, from meetingfully its capital obligation. It autoItmitienllv insures an unexpended sur-

plus of District tax money. It accomplishes.as Congress applies it, no good
purpose whatsoever. The Oommissionjera' estimates, in accordance with the
spirit of ti>e joint committee's report,
should disclose to Congress Washington'sgenuine municipal needs, both for
current maintenance and for permanent
improvements; and the responsibility for

appropriating all or only part of these
estimates should (as it does) rest solely
on Congress.

(2) The effect of the report of the
joint committee is to vindicate in principlethe treatment of the half-and-half
provision as not necessarily applying
arbitrarily and separately to each year,
considered alone, but to the average of
a series of years. The Joint committee
points out that District expenditures

(since ISTs have been in the aggregate,
though not in every year viewed separately.on the half-and-half basis. The
committee expresses the belief that this
fact is evidence of design., not an accident.and that the nation thus not only
intended to carry out. but did carry out.
i.ts half-and-half promise.
Cnder the present practice which

puts local taxation before congressional
j appropriation the half-and-half projvision is not and cannot be arbitrarily
enforced and literally obeyed in any one

j year. But in the long run. in the futureas in the past, this provision can
be enforced and obeyed.
Why not go ahead in the future in

general conformity with this practice,
thus vindicated in principle by the joint
committee? The only legislation necesIsarv will be a provision to put. the sur-

plus of District lax money in any year
into the Treasury, not as miscellaneous
receipts, to be merged with national
money and lost to the District, but. as
the joint committees report describes
it. as "a trust fund for the benefit of
the District of Columbia * * * to be
expended in the government of the Districtof Columbia and for no othor purpose."
Repeal of the law limiting the Commissioners*estimates will permit Congressto consider in appropriations the

full needs of the District, and the surplusin any year of unexpended Districttax money will thus be reduced to
a minimum. But any surpluses, even

though large, which tinder the proposed
legislation will go into the District's
trust fund will clearly be needed in the
future as a reserve fund < 1 > to pay Districtindebtedness, fictitious or genuine:
including the alleged ancient resurrecteddebts, based on the blunders or

neglects of government officials in the
seventies of the last century, which
have been conjured up in the House: (2)
to be accumulated and later wisely
utilizer! to meet the possible emergency
of a District shortage in some year in
necessary tax revenue under the organic
fact: and C3) to meet the District's share
of the cost of great permanent public improvementswhich will call for the immediateexpenditure of more money than can
be spared from current revenues.

A Petition and Protest.

We. the members of the Wash
j ington Board of Trade, do earnestlypetition Congress (i) for the
repeal of the law of 1909 which
restricts the Commissioners' estimatesto twice the amount of the
District's estimated revenues; and
(2) for legislation which shall
cause any surplus of District
revenue arising in any year from
the enforcement of the half-andhalflaw to be held in the Treasuryas a trust fund for the benefit
of the District to meet its needs
in some future year.
We protest against the repeal

at this time of the half-and-half
law, which the joint congressional
committee has in effect declared
to be fair: and we especially protestagainst such repeal by rider
on an appropriation bill; or in
such form as to be retroactive; or

bv anv method which does not
secure for the proposed legislationthorough preliminary considieration by the District commitItees, and by Congress, and which
does not substitute for the repealedlaw one establishing a

definite policy of regular and liberalappropriations by Congress
for capital maintenance and developmentand a fixed and certain
tax burden for the District of Columbia.
We further earnestly protest

against the appropriation by this
year's District appropriation bill
of any amount less than twice the
District's estimated revenues in

the resulting surplus of Districttax money is declared to be

held in trust in the Treasury for
the benefit of the District to meet
in part its needs, outside of current,routine expenditures, in futureyears.

SAN FRANCISCO, May 1» .The freight
on 30.000 tons of barley contracted for

URGES D. C. PETITION
FOR "HALF-AND-HALF"

H. B. F. Macfarland Comments on

Bider Practically Bepealing
Washington's Organic Act.

Henry B. F. Macfarland, chairman of
the joint citizens' committee on the
fiscal relation between the United
States and the District of Columbia, in
reference to the pending District appropriationbill, said today:
"It should be distinctly understood

that the action taken by the House
committee on appropriations is not in
accord with the report of the joint
select committee of Congress on the
fiscal relation between the I'nited
States and the District of Columbia,
which held first that the present taxationof the District of Columbia was

equitable, and, second, to quote its exact

language: 'That the Congress should
pursue a definite policy of regular and
liberal appropriations, having in view
not only the permanent moral and
physical advancement of the city, but
also its pre-eminent beauty and grand-
eur as tne municipal expression of Hie
nation's home and its people's pride.
This looks to systematic legislation,
better, not worse, than the present arrangement.
"The joint select committee of Congresshas neither collectively nor individuallypresented any bill for the repealof the organic act or of the halfand-halfplan. The organic act ought

not to be repealed except by* another
organic act. or at least a bill repealingthe half-and-half plan. which
should be considered by the legislativecommittees of the two houses,
where such legislation belongs under
the rules of both houses, and which
should not act without deliberation and
public hearings. We should all exercise
our rights of petition to ask senators
and represent a t i \ es to oppose this repealby rider.

