Extracts From Speeches He
Made When He Was Prom-
| inent in Politics.

EXPRESSED HIS OPINIONS
IN UNEQUIVOCAL TERMS

Declared for Protective Tariff and
Proper Regulation of Corpora-
tions—Would Safeguard Labor.

Although Mr. Justice Hughes has
persistently and consistent]y refused to
give any expression of his present
views on public and political questions
of the day while he retains his place on
the Supreme bench, it iz not difficult to
ascertain what Mr. Hughes once
thought about things that now interest
the voters.

What time he was in politice—and
once for a period of several years he
was very much in politics—he never
hesitated to express his opinions, and
in no uncertain or equivocal terms. 1n
speeches made upon different occasions
he has discussed almost everything
within the range of political purview—
party organization, bossism, duty to
the state, executive responsibility, office
seeking, labor, trusts, public service
| corporations, railroad regulation, Fili-
, pinos and what not.

Excerpts from some of his speeches
are presented herewith.

In the course of his speech in re-
 sponse to his formal notification of his
‘nomination as governor, at the Repub-
- lican Club in New York city, October 3.
1906, Mr. Hughes expressed his views
on a number of political topics.

His Administration “Unbossed.”

He said, in part:

“It will be an unbossed administra-
| tion. I believe in party organization—
in clean, efficient organization. 1 prom-
ise all members of the party fair treat-
ment and just consideration, XNo indi-
vidual oy group of individual? and no
private /interest will be permitted to
i dictate ‘'my policy. 1 shall decide and
| act according to my conscience and as |
| believe the public interest requires.

1 am deeply interested in all efforts

to better the condition of our working
inen. Every practical measure for the
real benefit of labor will have my cor-
dial support. 1t would be difficult to
point 1o a more important field of leg-
'‘islation than that illustrated by the
racts relating to tenement houses, to
j=weat shops, to child labor and to hours
1of labor. These are important contri-
| butions to the cause and their provi-
|sions should be effectively administer-
‘ed. 1 believe in the thorough enforce-
!ment of the labor laws, and shall favor
such appropriations and such equip-
ment as will admit of their proper exe-
cution.
“I shall spare no effort to make ef-
fective the reforms in the business of
life insurance so essential to the inter-
ests of policyholders.”

Regulation of Corporations.

At a dinner of the Republican Club of
New York city, October 18, 1907, he
said:

“I believe most thoroughly in the ef-
ficient regulation of these public serv-
ice corporations in the interest of the

public. I believe that their transac-
tions should be conducted in the light
of day and under the public eye, that
they should be compelled to furnish the
service which they are bound by their
charters to render, and that all their
public obligations should rigorously be
enforced.

“To avoid any pos=sibility of misap-
prehension regarding my own course, I
may say this further word: 1 do not
seek any public office. The majority of
people doubtlese think that the distinc-
tion and power of office are an irre-
sistible attraction. If you had been
constantly in my company during the
past nine months you would see that
another point of view is quite possible.
To me public office means a burddn of

responsibility—a burden of incessant
toil at times almost intolerable
—which, under honorable conditions

and at the command of the people, it
may be a duty and even & pleasure to
assume, but is far from being an ob-
ject of ambition. I have not sought,
nor shall T seek, directly or indirectly,
to influence the selection or the vote
of any delegate to any convention, and
with reference to the action of any
delegate to any convention there will
be no suggestion or thought of influ-
ence, protest or reprisal in the execu-
tive chamber.

“Those whom 1 have appointed to of-
fice have been counseled to have sole
regard to thg efficiency of the work of
their departments. I have asked no
man for favors, but, on the contrary,
I have constantly insisted that the
work of government shall be carried on
not with reference to the selfish advan-
tage of any one, but exclusively in the
interest of the people. ~

Replies to Criticism.

“It has been stated that T have not
paid sufficient attention to those who
are politically active and who bear the
burden and heat of the day in political
campaigne. It has been said that I re-

gard political activity as a disqualifica-
tlion far public office. Now, no cause
can be advanced without hard work,
and it must be the object of zealous de-
votion. I esteem those who in an hon-
orable manner work for the party. Po-
Iitical activity by virtue of the expe-
rience and knowledge of affalrs galned
in it, o far from belng a disqualifica-
tion, may be a most important quali-
fication for office. But I want that po-
litical actreity to be of such a charac-
ter as to leave a man free and inde-
pendent in the dignity of his manhood
to perform the duties of office, if ap-
pointed, unembarrassed by improper in-
fluences and unaffected by accumulated
obligationsa.

