
TEST OF SWIMMING SKILL
FATAL TO R. P. FROSTAD

Voluntarily Enters Contest With
Friend and Is Drowned.His

Body Becovered.

Robert P. Frostarl. thirty-two years
old. a plate printer employed at the
bureau of engiaving and printing, last
night about 7:30 o'clock was drowned
In the river a short distance above
Highway bridge. The drowning took
place after he entered the water to participatein a swimming contest with
William Longworth. another plate
printer.
The body was recovered this morningabout 11:15 o'clock .and taK^n to

the morgue. It is probable that CoronerNevitt will give a certificate of accidentaldeath.
P'rrstrifl and Loneworth had been at

the home of the Old Dominion Pleasure
Club, an organization composed < hiefly
of the bureau employe?;, and were preparingto return home when, it is
stated. Frostad boasted that he was

the better swimmer of the two. Longworthdisputed the claim and, he stated,
Frcstad suggested a bet of $1 as an inducementfor them to engage in the
contest. %

Accepts the Challenge.
Longworth said he accepted the challengeand had a man row them to the

ripraps between the Georgetown channeladd Little river. Both men entered
the water. Longwcr tfi on the shallow
side of the ripraps and Frostad on the
north side in deeper water. K. IS. Clements.4S4 Pennsylvania avenue northwest.who rowed the men to their destination.culled to Longworth that his
f i lend was drowning.
Hurrying from the south side of the

ripiaps Longworth got a glimpse of
his friend, he stated, and saw him when
he was disappearing. He was unable
to rescue him. how ever, and word of
the fatality was sent to the police.
The deceased, who was a native of>

Norway, was a resident of Philadelphia
at the time of his appointment to a

position in the bureau of engraving and;
printing. June 6. 1884. He boarded at

11th street southwest.
