VV. V. Cox Recalls When a

President Was Exposed
to War Danger.

FORT STEVENS EPISODE
IS TOPIC OF ADDRESSj

Representative Kahn of California
Also a Speaker Today at the

Battleground Cemetery.

The notable part that Fort Stevens
played in the preservation of the capital.being: the one place where a Presidentof the United States was under
fire on the actual bittlefront, personallycommanding the Union forces,
was told today at Battleground cemeteryby W. V. Cox in an address, "Lin-

coinat Fort Stevens." He concluded
his address by sayinu that Fort Stevens
was the high-water mark of the
"lost cause" and the low-water mark
of the Union cause. He urged that the
site of the old defense of the capital
should be acquired by the government
and preserved as a historic landmark,
and that at the same time it might be
devoted to the uses of the Walter Reed
Hospital
The ceremonies at Battleground cemeterywere under the direction of Capt.

Newton M. Brooks, past commander of

Dr Thomas Calver.
A salute to the flag was fired by a

gun squad ordered to the celebration
at the personal direction of Secretary
Daniels.

Found Washington Defenseless.
"When Abraham Lincoln was inaug-

urated President of the 1'nited States!
Washington was as defenseless as the
British found it in 1814 or as it is to-
day. Three or four hundred marines
and artillerymen composed its defense.
United States troops had been design-
edly sta:for»ed in remote places, and
arms and munitions stored in the south.
The militia had been disbanded. There
were, however, four companies of volunteers,the National Rifles-, the Wash-
Ington Lignt Infantry, the Potomac!
Light Infantry and the National Guard
Battalion. Members of thes6 organiy.U'ions wore divided in sentiment betweenthe north and south, a command-
in; officer statins; that th»»i! mirpose
v. a: o gucrd the frontier of Maryland
and help keep the Yankees f/om coinin.:dow n to coerce the south.
"L'nion men of these companies and

paniotic citizens voluntcei -d their
services to protect the capital. They
Kuoided the approaches, the wharves,
the Long bridge, the public buildings,
etc., until relieved by the volunteers
from the north. For days they were
practically the only troops between
the capital and the enemy.

'Mr. Lincoln appreciated these services,but the republic, proverbially ungrateful.has forgotten the 'minute
ni« n' of Washington. They have receivedno recognition, no thanks, no,
not even a memorial tablet, although
they saved the nation's capital to a reunitedcountry. For over a month after
actual hostilities began the volunteers
fr m the north, who ramped on every
hill and drilled on every plain, had no
thought for the physical defenses of
the- city. It was said that the volunteershaving arrived, Washington was
sate end there would be no actual war.

Peace Hope Soon Vanished.
"The hope for a peaceful settlement

noon vanished. Mr. Lincoln, knowing
that unselfish patriotism anu proii-,

ciency in drill would not win battles,
conferred with Secretary of "War Cam-,
eron and Gen. Mansfield, chief of en;gineers, about constructing fortificajtions around Washington, regardless of
the fact that the construction of new

fortifications was forbidden in the
army bill.
"Edwin M. Stanton, having been ap1pointed Secretary of War. took possesision of sites for forts as a military nejcessity, and a commission, composed of

Gens. Barnard. Meigs. Barry. Cullum,
Totten and Mansfield a galaxy of
wonderful engineers.was appointed to
place the city in a state of preparedjness. and the work of constructing the
defenses of Washington was begun and
carried on energetically. The battle of
Bull Run fully d'emonstriKed the necesIsi4.y for defenses.

"President Lincoln was greatly in1forested in the plans and the work of
the engineers, and each day found him
inspect?ng: one or more of the sixty!eight forts and batteries, connected by
rifle trenches, that, for thirty-seven
miles, surround Washington. The completionof the general defenses made no
difference in Mr. Lincoln's visits to
forts, hospitals and camps.
"During the summer months Mr. Lincolnwith his family lived in the Andersoncottage at the Soldiers' Home,

about a mile from Fort Stevens. Here,
in this cottage, which to him was a
haven of rest, many of his greatest
plans and problems were thought out.
the most historic and far-reaching beingthe emancipation proclamation.
"From the White House to the cottag#5in the beautiful grounds of the

Soldiers' Home he traveled by carriage
»»r in a military ambulance. Sometimes
he rode on horseback, attended by a
small escort, members of his family,
members of the cabinet and officers
often being with him.

