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HYDRO-AERO FIGHT
DECIDED BY COUR

Albert S. Janin Awarded Prioi
ity of Invention Over

Glenn H. Curtiss.

Albert S. Janin is entitled to prlorll
of invention of the hydro-aeroplane 1
a decision of the District Court of Ai
peals rendered today by Justice Va
Orsdel. Justice Robb dissents from tl
views of his associates.
The action of the court reverses tl

decision of the commissioner of pa
ents, who had given priority to Gler
H. Curtiss. The interference was d
clared originally between the applic?
tion of Janin, filed July 31, 1913, ar
the application of Curtiss. recorded At
gust 22, 1911, the Janin applicatic
being a substitute for an earlier pet
tion filed January 26, 1911. The ca:
turned on the question of reduction
practice.
Justice Van Orsdel, in the course

his opinion, savs: "Curtiss is not tl
first inventor who has almost reduct
the invention to practice, and who ma
have afterward further developed i
but has failed to get a patent becaui
of what another has achieved. Tl
failure to award Curtiss the subjei
matter of this specific count will n<
take from him all of the patentab
subject matter which he may hai
originated and which belongs to th
art.
"We can perceive no justification ft

making an exception to the genersrule of law which applies to these case
in favor of an inventor who haDDer
to have been the first to give an inver
tion to the world by an actual redu<
tion to practice, however great h
achievements or howevetr wide hfame, when another equally ingeniotin originating a novel idea, thougquit* unknown, has anticipated him t
taking an equivalent course in th
same direction, a course which und<
the rules of law, as uniformly applieentitles him to a patent."
The majority opinion of the com

points out that to the satisfaction
all the tribunals of the patent office ea
cept the commissioner Janin has e!
tablished a date of conception as ear]
as 1907, while all agreed that the eai
liest date that can be accorded Curtii
Is May, 1910. The reduction to practit
is said to have been on the same da;
January 26, 1911, and the court hole
that Janin being the first to concei\
the patent, must prevail.

Disqualify Him.

INSULTS ARE CARRIED
IN SPEECHES. IS CLAIM

Austrian Premier Says Peace Now

Depends Solely Upon
Enemies.

BERLIN. Wednesday, May Si. via
London. June 1..Prof. Hans Delbrue^lv
of the University of Berlin has written
an article in regard to American mediationin the war. in which he says there
is something repellent to Germany in

the idea of accepting President Wilson
as mediator It is obvious, he says,
that the sympathies of the President
are with the entente powers, which
might be regarded as disqualifying
him. so far as the central powers ar-i

concerned. He continues
"Moreover. President Wilson. byusingin his speeches expressions which

are insulting.has created an atmosphe: e

between us which renders a cordial
rapprochement 110 longer possible.
Nevertheless. Germany need not show
herself absolutely inflexible, for Ge

many'sstrength lies in the fact that
the President already has shown himselfso unfriendly that he has left
almost nothing undone in that direction.

Couldn't Get Support, He Says.
"What could he do to us if he proposedconditions which we rejected

flatly? He might threaten war. but
he would never be able to win the

support of American public opinion
and of Congress for war in order to

establish the peace of Europe."
Prof. Delbrueck argues the case 1*

quite different with the entente powers.which are completely in the hands
of America and are compelled to accept
conditions which America regards as

reasonable.
"America does not even need to go

so far as to prohibit the exportation
of munitions and to withdraw financial
support," he writes, "but needs only t
insist on maintenance of the old rules
of international law in order to compelEngland to yield."

Mr. Wilson Held Not Available.
Dr. Gustav Streseraann, national liberal,in an address in the reichstaa

rejected the idea that President Wilson
would be available as a peace mediator.

"If you take a vote of the German
people," said Dr. Stresemann, "only a

small minority would accept President
Wilson as a mediator, after he has renderedit possible for our enemies to
keep going in a military way by intensifyingthe possibility for the manufactureof munitions, after he has done
nothing whatever to utilize the vast
power of a great world state to guaranteethe shipment of provisions to
Germany; after we have found that he
has ever raised his hand threateningly
and proceeded against us with all his
power when we tried to defend ourselvesagainst the miserable starvingoutwar.

Thinks Rejection Approved.
"We would not reject the peace mediationof a really neutral power, possiblythe President of Switzerland, but

President Wilson's hand we reject, and
we believe a great mass of the German
people approve our rejection of it."
The speaker's words were greeted

with loud applause, mingled with
shouts of disapproval from the socialists.
Herr von Graefe. conservative, sharplyattacked the government, accusingit of weakness of dealing with th*»

United States. He was answered as
sharply by Dr. Karl Helfferich, speakingfor the first time as secretary of
the interior.

"Do you believe seriously that PresidentWilson wants to do anything favorableto Germany?"
"You know he does not, if you recallthe answer he sent to the emperoron the subject of breaches of internationallaw by our enemies," said

Cautious as to Peace.

Count Tisza, the Hungarian premier,
known as the "strong man of Austria-Hungary,in an interview accorded
to a correspondent of the Berlin Tageblattexpressed himself very cautiouslywith regard to the prospects for
peace and on the situation so far as
the readiness of Germany and AustriaHungaryis concerned

"But," said Count Tisza. "the entente
is yet unwilling: to draw the consequencesfrom this situation."
The premier made a sharp distinctionbetween subjective and objective
