Mr Rrandeis is the first Jew to be elevatedto the highest tribunal in the land.

He succeeds the late Associate Justice
I^rrar of Georgia The fight over his

confirmation was one of the bitterest in

the Senate*^ history. His nomination was

sent to the Senate last January.
Throughout the fight President Wilson

stood firmly behind his nominee.

It was
referred to the judiciary, committee, and
immediately a flood of protests against
Confirmation and memorials in favor
thereof began to pour in.
A subcommittee, consisting of Senators

Chilton. Fletcher. Walsh. Cummins and
Works, was appointed to report on the
nomination. It adopted the unusual
course of holding public hearings.

"We regard it as a great misfortuneand a distinct lowering of the standardheretofore maintained in making appointmentsto this high office that oneshould be selected for the place whose

reputation for honesty and integrityamong his associates at the bar hasbeen proved to be bad. which reputationhaa been justified by his own
course of conduct. We cannot conscientiouslygive our consent to the confirmationof such an appointment."

Majority Defended Brandeis.

GERMANS HAMMERING
AT RUSSIAN RAILWAYS;

I Slav Fliers Carry Out Several Raids

, on Points Behind Enemy
Lines.

PETROGRAD, .Tun#4 2..The operationson the western front have been
confined to spasmodic activity by the
Germans alone: the Pvina and by the
Austrians in Galicia The Germans
have several times bombarded the railwaybetween Rijra and Ik skull. The

railway follows the rijrht bank of the
Dvina within comparatively easy ranee
of the German batteries a few miles
westward They also have made a

more or less serious effort to cut the
Mitau railway immediately north of
Jacobstadt. but without success.

Near Gliadki. south of Tamopol. and
at Buczacz. on the Stripa. the Austrians
undertook an offensive, but were forced
hack to their original positions.

r bombs were dropped, and in the second
