VALUE OF EARTHQUAKES.

Ancient Idea of Fortification Effectivein European War.
From the Rochester Democrat.

It has remained for the greatest battleof the war In Europe thus far to
demonstrate in a measure the value of
earthworks for defense against the
most powerful modern guns and eaplosiveshells tver devised by the mind
of man. For, considering the actual
value of defensive works, sand he*
shown its superiority over concrete in'
resisting attack upon the outer line of
forts at Verdun.
The perman^nca of earthwork fortificationshas been abundantly demonstratedin this country. In the town of

Portsmouth. It. I., there is an earthen,
star-shaped fort, constructed during
King Philips war. early in the seventeenthcentury. Jt remains substantiallyintact today, except where it has.
been encroached upon by building operations.It was effective against the
attacks of the Indians in Roger Williams'dav. and it would doubtless, as
shown by experience at Verdun in thef
last few days, be more generally proof
against modern gunnery than the reinforcedconcrete which yields so readilyto modern shells.
One of the demonstrated merits %i

massive earthwork defenses is the
manner in whch they lend themselves
to speedy repair after vigorous attack,
as compared with stone, iron and concreteconstruction. The spade and
shovel, used now so extensively lii
"digging-in tactics," loom large jn the
equipment of mod. rn armies; hence the
means for repairing even an immense
earthwork fortification are convenientlyat hand. When a fortress made
of a composite of reinforced concrete,
steel bars and stone is struck by a few
42-c»otimeter dynamite shells its usefulnessis ended.
At a moiety of the cost of concrete

fortifications immense earthworks
could he constructed with such advantageas they possess, and it might thu»
happen that an offensive army would
exhaust its resources in an impetuoue
attack. without putting defensive
works out of commission and beyond
hope of quick repair.

and stirred him to his finest efforts. To
the average actor there are hut two kinds
of criticism.-the "knock and the "l>oost.''
The last named benefits him but little and
merely serves lo feed his vanity, which »s
seldom in need of an> nutriment. A
"knock." however.even one that is maliciousand undeserved.is quite apt to win
for him the support of those whose wrath
is aroused by the injustice of the attack.

Intelligent criticism.and there are

ran be of greater value to the actor than
to any other artist, for whereas the paintercan study his own work and the novelistread what he has written the player
cannot see himself act. Nevertheless, tlje
most treasured contents of the scrap book
are the "notices" that are of the least
real value.
