People Rejoice and Expec
Present Government to

step uown.

DECISION FOLLOWS UP
ALLIES' STERN ACTION

Threat of Restrictions at Hellenes
Ports Had Been Issued

From London.

ATHENS, via London, June 9..Th
Greek cabinet has decided to publis
immediately a demobilization decret

disbanding th* twelve senior mHltar
classes.
There is general rejoicing here ove

the decision of th* government fo
demobilization. It is not thought th
present government win oe «i»ic i

continue in power after the army i
disbanded.

Expected to Capitulate.
LONDON. June 9..The editorials ii

the London morning papers are largel;
taken* up by the situation in Greece
The leaders unanimously express re

lief that the entente at last has de
elded to take strong measures ti
end the anomalous situation in Greece
and the belief is general that Greec«
will be compelled to capitulate in
ahort time.
Persistent rumors have been in clr

culation that the allies were about t<
take strong measures against Greecf
These were followed late yesterda;
afternoon hv the issuance of the fol
lowing official statement:

"The attitude of the Greek govern
ment in connection with the situatioi
arising out of the surrender of Greel
territory to Bulgarian troops made i

precautionary measures. The Britisl

f[overnment is taking certain precau
Ions respecting: the export of coal am
with regard to Greek shipping in Brit
ish ports, the object being to preven
supplies reaching the enemy.
"The question of restrictive measure

at Greek ports is under consideratioi
by the ^allies."

Hoped for Demobilization.
Although it is not known what de

mands have been made upon Greece, th<
Daily Telegraph and other morning pa
pars express the hope that it is noth
in* short of the demobilization of th<
Greek army. The Post says:

"Greece is confronted with a serious
emergency. It is in the power of th<allies to close the sea against her, ancher many rich island possessions majbecome endangered."
The Daily Graphic says: "If lessei

measures are insufficient to preventGreece from aiding the enemy we shal
doubtless proceed to a full blockade olGreek ports. Bulgarian troops certainlywould not be allowed to occupjGreek ports unless the Greek governmenthad virtually decided to throw
in its lot with the central powers. Th<
reply of the entente powers is promptand will be decisive."

Will Enforce Treaties.
PARIS. June 9..The official presi

bureau states that the entente alliet
have notified the Greek governmen
that as a result of ita negotiation
with Bulgaria and Germany they wil
take all measures necessary to enforci
the treaties safeguarding Greek unit]
and the Greek constitution. Thes<
treaties, moreover, are binding on th<
resigning dynasty, Greece is informed.

offer mediation.
