on Civil Service Disappoints

. Falls Short of Req:itests Made by Samuel
Gompers of A. F. of L. and Representatives of
Federal Employes’ Association.

. BY EARL GODWIN.
CHICAGO, June 9.—A reorganization

of the civil service system along lines

of efficiency and economy is all that the

republican platform promises, falling
far short of the requests made of the
resolutions committes by Samuel Gom-
pers, president of the A. F. of L., and
representatives of the Government Em-
ployes’ Association.

The minimum wage idea was left out

the platform entirely, although dis-

gired plank on retirement fund and

pensions for older clerks was not in-
Berted.

A campaign issue has been raised by
the statement that $44,000,000 in sal-
aries outside of the civil service have
been created by the democrats, and the
promise is made to extend the eivil
service,

Text of the Declaration.
The plank reads:

“*The civil service law has always
been sustained by the republican
party, and we renew our repeated

declaration that it shall be thoroughly
and honestly enforced and extended
wherever practicable. The democratic

party has created since March 4, 1913,

30,000 offices outside of the civil serv-
ice law at an annual cost of §44,000,000
to the taxpayers of the country.

“We condemn the gross abuse and
misuse of the law by the present dem-
ocratic administration and pledge our-
selves to a reorganization of this serv-
ice along lines of efficiency and econ-
omy."”

From Platform of 1912.

The plank is not so liberal in its ex-
pressions as was the republican plank
of the last campaign, which reads as
follows:

“We reaffirm our adherence to the

principle of appointment to public of-
fice based on proved fitness and tenure
during good behavior and efficiency.
The republican party stands commit-
ted to the maintenance, extensgion and
enforcement of the civil service law,
and it favors the passage of legisla-
tion empowering the President to ex-
tend competitive service so far as prac-
ticable.

“We favor legislation to make pos-
sible the equitable retirement of dis-
abled and superannuated members of
the civil service, in order that a higher
standard of efficiency may be main-
tained.

“We favor the amendment of the fed-
eral employes’ liability law so as to ex-
tend its provisions to all government
employes as well as to provide a more
liberal acale of compensation for in-
jury and death.”

i News dispatches have reported the
fact that it was former Representative
MacDonald of Michigan who dalivered
‘the sulphurous message to the repub-
Mieans. He and Victor Murdock of Kan-
mas, who did all he could to kill the
Trepublican party four years ago, now
seem to be standing back to back
ting off a horde of progressives
who have every desire to gag these
two radicals. It might be.said that the
-g:greulvea are suffering from acute
igestion from havin swallowed
radicals of the Murdoc and Mac-
Donald type. Oh, If they could only be

quieted, what a lot of uniting might be
accomplished. At present tgerexis no
telling what will happen to the bull
moose, who has roared and pawed the
earth a little while ago, but he may be
dead before the week is over.

The leaders of the progreasives, bar-
ring the wild-eyed ones, seem to appre-
ciate this fact very keenly, and are
standing around with restoratives to
postpone the end if it must come.

One can hear a variety of rhetorical
phrases coined by political sharps on
the state of mind that progressiveés are
in; also on the predicament they are
in. Some of our mors direct phraseolo-
gists would have it that the 8~
sives have shoved a fine large revolver
into the vest of the republican party
and have asked that organlzation to
hold up its hands. In answer the re-
publicans have sald they're not afraid
of unloaded weapons.

But just as a reminder that Roogevelt
is a grand little phraggologist himaelf,
remember that Chauncey Depew got
the biggest hand of hls entire speech
when he declared this country couldn't
afford a mollycoddle foreign policy. If
memory plays no tricks it was the
colonel who first made that word a
haagliner in every mnewspaper In the
land.

Purchases . Forty-Five Acres of
Ground en Pettys Island in
Delaware River.

