OF ALL THE SPEAKERS

Justice Siddons Makes Principal Ad-
dress—James A. Sample Drops
Dead at Table.

“T am a man of peace, The guarrels
of men and of nations ought to be settled
by peaceful methods,” said Justice Fred-
erick L. Siddons of the Supreme Court
of the District of Columbia, in address-
ing fellow members of the Nntional
Rifles Veterans' Association, at the thir-
ty-sixth anniversary dinner last night at
the Hotel Gordon. The jollification of
the banqueters came to an end when
James A. Sample, cashier of the United
States treasurer’s oflice, dropped dead as
he took his seat, after he had responded
to a toast on “Old Glory."

The keynote of all of the speakers
was “Preparedness,” and in this connec-
tion Justice Siddons declared the United
States ought to be prepared to defend
the principles of the country. He de-
clared the time has come when this na-
tion muset be prepared. The speaker
urged the members of the associution to
participate in the “preparedness” parade
next Wednesday, and stated that at least
three of thé justices of the District Su-
preme Court have declared their inten-

tlons to march with the cit -

Tribute Paid to Dead.

Following the calling of the banquet-
ers together by Lieut. George W.
Evans, who acted as toastmaster, the
lights were extinguished, and to the
‘sounding of “taps” by a bugler tribute
was pald to the deceased members of
the association. Toastmaster Evans
announced that Thomas M. Shepherd,
John Blake Miller, Gustavus Adolph
Brandt and Thomas A. Graner had died
.Itlnce the last banquet. He read the
military history of éach.

Lieut. Evans made the opening ad-
dress, in which he stated that the Na-
tional Rifles was organized in Novem-
her, 1859, and that Capt. Frank B.
Schaeffer, an officer of experience in
the Mexican war of 1846, was chosen
ita first commander. He gave the en-
tire history of the organization and
told of the high positions many of the
members had reached in public life.

Silent toasts were drunk to dead
members and to President Wilson.
Gen. Willlam E. Harvey. commanding
the National Guard of the District of
Columbia, responded to the toast “The
Kational Guard of the District of Co-

mbia” and gave the history of the
‘organization. The speaker urged the
support of the busineas men of the
Pistrict in furthering the National
Guard., and denounced thbse who
“knock™ it.

Speaks for New Organization.

Col. Richard D. S8imms made an ad-
dress, in which he explained the re-
eently formed “Military Service Le-
glon of the District of Columbia.” The
dpeaker urged that all men having
military experience here become mem-
hers of "the new organization. Capt
James F. Oyster also made an address,
in eonnection with which he spoke of
the new organization.

High School Cadets to March.

The action.of the board of education
yesterday afternoon, in deciding to allow
the High School cadets to participate in
the parade, was highly gratifying to the
members of the parade committee.
There are eighteen companie_a of white
cadets and seven companies of colored
cadets. This will mean that-more. than
1,500 _cadets will be. in line, at the head
of the public schools section of the
parade.

Formation, assembling, marching and dismissal of thes preparedness
parade Wednesday, June 14, will be as follows:

various units will assemble at designated points at apecified times,
as Indicated in order of parade. 4

Each division, made up of units, w!ll be commanded by a division
marshal and assistants. He will be responsible for thelr proper forma-
tion and alignment, and will have entire control of the personnel of his
division, subject to orders of grand marshal

Fach divislon marshal willdivide units under him Into platoons of
pixteen filles front, exclusive of Heht and left guides, and each p n
will be commanded by a captain, who will march at a distance of two
paces In front of the center of his platoon,

Platoons will march with an Intervening distance of six paces, and
under no clrcumstances must this distance be exceeded.

The guide will be left throughout the line of march.

Each division marshal will enter parade with his division on Indica-
tion from one of grand marshal's aids.

Each division will send report to Ma). Harry Coope, chief aid to the
grand marshal, who will be statloned at the Peace Monument, as soon
as his division has assembled at its designated assembling point, and
is in marching order.

Grand marshal desires to impress upon all division marshals the
{mperative necessity of maintaining prescribed formation and of re-
quiring their unit captains to keep column well closed up, and of march-
ing rapidly. Under no clreumstances must fm-m:nli(-ul he changed, nor
distance between organizations increased. Undeviating adherences to
this order is only way which a column of this magnitude can be moved
over the designated route within the hours prescribed.

Organizations are to remain intact unt!l regularly dismissed.

Reviewing ofMcera will occupy center of the grandstand erected on
south side of the White House. Each organization will salute review-
ing officers by bringing flag to the center of the face 8iX paces from
the stand, and malntain that posltion until stand is passed.
