PARIS. June 1..Last week the flier

was "cited" in the general orders of
the French army for the brave deed
he did at Verdun. He was given the
croix militaire and the medal of honor.
Those who are interested in his identitycan ascertain it through the officialgazette of the army. For reasonswhich \iill appear it will not be
made known here.
"It would hardly be fair," said KiffinRockwell, the American, who left

the Foreign Legion to become an army
aviator because the chances for sport
seemed better in the air than on the

ground. "He would not like it."
The flier is the son of a well to do

Parisian family. in Paris the opportunitiesfor living at high speeu are

perhaps better than in any other city
in the world. Sometimes one becomes
old while he is still young by the cal

»ndar«fich vnune men sometimes be-
come weary of the game. This one did.
V.'hen the war broke out he volunteeredas an aviator.

Thinks He Could Die Well.

*T can at least die well." he said to

the few who were in his confidence.
Young: men who declare that they

want to die are rarely believed by those
who hear the declaration. His f.iends
thought the boy from Paris merely
suffered from "hump." Perhaps he had
been crossed in love or his liver had
ceased to function. The two events
manifest themselves similarly upon the
spirits. It was especially noted that
he was a careful-flier, even though a

daring one." %

"You do not take many chances,"
said one to him. "That doesn't lbokras
though you wanted to die." j

"I will not commit suicide," was his
reply. "That would not be playing /the
game."
At Soissons he was "cited" for bringingdown a Taube. It was a good deed,

but not a remarkable one. No one
thought anything of it. No flier takts
rank in the public estimation until he
has brought down a quintet of Germans,like Navarre or Guynemer. Then
France begtns to watch his score. Three
weeks ago de Lesseps missed a German.

Merely Provokes Laughter.
The other man laughed and turned

away. He told others and they
laughed. The man who wanted to die
was laughed at through the army.N
These French aviators take chances
that no other man in the world take
habitually, but even thev never think
of ramming another craft in air.
Thefe would not be the millionth part

risian's friends told him of the fraternal
attitude toward him.

"I tell you," he declared, angrily. "I
want to die."

Last week his chance came at Verdun.It is well enough known now
how thoroughly the Germans had preparedthe attack upon that fortress.
They outnumbered the French in the
air as on the ground. It seemed to
the observers that the French held
their own only through Gen. Petain's
genius in the management of his
troops. Tne German fliers swarmed
over the field like hornets on an August
day.
"There ia your man." said the captainof his escadrille to the Parisian,

pointing out a high-flying aviatik.
*No doubt you can get him. Pe Lessepsdid not."

His Response to Taunt.
It wm a taunt in the form of compliment-The Parisian took the air in

his machine, rose high above the Germanand came down like the flight of
a hawk. He struck the aviatik on the
tip of one wing. Sometimes miracles
happen, and one happened now. With
a wlngtlp torn and broken the German
flopped miserably in the air. as a broken
winged duck does when the shot hits
him. He was a good airman, this German,but he could not do impossibilities.
The aviatik turned over and came 3,000
metera down. Into the French lines.
Somehow, the Parisian managed to

hold his machine steady. The motor
had been torn loose on its bed. but the
wings and rudder held. No one knows
how or wnv. He fell at times, like a
lice of slate whirl!na through th» »«r

arid then he regained control and steadiedbis car. He managed to make a
fairly creditable landing, and was quiteunhurt. When his mechanics ran up to
him he was wiping the perspirationfrom his forehead. His hands werebaking.
"Thank God," he repeated, breathlessly."Thank God."
He nas been flying very carefullyince. Before he takes the air he gdtes

oyer nls machine with a microscope and
a monkey wrench. He has done good
worn, but be has not tried to ram aftotherGerman.

"I have been a fool," he says. "I

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FOR BETTER PROTECTION"
OF THE LOCAL AQUEDUCT

Secretary of War Writes Congress
Committees on District. Suggesting

Legislation.

The Secretary of War has addressed
letters to the chairmen of the Senate
and House committees on the District
of Columbia suggesting the enactment
of legislation for the better protection
of the Washington aqueduct system,
especially the Conduit road from
Georgetown to Great Falls.

'Difficulty has been experienced by
the officer in charge of the Washington
aqueduct." says Secretary Baker, "in
the regulation of traffic on the ConJtti*-^o A i. o t

the present time by a special officer,
who is instructed to put off the road
any persons who are disorderly or exceedingthe speed limit, but it has
been found by experience that being
put off* the road is not a sufficient punishmentto avoid breach of the traffic
regulations.

Urges Provision for Penalties.
"Itis believed, therefore, that the

establishment of regulations for the
government of the Washington aqueductand the filtration plant and their
accessories. including the Conduit
road, providing penalties for violations
thereof, is a necessity for the proper
government of the aqueduct, and that
necessity is daily increasing. Legislativeauthority is necessary for the establishmentof such regulations in orderthat they may have the force of
law."
The Secretary therefore recommends

the inclusion in the pending District of
Columbia appropriation bill of a paragraphauthorizing the chief of engineersof the army to make the regulationsreferred to and prescribing penaltiesfor violations thereof, such as
a fine of not less than $25 nor more
than $100, or imprisonment for not more
than one year, for each offense. It is
provided also that violations within the
District limits shall be prosecuted in
the United States branch of the Police
Court and that violations in Maryland
be prosecuted in the United States districtcourt for the district of Maryland.

What the Reports Show.
Reports to the War Department show

that many automobilists make a practiceof speeding their machines on the
Conduit road to an extent that-has
made the road dangerous for general
traffic, and that ordering offenders off
the road is not an adequate method of
preventing the use of the road by recklessand disorderly drivers. It is for
that reason that the authorities desire
legislation providing drastic penalties
for such offenses.