"Contrafy to Hules of House."
"The District appropriation bill as

reported strfkingly shows what would
happen to the National Capital if the
half-and-half plan should l>e abolished.
It justifies our predictions as to the
action that would be taken by the
House committee on appropriations.
It shows how sadly mistaken were
those in Congress and in Washington
who advocated the repe the halfand-halfplan in order ti. .t the contributionfrom the national Treasury
might he more than one-half of the
appropriations. We told tfeem that
they were dropping the substance for
the shadow, like the riog in the fable.
"The House appropriations committee

has disregarded the organic act of 1878.
which is still the law. not having been
repealed, and has undertaken to repeal
it by putting a rider on the District ap-
propriation bill contrary to the rules of
the House. Acting as watch dogs of the
Treasury always act. they have cut the
Commissioners' estimates, which were
themselves unfortunately limited by the
act of 19011 to twice the amount of the
estimated District revenues, and thereforecould not present fully the needs
of the District, more than $3,500,000, and
then have cut the contribution of the
United States from 50 per cent to 30
per cent. Unless the House itself or the
Senate prevents the National Capital
will suffer a serious setback In itk
progress or the District taxation, now
higher than in most cities, will be increased."

in the primaries, and of the strength of
the advocates of half-preparedness at
Washington comes from the fact that
no real alternative of policy is offered
with sincerity and fearlessness."

In urging "universal military service
based on universal training," Col.
Roosevelt said he believed in it hecauseit would be not only of incalculablebenefit to the nation in the
event of war, but of incalculable benefitto the individuals undergoing it,
and therefore to the nation, as regards
the work of peace." He continued:
"I believe that the dog-tent would

prove a most effective agent for democratizingand nationalizing our life;
quite as much so as the public school,
and far more so than the American factoryand the American city as they are
today. Preparedness through universal
ocrvitc wuuiu iurn out to oe trie oest
possible school of practical civics. In
such a school all men who are Americansin spirit would get together and
learn to work together, so as to insure
co-operation among our people in Rocial
and industrial life. Such co-operation
will secure not merely liberty and opportunity,but also the sense of obliga^
tion.which is just as important as the
other two.

Hits "Pork Barrel" Methods.
"We must abolish pork-barrel methodsin the army.as regards army

posts, navy yards, as regards everythingelse. Remember that after preparednesshas been accepted by the
country and the necessary funds voted
the real work will have only begun.
England's navy represents over three
centuries and Germany's army over two
centuries of development along an unbrokenline of tradition and progress
to the present stage of efficiency; The
first and all important essential is to
divorce the army and navy organizationsabsolutely from politics."
Col. Roosevelt asserted that "the extremenaval party in Germany has recentlyadvocated war with the. lTnited

States on the ground that in the end, as
the result of such a war. we would
have to pay all the war expenditures
of the Germanic powers and their allies.
"These enormous sums would be

raised by taxation on all our citizens,"
he said. "Those of German descent
would pay as heavily as those of any
other descent, and all would share ecjuallythe shame and dishonor. A foreign
foe ia the foe of all of us alike. If in
this land the citizens of one national
origin successfully set the fashion of
influencing this nation to its own detrimentIn the interest of the country
from which they originally came, sooneror later it is absolutely certain that
the citizens of some other national originwill repeat the experiment, and
this country will be left degraded and
helpless among the nations. If such
an event befall us, the bitter bread of
humiliation will be eaten by all those
who dwell in this land, no matter what
tneir creea, no matter what their nationalorigin. It will be eaten by your
children and grandchildren and greatgrandchildrenjust as much as by mine.

Americanism of the Spirit.
"Americanism is a matter of the spirit,not of birthplace or descent. Among

the best Americans 1 have ever known,
among the men closest to me in social
and political life, are. and have been,
men born in, or men whose fathers
were born in, Germany, Ireland, the
Scandinavian kingdoms and other
European countries. They stand on an
exact level with the other Americans,
whose ancestors were here in colonial
times.

the best possible assurance of peace.