“We wapt in office men adapted to
the office, with the character and the
capacity which will enable them to dis-
charge its duties, and if theyv can call
political experience to their aid, so
much the better, so long as in that ex-
perience they have maintained their in-
dividuality and self-respect and have
remained worthy of the public con-

“Talking in this personal veln, I may
say that I have steadfastly refrained
from becoming associated in any man-
ner with factional controversies, I
have ho connection with or interest in
the ambitions or efforts of rivals for

political preferment or political lead-

“I have also frequently commented
upon the importance of constant prac-
tical recognition of the limits assigned
under our systemn of government to the
exercise of legislative, judicial and

anl degree. It is my privilege and
duty to recommend to the legislature
such matters as I deem expedient. And
when a matter Is deemed to be expe-
dient it {s my duty to urge it as vig-
orously as I may.”

Discusses Public Questions.

Illumination was further thrown
upon his views on public questions
when in January, 1908, an effort was
made to boom him for the presidentlal
nomination. He wrote as follows in
answer to a letter from James S. Leh-
maler, committee chalrman of the Re-
publican Club of New York city:

“I am deeply sensible of the honor
conferred upon me by my fellow-mem-
bers of the Republican Club in the pas-
sage of the resolution to which you re-
fer, and it will give me pleasure to ac-
cept the invitation. In accepting It, it
8 proper for me to restate my po-
ition:

“It is my deslre that the sentiment
of the party shall have the freest ex-

i
8

pression, and that such action shall
be takem as will be for its best in-
terests,

“l do not seek office nor shall I at-
tempt to influence the selection or vote
of-any delegate. The state administra-
tion must continue to be impartial and
must not be tributary to any candi-}
dacy.

"I have no Interest in any factional
controversy, and desire above all things
that there shall be deliberation, honest
expression of the party will, and har-
mony of effort.

“I cannot fail to recognize the greal
honor which the nomination ‘Wwould
confer or the obligation of service
which it would impose. Wor should I
care to be thought lacking in appre-
clation of the confidence and esteem
which prompt the efforts of those who
sincerely desire to bring it about. The
matter is one for the party to decide,
and, whatever its decigsion, I shall be
content.

“I shall be glad to meet with the
members of the club as you Suggest,
and to make such further statement as
may be appropriate.”

Candidate Hughes’ Platform in 1908

In response to the invitation Gov.
Hughes went to New York January 31,
and at the Republican Club made a
speech which was In the nature of a
statement of his views on the issues of
the day, speaking as a candidate for the
presidential nomination. Among other
other things he said:

“But when, in justice to those wWho
have honored me with their confidence,
and to the party which, as we all desire,
should act freely and with full infor-
mation, it becomes a duty to speak, 1
have no desire to remain silent, Nor
should I in any event care to preserve
availability at the expense of candor.
“Having stated these principles, I
zhall define briefly my position with re-
gard to certain particular questions.
“There is no matter of greater im-
portance than the conservation and de-
velopment of our natural resources. It
is of the most urgent necessity that our
forests should be protected, and that
these priceless treasures should be pre-
served from ruthless destruction. All
the property of the people should be
safeguarded from spoliation. I am also
deeply interested in the development
of inland waterways, to provide in-
creased and adequate facilities for our
growing commerce. We should further
do all in our power to extend the area
of productive activity through irriga-
tion and suitable plans of reclamation.
The common right in our public lands
should be protected from encroachment,
and wherever governmental power may
properly be exercised, the eole object
should be the promotion of the general
welfare, and Rl11 schemes of rapacity
should be frustrated.

Opposes Government Ownership.

“] do not believe in governmental
ownership of railroads. But regula-
tion of interstate transportation is es-
sential to protect the people from un-
just diseriminations and to secure-safe,
adequate and impartial service upon
reasonable terms, in accordance with
the obligations of common carriers. In
order to have supervision which is
both thorough and just an administra-
tive board is necessary. [ may assume
that my attitude with regard to this
matter is so well understood through
mv recommendations in relation to the
enactment of the public service com-
mission's law in this state that an ex-
tended statement ig unnecessary.

“I approve the recent extension of
the authority of the interstate com-
merce commission by what is known
as the rate bill, and I believe that the

ple powers for purposes of investiga-
tion and supervision, and for making
rules and orders, which will enable it
to deal to the fullest extent possible,
within constitutional limits, with in-
terstate transportation in all its phages.

“This is a just policy. The power of
Congress to fix rates for interstate
transportation so as to prevent Im-
proper discriminations and to compel
carriage upon reasonable terms is un-
doubted. The sole question is how, and
under what circumstances, it shall be
exercised. -

“The Sherman anti-trust act should
be olarified and made more explieit.
The law may be made stronger and
more effective by being made more
deflnite. Sweeping condemnations, of
uncertain meaning, do not aid, but
rather embarrass the proseocution of
those who are guilty of pernicious
practices. Combinations and practicea
in unreasonable restraint of trade, and
which menace the freedom of {inter-
state commerce, should be condemned
in precise terms. At the same time
provision may well bse made for joint
agreements, under proper circum-
stances, as to railroad rates, which
should be subject to the approval of
the interstate commerce commission.