Routes Lincoln Traveled.
"Mr. Lincoln's itinerary from the

White House was east on Pennsylvania
avenue to New York avenue; thence,
on New York avenue, to Northern Libertymarket (now Mount Vernon
Square), passing the church where he
worshiped. the famous 'Little Toy
Shop' and a couple of squares north
of Ford's Theater. From Mount Vernon
Square he proceeded north on 7th
street, passing Campbell and Harewoodhospitals to the grounds of the
Soldiers' Home. Sometimes he went
out 15th or 14th street, thence across
the commons, or by Rock Creek Church
road, to his cottage. He reached Fort
Stevens by way of Seventh Street road.
"For historv's vak#» on nf th0

traveled by President Lincoln should
be selected.as part of the Lincoln Highwayin the District of Columbia, but. I
understand, another route is about to
be chosen. Detours from the streets,
roads and places, intertwined with the
life of Mr. Lincoln and suggestive of
his presence, puch as Soldiers' Home,
the Seventh Street pike and Fort Stevens.to new streets and places unknownto him, would be a travesty.
Such a route could not. and should not,
be called a Lincoln highway if the objectof this road is really to preserve,
and not. to falsify, history.
"When Gen. Early and his victorious

army suddenly appeared before Washingtonin July. 1S64. Mr. Lincoln was
occupying the cottage. On the eveniNgof July 10 he left his office at the
White House for his summer home
against the protests of officials and
friends who did not want him so close
to the enemy. Secretary Stanton, hearingof the appearance of a strong force
of Confederates near the District line,
sent a carriage for Mr. Lincoln that
night, insisting that he return to the
White House, which he did. Assistant
Secretary. G. V. Fox of the navy made
ready a vessel to take the President
from Washington, if necessary.

Lincoln's Greatest Anxiety.
"The great solicitude of officials for

his personal safety irritated Mr. Lincoln,who thought little of personal
danger. The example he set was to
calm the apprehensions of officials and
allay the fears of the citizens. 'Let us
be vigilant, but keep cool * he wired
Gov. Swann of Maryland.' Mr. Lincoln'sgreatest anxiety at this time beingto capture Early's army before it
could recross the Potomac, its escape
caused him real anguish.
"On the morning of July 11 PresidentLincoln went to Fort Stevens to

observe the situation. From there he
went to the 7th street -wharf and
warmly greeted the 6th Army Corps,
arriving from the James river. The
men cheered him heartily and at once
began a hurried march to Fort Stevens.cannonading in front, as stated
by the historian of the corps, stimulatingand hastening the steps of the
men.
'The next day. July 12, Mr. Lincoln

was again at Fort Stevens. In a woods
near the Distrfict line was Gen. John
O. Breckinridge, an unsuccessful candidatefor the presidency against Mr.
Lincoln, now hoping to enter the capitalwith the Army of Northern Virginia.The President, having taken a

position on th^ parapet of the fort by
the side of Gen. Horatio G. Wright,
watched, w-ith grave and pensive
countenance, the progress of the battle.
"It was my great privilege, nearly

twenty years ago, to stand on the same

parapet with Gen. Wright, commander
of the 6th Army Corps, his daughter,
Mrs. Rosa Wright Smith; Gen. D. S.
Stanley, Capt. Thomas Wilson. Dr. C. G.
Stone and James E. Kelley, sculptor of
American history. After contemplating
the surroundings, Gen. Wright said;
'There, near the pike, was the woods
that was so full of Early's men; along
this slope is where our skirmishers deployed:there a house was burned, there
another, and still another; over these
trenches went the brave soldiers of the
6th Corps. Where is the tree? I cannot
find the tree from which a sharpshooterpicked off my men. The old
rollgate has gone also"'

Parapet Where Lincoln Stood.
"He paced up and down the crumbling

earthworks for a while, as if to satisfy
himself in regard to some fact, then
said; 'Here on top of this parapet, betweenthis old embrasure and that, is
the place where President Lincoln
stood, witnessing the flght: there, by
his side, a surgeon was wounded by a
minie ball. I entreated the President
not to expose his life to the bullets of
the enemy, but he seemed oblivious to
bis surroundings. Finally, when I
found that my entreaties failed to make
any impression on him, I said: "Mr.
President. I know you are commander
of the armies of the United States, but
I am in command here, and as you are
not safe where you are standing, and I
am responsible for your personal safety,
order you to come down." Mr. Lincoln

looked at me, smiled, and then, more in
consideration of my earnestness than
from inclination, stepped down and
rook position behind the parapet. Even
then he would persist in standing up
n/1 pvnncin" his tall form *