PHILADELPHIA, Pa., June %9—The
purchase of forty-five acres of Pettya
Island, in the Delaware river, by the
Cramp Shipbuilding Company for an
enlargement of its present plant and
the construction of a large oll refinery
by the Crew-Levick Company was con-
firmed today.

The Pennsylvania rallroad Is also
planning to bulld a span between the
fsland and the New Jersey side of the
Delaware river to facilitate the trans-
portation of shipbullding supplies and
export of oll. Discussion of this project
has already been taken up with gov-
ernment officials at Washington. The
bridge will connect with the Amboy
division of the Pennsylvania raliroad,
affording a direct outlet at New York
and Jersey City.

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MOOSE IS WAITING
FORITS SLAUGHTER

Will Fall Under Republican
Juggernaut if Colonel
Gives Command.

LEADERS BELIEVE PARTY
IS APPROACHING ITS END

Progressives Tired of Being Out in
Cold and Many Want to :
“Come Back.”

BY EARL GODWIN.
CHICAGO, June 9.—There was once a
boy who stood upon a burning deck, be-
cause his father told him not to leave
until sent for, and that's just about what
the progressive party is doing at this mo-
If Father Roosevelt calls them
they will leave the burning, sinking ship
and escape. If he doesn't call them, the
waters will close above their heads, and
that will be the end of the progressive

party.

When that double quintet representing
both republicans and progressives went
into solemn conclave last night there was
a suspiclon that they would emerge
with a feasible plan to harmonize both
ends of the argument. The suggestion
which came to hand more readily than
anything else was that they all would
get together behind Hughes or Root, and
that the progressives would be told by
Col. Roosevelt to lay down and let the
juggernaut of fate run over them, for his
sake, and his sake alone. When this
compromise falled to strike the longed-
for harmonlous note some of the progres-
sive leaders began to look for a soft place
to land, because they flgured that the
party is rushing onward to the precipice.

Tired of Being Outsiders.

Yes, and they are tired of being out
in the cold, and they want to go home
to a regular party again. They're
game little fellows, and they'll stick
right where they are and won't com-
promise unless Theodore Roosevelt tells
them to. And yet see what a position
they are in, even in this extremity.
They organized a one-man party four
¥ears ago and put history out of joint
and have kept in organization because
of and for one man alone, the only time
such a thing has been done In the his-
tory of the country. Even now, when
all signs point to the utter dissolution
of the party unless something remark-
able happens, they have a candidate
before two conventions, and that one
man seems to hold the key to the whole
situation. He certainly has the pro-
gressive party in the palm of his hand.
He may not know what to do with it,
but, anyhow, it's right there.

The progressives here are taking
Roosevelt religiously, as they have
always taken him and are ready to die
for him. They will compromise, of
course, provided the republicans will
make it Roosevelt. That is an easy
condition for a compromise, as far as
the progressives are concerned.

' Sent Emissaries to Republicans.

They sent their emissaries to the re-
publicans with the suggestion that a
conference be brought about, and It
wasn't until the holy fire radical bull
moosers understood that it was an easy
way perhdps to nominate Roosevelt
all around ; that they would consent
Then they figured that the progres-
gives' end of the conference would
agree to compromise on Roosevelt and,
if the republicans rushed, the pro-
gressives could go before the country
and say, “Well, we offered to compro-
mise and join the republicans, but
they wouldn't have it.” Some of the
republicans believed the agreement
would be on Hughes. They sald, “Well,
the bull moose claim that Roosevelt
won't support Hughes, but whenever
that statement is made here the Roose-
velt republican campaign men deny it.”
Perhaps the progressives want to
see the name Roosevelt before the re-
publican convention, perhaps they
want to say to the republicans, “Look
here, you threw us out of the chance
to get a fair vote on Roosevelt in
the republican convention four years
ago. Put up his name now at your
convention and let us see what will
happen.”

CHICAGO “PEACE" CONFERENCE
'SITS FAR INTO THE NIGHT

Men Who Were Bitter Foes Four Years Ago
Indulge in Friendly Discussion

of the Situation.