Believes in Protective Tariff.

"1 believe in a protective tariff. It
is an established policy. Our opponents
would not undertake to present to the
voters of the country thé issue of free
trade.

“A protective tariff is essential to
the interests of our wage-earners, in
that it makes possible the payment of
wages on the scale to which we are
accustomed in this country and thus
maintains our American standards of
living. Hence the difference in the cost
of production here and abroad is the
fundamental consideration.

“But I do not helieve in making this
policy a cover for exorbitant rates or
for obtaining special privileges from
the government which are not based
upon consideration of the general wel-
fare. 1 believe that the tariff should
be revised. And in order to effect what-
ever readjustment may bhe necessary to
make the tarif schedules consistent
with the principles underlying the pro-
tective policy, I favor the appointment
of an expert commission, so that the
facts may be ascertained without delay
and that Congress may dispose of the
matter in the fairest possible manner.

Would Safeguard Labor.

“So far as the matter is within the
power of Congress, the interests of
labor should be safeguarded and the
conditions of labor improved. I am in

favor of the enactment of a law aptly
expressed, to apply exclusively to in-
terstate commerce, which would em-
body the principles of the employers'
lability bill recently declared uncon-
&titutional because ton broad. 1 also
approve the laws which have been en-
acted with regard to safety appliances
and hours of labor in railroad service.
The matter of railroad accidents de-
serves special investigation, and every
effort should be made to obtain ade-
quate information which will lead to
appropriate measures for the protection
of life and limb.

“Wherever the government comes into
direct relation to labor, proper con-
ditions with regard to hours, wages,
safety and compensation for accidents
should be provided.

“With regard to the Filipinos, we are
placed under the most sacred obliga-
tions. In justice to them and in jus-
tice to ourselves, we must omit no ef-
fort to prepare them for self-govern-
ment. When they are able to govern
themselves and are in a position to
maintain their independence the Amer-
ican people will not deny them the boon
which we ourselves have so highly
prized. In the meantime, the work of
the edueation and training must pro-
ceed, and everything that can be done
consistently with the interesta of our
own people must be done to promote
thelr prosperity.

“We are devoted to the interests of
peace and we cherish no policy of ag-
gresslon. The maintenance of our ideals
is our surest protection. It is our con-
stant alm to live in friendship with all
nations and to realize the aims of a
free government secure from the inter-
ruptions of strife and the wastes of
war. It is entirely consistent with these
aims, and it is our duty, to make ade-
gquate provision for our defense and to
maintain the efficiency of our army and
navy. And this 1 favor.”

Views on Party Organization.

Again dealing with the question of
party organization, Gov. Hughes, at a
banquet in Albany February 27, 1907,
=aid:

“Organization is essential to success-

ful effort, and no sans man would ex-
pect any political undertaking to be
successful which is not' skilifully or-
ganized and wisely managed. But the
success of political organizations, im-
portant as is practical management,
will depend upon its ideals. No matter
how skillfully constructed or astutgly
led, the people will smash any orgsn-
ization that is devoted to selfish inter-
ests. Give the people the idea that the
main purpose of organization is to se-
cure control for personal advantage or
for favored interests, and sooner or
later they will bring to grief the best
lafd plans of the most astute leaders.
But, on the other hand, convince them
that organization is directed to the
purpose of maintaining an honorable
party policy and of promoting an ad-
ministration of government in the in-
terest of the people, and they will rally
to its support.”

Estimate of Justice Hughes.

President Jacob Gould Schurman of
Cornell University, in an estlmate of
Mr. Hughes, written when the present
justice was Governor of New York and
published as preface to the collection
of speeches and addresses of Mr.
Hughes, said:

“Mr. Hughes is not only analytic and
critical, but creative and constructive.
His friends, his assoclates at the bar
and the judges of the courts have long
admired this remarkable combination
of gifts. And the general public have
become aware of them, also, since Mr.
Hughes followed up his wonderful gas
and Insurance investigatlons with
drafting remedial legislation, and es-
pecially since as governor he framed
his public utilities bill as a solution
of the gravest question of public policy
now before our people.

“Similarly, Mr. Hughes' fearlessness
and Independence have for many years
been well understood by those who
know him. And his firm attitude toward
hostile politicians and leglslators since
he became governor has given open
proof of these characterlstics to the
public. Indeed, the moral attributes of
the man are guite on a par with his
intellect, powerful and , capacious as
that is, even if they do net surpass it.

*Mr. Hughes is under no (llusions eon-
cerning his nomination and election to
the governorship. He knows that the

“And he is so far from cherishing any
illusions as to his comparative stand-
ing with other men that he recognizes
very clearly that his nomination to
public office was due to a combination
of circumstances which made him., in
the estimation of his party, the most
available man.