"Gen. McCook told me. the last Sundayhe spent in Washington, that when
the President descended from the parapet,he escorted him to the northeast
corner of the fort, where he prevailed
on him to sit on an ammunition pass
box. This ammunition box he soon
abandoned to watch the final charge of
Biddle's men. A bowlder now marks
the place where Lincoln stood: It was

placed there by the Fori Stevens Asocialion. The work of Comrades Lewis
Cass White and A. S. Perham, in placingthi3 bowlder, cannot be too highly
commended. All that remains of the
fort that protected Washington from
capture has been temporarily saved.
"Fort Stevens and the land interveningbetween it and the Walter Reed

Hospital should be acquired by the
government for practical purposes of
mis great war nuoi»uoi, cum hit othh!mental reason that Fort Stevens was
the high-water mark of the lost cause.
the low-water mark of the cause of
the Union, emphasized by the fact that
gold was, at this time, at its highest
premium.
"At the battle of Fort Stevens Presijdent Lincoln was in actual command

of the armies of the United States, issuingorders. The Confederates were
defeated and forced hack across the
Potomac, never again to invade the
north. Here a memorial should he
placed to Abraham Lincoln; a memorial
commemorating the bravery of the
American soldier, the boys who wore
the blue and the boys who wore the
gray."

Representative Frear Hopes
U. S. Will Point Way to

Broader Humanity.

IS MEMORIAL DAY TOPIC

Program of Exercises Today in Congressional

"On this Memorial clay it is well for
the greatest nation in the world to

point the way to a broader, higher humanity.A greater work lies before
the world and before this government
than has ever voiced the complaints of

humanity. Instead of surrendering our

energies and llfework to the settlementof changing economic problems
that are insignificant in comparison to

the lives of men and nations, it remainsfor our government to find some

way toward a world-wide enduring
peace."
This sentiment when expressed by

Representative James A. Frear, the
orator of the day in Congressional
cemetery, won enthusiastic applause
from several hundred auditors. This
applause was renewed a few moments
later, when Mr. Frear again said: "The
flowers we bring today fade and wither.but the debt of gratitude we owe

ybu veterans will bo fresh and living
long after the veteran has passed
away. You have lived to see the dividedhouse reunited, and to see thegreatestand most powerful nation of
the world welded out of that same
broken republic which you helped to
save."

Reviews Country's Development.
Mr. Frear. in opening his address, recalledthat fifteen years ago on this

memorial anniversary he addressed a

gathering of veterans here in Washingtonand expressed the hope that never

again would "the shadow of another
great war fall upon the face of the
earth." After reviewing the developmentof this country since then, and
paying respect to the debt of gratitude
which the nation owes to the Union defendersin the civil war. he called attentionto the fact that:
"War and desolation were never so

widespread in the history of the world
as it is today. Within two short years
millions of boys have given up their
lives or have been sent out in the world
blind, maimed or wrecked human
hulks, to be driven before the storm.

"I am not ready to conceive," he said,
"that the people of this age and of this
country are impotent, to save us from
appeals to bloodshed and violence. If
reason has been throttled today while
war holds sway ours is the power and
influence to restore reason and raise a

protective barrier against the rule of
madness now or hereafter."

Hope for the Future.

Hope for the future and that (he

j United States will play a leading part
in the pacification of the entire world
was expressed by Representative Frear
as foTTbws:

"History is written in epochs, in centuries.not days, and whatever the record
yet to he written, nothing will dim the
iuster of the page which this day commemorates.No chapter of the last centurywill be more potent in the history of
the world than the record of that war

fought for the establishment of universal
freedom, for a broad universal peace.
"We are not permitted to look into the

future, to see behind the veil, but if so I
firmly believe we would see a living promiseof world peace not resting on force of
arms, but upon an agreement of nations.
That is the only enduring peace and,
strange anomaly, it will be made imperativeby reason of the wars that have been
waged, including that fought and won by
the boys in blue for the abolition of slaveryand for the Union.

Foresees Court of Arbitration.
"Six years ago four of the most powerfulnations of the world, Germany,

France, Great Britain and the United
States, prepared a draft for the organizationof a court of arbitration. That
court will be established before another
decade has passed.a court where governmentalidfferences will be heard and
determined by argreement.not force of
arms. That is not the dream of idealism,
it is the stern force of circumstances for
the world wants enduring peace, just as
the individual demands peace.
"God gave the world a Lirvcoln in

its hour of need. He placed the lowlieston the highest seat, not to preach
war. but the doctrine of liberty.of
peace and good will toward men, even
as the Carpenter's Son had preached
eighteen centuries before. Not war but
peace must be the ideal of every nation,
and that spirit is manifest today. It
will come from out the crucible of this
world-wide war, which teaches us that
the ultimate ambition of man or nationsmust not be war, but honorable
and lasting peace."