CHICAGO, June $.—Uncertainty as
thick and obdurate as the murky
 weather that has hung over Chilcago
for three days prevalled with the open-
ing of the third day of the convention,
and all eyes were strained to catch the
first possible clearing of the political
clouds.

No man on the ground was able to
predict on a basis of fact what the next
twenty-four hours might bring out of
the haze; whether it would be harmony
and a re-united republican party or
disagreement and dual nominations by
the two big conventions.

The day was ushered in by a mid-
night conference that will become his-
toric if “peace” comes from the pro-
gressive and republican conventions,
which took place at the Chicago Club,
on Michigan boulevard. d

Adjourns Without Definite Results.

The conference adjourned before 1
o'clock without definite results, it was
said, and details of its dellberations
were withheld. It may meet again this
afterncon or tonight or it may not.
Only the developments of the day can
determine that. 3

It was a remarkable picture formed
by the men seated about the conference
board, in whose handa practically rest-
ed the destinies of the republican and
progressive parties.

The republican committes was com-
posed of Senator Reed Smoot of Utah,
chairman; Former Senator W. Murray
Crane of Massachusetts, Senator Wil-
liam E. Borah of 1daho, Nicholaa Mur-
ray Butler of New York and A. R.
Johnson of Ohlo.

The progressive committee had George
‘W. Perkins of New York for chair-
man and the other members weres Gov.
Hiram W. Johnson of Callfornia, Hor-
ace B. Wilkinson of New York, Charles
J. Bonaparte of Maryland and John
M. Parker of New Orleans.

Operated 1912 ‘‘Steam Roller.”

Every mgmber of the republican
“peace” committee took part in the
management of the republican conven-
tion of 1912, which brought the pro-
gressive party into being. Crans,
Smoot and Butler were determined ad-
vocates of methods to prevent the
nomination of Col. Roosevelt then. A.
R. Johnson, then in Congress, supported
themn. Borah was for Roosevelt, but
refused to leave the republican party.
When Vice President Sherman died Mr.
Butler was selected as the running
mate of President Taft.

Gov. Johnson was candidate for Vice
President with Roosevelt on the 1912
progressive ticket. Many times Gov.
Johnson has denounced with great
yigor the action in 1912 of the men who

{last night sat across from him at the

council table.

Bonaparte of Maryland constantly
has been for Col. Roosevelt and Roose-
wvelt policies. Mr. Parker organized the
rogressive party In Loulsiana. Mr.
‘erkins and Mr. Wilkinson were with
Col. Roosevelt in 1912. Mr. Perkins
has been particularly prominent in the
councils of the progressive party and
one of its most widely known leaders.
For more than two hours the confer-

een discussed the points at issue be-
tween the progressives and the repub-
licans and took up detalls of the peace
plans projected earlier in the day by
the two conventions when the confer-
ence committees on harmony had been
appointed. When adjournment came it
was announced that “we report prog-
ress,” and the statement was made that
the members of the twno committees
would not get together again until aft-
er the sessions of the conventlons to-
day. They prepared reports which are
being presented to their l:espective con-
ventions. There is considerable doubt
as to just how these reports will be re-
ceived by the delegates and whether
leaders in the two conventions can
hold the body of delegates under con-
trol while further harmony delibera-
tions are being held. =

“It is understood,” m=aid Senator Bo-

rah after last night's conference had
nominating

concluded, “that while

speeches will be made in each conven-
tion today, no nominations will be
made."”

“And,” said another member of the
committee, “we will resume negotia-
tions in the afternoon and evening.

Situation Invites “Unexpected.”

,But herein enter various pha{es of
the situation which combine to make it
a0 delicate as to invite the unexpected
and th® uncertain. Leaders of both
parties sat up most of the night dis-
cussing numerous possibilities that

might develop and making plans to
handle the situatign should efforts be
made to stampede either convention for
a particular candidate or against fur-
ther delay in making nominations.

Many of the progressives hoped that
Col. Roosevelt at Oyster Bay would
gend a message to the harmony con-
ferees or to the progressive convention
that would have a bearing on the situ-
ation.

The men advocating the momination
by the republican convention of Justice
Hughes declared this morning that
nothing had occurred to weaken their
position; stated that they believed their
candidate could be nominated today,
and prepared to press for action on a
nomination without delay.

Managers for the various “favorite
sons” candidates insisted the harmony
conference program had greatly im-
proved the chances for their men, and
predicted early today that neither the
name of Hughes or Roosevelt would
appear upon the republican ticket.

Not Many Are Sanguine.

But in the absence of any deflnite re-
port of what happened at the “peace"”
conference at the Chicago Club, not
many people were sanguine of definite
results. Many expressed the opinion
that the two rconventions will go ahead
regardless of each other, make their
nominations and adjourn.

In this connection one of the members
of last night's conference declared:

“Theg conference has not changed the
situation in respect to the probable
nomination of Justice Hughes by the
republican convention. A situation has
been created by which the progressives
in all probability will be willing to
postpone the desire of the radical mem-
bers to rush into a nomination of Col.
Hoosevelt for the sole purpose of being
the first to put a ticket in the fleld. I
believe the conference made for good
feeling regardless of whether we ac-
complish the main purpose of coming
together or not.”

WOMAN LEADERS DISSATISFIED
WITH SUFFRAGE DECLARATION
IN THE PROGRESSIVE PLATFORM

Pretty Fight in Prospect Over the Phrase-
ology in Plank Adopted by Committee.
Prohibition Issue Giving Trouble.

CHICAGO, June %—A pretty fight
over the woman suffrage plank in the
progressive platform was In prospect
today. Some of the more radical lead-
ers of the suffrage movement were
said not to be satisfied with the plank
as drawn by the resolutions commit-
tee and were todav bringing all pos-
sible pressure to bear to change its
phraseology.

As adopted by the committese the
plank says that the progressive party
believes that women *“should be given
the full political right of suffrage
either by federal or state action."” This
was looked upon as at best a com-
promise and by some suffrage pro-
ponents as a decided straddle. The
element which is dissatisfied with this
wording want & change so as to make
the plank read *“Women should be
glven. tha full political ri’ht of suf-
frage both by federal and state
action,” which they hold is a positive
declaration that legislation should be
enacted by Congress and by the states
as well

General Debate Probable.

When the platform is taken up plank
by plank the fight probably will re-
sult in general debate with some of
the ardent suffiragist delegates leading.

Another plank that is expected to
cause trouble is that on the guestion
of . prohibition. In the resolutions
committes- a motion to insert an out-
and-out declaration for a “dry” plank
was beaten, 30 to-13, but advocates of
prohibition have not given up hope of
a {:mnlideratlon in the convention it-
self,

Republican Committee’s Action.

Woman suffrage ran & curios course
yesterday Iin the republican conven-
tion. First denied a place in the plat-
form and then accepted as a party
plank without reservation, it finally
found its resting place in the republi-
can resolutions as a favored proposi-
tion in principle, but with the pro-
viso that each state should settle the
woman suffrage question for itself.

Value of Exports in April, $399 -
000,000; Imports, $217,000,000.

Exports of the United States
April were $399,000,000 and imports
$217,000,000, a8 compared with exports
in April, 1915, of $294,000,000 andpim-
ports of $160,000,000, the bureau of for-
eign and domestic commerce an-
nounced today.

Manufactured articles exported ready
for consumption amounted to $197,.-
000,000 in April, compared with $90.-
000,000 in the same month last year.
Crude foodstuffs and meats exported
were $36,000,000, a reduction from $59,-
000,000 last year. Crude materials Im-
ported amounted to $95,000,000 in
