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ONE HUNDREDTH ANNIVERSARY OF DEATH OF BISHOP CLAGGETT TO BE COMMEMORATED AT CATHEDRAL CLOSE TOMORROW AFTERNOON

BISHOP TUTTLE
OF MISSOURIL

The 100th anniversary of the death of
Rt. Rev. Thomas John Claggett, D. D,
the first bishop consecrated on American
moil, is to be commemorated tomorrow
afterncon at 4 o'clock at the Cathedral
Close, Mount St. Aban, with a notable
gervice. The Bishop of Washington,
Rt. Rev. Dr. Harding, will be in charge.

Bishop Daniel Sylvester Tuttle of
Missouri, many times a doctor by
diplomas of learned bodies, who will
preach the sermon in memory of
Bishap Claggett, is regarded as one of
the oldest bishops in the world in point
of consecration, though still in full
vigor and more active than many
young men.

Elected a bishop by general conven-
tion when only twenty-nine years of
age, he had to wait a year to reach
canonical age, and then went out a
pioneer in savage and primlitive days
to the American inland empire, the
Rocky mountain states, and laid the
foundations of what have become great
religious institutions in Utah, Nevada,
Montana, Wyoming, Idaho—a task, it
is declared, for a giant.

Twenty years later he was trans-
ferred to Missouri, and this year the
church Is celebrating with notable
ceremonies his golden jubilee as a
bishop. Very appropriately, it is point-
ed out, he preaches the sermon in com-
memoration of the 100th anniversary
of Bishop Claggett's death.

The services will be held in the
open air at the peace cross, weather
:ermlttln(. otherwlise in the Bethle-

em Chapel. They will be conducted
by Dean Bratenahl and Canons De
Vries and Willlams of: the cathedral,
and others of the clergy of the dio-
cese of Washington. A large attend-
ance of Episcopalians and of kins-
men of Bishop Claggett is expected.
The public is cordially invited.

The services will consist of special
commemorative prayers, and appropri-
ate psalms, Scripture readings and
hymns. The full cathedral choir will
lead the singing, supported by instru-
mental music, Edgar Priest, master of
the choristers, directing.

Dr. Claggett died just 100 years ago
and was buried in his private family
burying ground at his ancestral es-
tate, Croome, in Prince Georges county,
Md., about twenty miles from this city.
In 1898, on All Saints’ day, the first
Bishop of Washington, Dr. Satterlee,
with the eonsent of his family, moved
his remains and those of his wife, Mary
Gantt, to Mount St. Alban, permission
for which required a special act of
Congress. The bodies now lie beneath
the chancel of St. Alban's Church, but
will eventually be placed In the cathe-
dral. The inscription on the bishop's
tombstone, in Latin, and to be seen in
the chancel of S5t. Alban's Church, was
written by Francis Scott Key, author of
“The Star Spangled Banner,” a devoted
Episcopalian of his day, and a life-
long friend of Bishop Claggett.

Bishop Claggett came of a family
which settled In the province of Mary-
land in its earliest years, and, well fur-
nished with means, it is declared, con-
tinued the life of comfort and culture
which was that of their forbears in
England. His father was also, it Is
declared, a clergyman of the colonial
church of Maryland, and a man of
character and high standing. His kins-
folk today are a numerous clan and
people of repute in all sections of
Maryland, but especially in their native
county of Prince Georges.

Bishop Claggett was made a deacon
and a priest by the Bishop of Leondon
in Lambeth Palace Chapel about ten
years before the revolution. He was
consecrated Bishop at Trinity Church,
New York city, on September 17, 1792,
and died at his home at Croome August
2, 1816. He united in himself the Scotch
Eplscopal sugcession through Bishop
Seabury of Connecticut, and the Eng-
lish succession through Bishops White

of Pennsylvania, Prevost of New York
and Madison of Virginla, and through
him, it is pointed out, all the bishops of
the Episcopal Church in the United
Stiates possess their orders.

After the close of the sermon tomor-
row the people will be bid to prayer,
all standing, by the following:

Good people, we are met together to
commemorate the blessed example of
Thomas John Claggett, first Bishop of
Maryland, first bishop of the Church
of Christ consecrated in this country,
uniting in himself and transmitting to
all of our episcopate after him, both
the Scotch and English orders, and
buried here on this holy hill, together
with Mary Gantt, his wife,

Wherefore I bid you pray for Christ's
Holy Catholic Church; and, as I am
more especially bound, I bid your pray-
ers for that pure and apostolic branch

thereof which God hath planted In
these Uinited States.
1 bid your prayers for. all in eclvil

authority in this nation, and more es-
pecially for the President and his coun-
selors, for the Congress, and for our
soldiers and sailors, that they may seek
only the honor and praise of Almighty
God, and the good of His people.

I bid you pray for the ministers of
God's Holy Word and Sacraments,
whether thev be blshops, priests or
deacons, that in this world they may
constantly speak the truth, boldly re-
buke vice and patiently suffer for the
truth's sake; and, having turned many-
to righteousness, may shine hereafter
a8 the brightness of the firmament,
even as the stars, forever and forever,

1 bid you pray for all the people of
this land, that they may seek not meat
and drink, but righteousness and
peace and joy In the Holy Ghost,

1 bid you pray for the nations at
war, that they may speedily compose
their differences and establish a right-
ful and enduring penace, to the end that
the peoples of the world may live In
concord and amity with one another,
and in the love and fear of the Father
and Lord of all.

After Feast of Pentecost

and Was Instituted in Honor of Holy Trinity.

Throughout the Protestant Episcopal
and Roman Catholic worlds tomorrow
{8 “Trinity Sunday,” which is the first
Sunday after Pentecost and instituted
in honor of the Holy Trinity. In the
early church no special office or day
was assigned for the Holy Trinity.
Popes John XXII (1316-1334) ordered
the feast for the entire church on the
first Sunday after FPentecost. .

The Greeks have no special feast

Since It was after the first great pente-
cost that the doctrine of the Trinity
was proclaimed to the world, the feast
becomingly follows that of Pentecost.

The Episcopal Church keeps Trinity
Sunday, with speclal psalms, lessons
and hymns, bearing upon the equality
of the three persons of the Godhead,
the Father, the Son and the Holy Ghost.
In the communion service, the collect,

tersBanctus, “Holy, Holy, Holy,” ths
preface s inserted as follows: 0, Lord,
Almighty, Everlasting God, who art
one God, one Lord; not only one person,
but threes persons in one substance. For
that which we believe of the glory of
the Father, the same we belleve of the
Son and of the Holy Ghost, without any
difference or inequality.”

The Nicene creed Is compulsory on
this festival. Hymns 383 “Holy, Holy,
Holy, Lord God Almtz‘hty." and 385, .
“Holy, Holy, Holy, Lord God of Hoste,
Eternal King,” will be generally used.
It is also a great day for ordinations
in all the dioceses, candldates for holy
orders having lately graduated from
the several seminaries of the church
being ordalned.

Many of the local clergy will observe
the day as an anniversary of their or-
dination to the diaconate or the priest-
hood. The church begins at the first
chapter of Genesls to read the Bible
through again, in the public services of

OF ARTS DEGREE BY GONZAGA COLLEGE

Pastor of St. Martin’s Roman Catho]ic Cl’mrch
Honored at Commencement Exercises

Held Thurs.clay Evening.

At the sixty-seventh annual com-
mencement of Gonzaga College, which
took place Thursday evening, in Gon-
zaga Hall, the degree of master of arts
was conferred on Rev. Eugene Hannan,
pastor of St. Martin’s Catholic Church.

Rev. Hannan is a native of Washing-
ton and an alumnus of Gonzaga, enter-
ing St. Mary's Seminary after his grad-
uation from the college. He was or-
daind to the priethood in the cathe-

dral, Baltimore, by Cardinal Gibbons
December 18, 1885,
His first assignment was to St

John's Church, Baltimore, as assistant
to Mgr. James B. McManus, where after
two years and a half he was appointed

pastor of St. Patrick's Church, Havre
de Grace, where he remained three
years. He then went to St. Martin's

Church, Baltimore, as an assistant to
Mgr. Thomas J. Broydrick, and after
laboring six years there came to St
Paul's, Washington.

He served two years in that parish,
and was then appointed pastor of St.

Anthony's, Brookland, where, after
three and a half years, he came to St.
Martin’s, and in 1801 founded the
parish.

During his pastorate of this church
he collected the funds and built the
school, rectory and the new church,
which, when completed next year, it is
sald, will rank among the most beauti-
ful churches of its slze in Washington.

Rev. Hannan also erected the first
shrine to St. Rita in this city.

The topic assigned for this week's
lesson Is one that may ™frighten off
many leaders, and chapters, and cause
them to yield to that ever-recurring
temptation to substitute a literary or
musical program for the discussion, or,
worse, to substitute some other subject
“that will be easler to talk about.” But
the wise leaders and chapters that trust
the wisdom and leadership of those who
arrange the toplcs will surely find a
consideration of this subject a source
not only of inspiration, but of spiritual
development.

It is remarkable how many Christians
not only avoid the consideration of the

FProbahly most of us feel that this is a
subject intelligible only to those who
have a profound theological knowledge,
and in our ignorance we dare not even
approach it.

Yet the leadership of the apirit of
God, dwelling In the soul of man,
ought to be the normal experience of
every Christian. It is not a matter of
intellectual knowledge—it is a matter
of experience, and such an experience
as every Christian must have to develop
out of spiritual infancy to the full
power of spiritual manhood. The Ep-
worth League I8 egsentially a training

#chool for spiritual development, and
hence it is not only appropriate, but
necessary to consider and understand

thisz most vital principle in Christian

life and activity.

Christian Activity.

Christian activity is not a theological
phrase with a technical meaning, but
is just what the words indicate—the
activity of a Christian—and it consists
of not only religious acts, but of all
the acts, great and small, extraordinary
and commonplace conscious and™ un-

consgcious, that go te make up the life
of a Christian. Activity, or rather, an
act, is the result of power applied and
controlled.

A machine built for certain work only
does that work when the power is ap-
plied and the machine guided or con-
trolled. A man is just like the ma-
chine, except that he i{s so built as to be
adaptable to almost any kind of act,
and he chooses his acts himself. In the
merely physical act, he applies his
latent physical force to the task, and
directs his hand, foot or body to its
accomplishment. In the mental act, he
applies his latent mental force to the
task and directs his mind to the accom-
plishment of the thought. In the
spiritual act, he applies his latent
spiritual force to the task, and directs
his soul to its accomplishment. This is
a simple thought, and easy enough to
apply to the physical and mental acts;
why should it be difficult to under-
stand its application to spiritual acts?

The
promise is to us, as well as to the dis-
ciples, that Jesus made just before His
ascension, “But ye shall receive power,
when the Holy Spirit is come upon you;
and ye shall be my witnesses.”

When we are converted or trans-
formed by the forgiveness of sin
through believing In Jesus Christ, we
appropriate the power God gives us;
but as the power or light plant is of
no value which does not apply the pow-
er derived from the waterflow for any
other purpose than to turn its own

machinery, so the Christian is wvalue-
less who applies all the God-given
power to merely carrying him through
his own routine. And as the power
plant or light plant becomes valuable
and efficlent as it Is so directed and
controlled that the energy derived is
applied to lighting the city, or supply-
ing power, so the Christian becomes
valuable and efficient as he is so direct-
ed and econtrolled that the God-given
energy is applied to his task—of light-
ing a city (spiritually), or whatever
service to others constitutes his task.

in him, and hereby we know that He
abideth In us, by the spirit which he
gave us.” God is united to us, and we
are united to Him, not by any form of
matter, not by physical conjunction, but
by the intersphering of soul-life. God's
unlon with men is not a shadow, a
figure, or a dream. It is the statement
of a fact as real as any law in nature.

The unlon of sunlight with vegetables
is not more real, nor the flow of nourish-
ing sap in the fruits. Who doubts that
He is in health when the pulse beats
truly, and the nerves are braced, and
each organ works regularly? So there
may be evidence of the indwelling of
the Holy Spirit within us ’

We may know that we are led by the
holy spirit. In Paul's letter to the church
at Rome we read: “For as many as are
led by the spirit of God, these are the
sons of God. For ye recelved not the
spirit of bondage again unto fear; but we
received the spirit of adoption, whereby
we cry, Abba, father! The spirit himself
beareth witness with our spirit, that we
are children of God."

We may have the revelation of the
truth by the spirit. To the church at
Corinth Paul wrote: “And my speech and
my preaching were not in persoasive
words of wisdom, but in demonstration of
the spirit and of power. That your faith
should not stand in the wisdom of men,

but in the power of God. ®* * * But unto
us God revealed them through the spirit;
for the spirit searcheth all things, yea,
the deep things of God. But we recelved
not the spirit of the world, but the spirit
which is of God; that we- might know
the things that are freely given to us
by God.”

We may know that we are led by the
gpirit by our own.ekxperiences, which are
the fruits of the spirit. Writing to the
church &t Galatia Paul said: “The fruit
of the spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuf-
fering, kindness, goodness, faithfulness,
meekness, temperance ; against such there
Is no law. And they that are of Christ
Jesus have crucified the flesh with the
passions and the lusts thereof. If we live
by the spirit, by the spirit let us also
walk "

The holy spirit standard, then, consists
in the application of the divine energy
of God's love to our tasks of service to
God and man, and we may ourselves he-
come conscious of the presence of the
holy spirit through the witness of the
spirit with our spirit, through the lead-
ership and guidance exercised over us and
through the revelation to us of truth by
the spirit. And the proof of the presence
and leadership of the holy spirit is in the
fruits of the spirit, listed by Paul in his
letter to the Galatians, in which he also
said: *“If we live by the spirit, by the
spirit let us also walk."™

COUNCIL OF CHURCHES OF CHRIST TO
GATHER IN ST. LOUIS AT YEAR'S END

Much Attention to Be Given to Matters Growing
Out of Fhe European War.

What is claimed will be the greatest
representative gathering of American
churches is announced for St. Louis at
the end of the current year.

Active preparations for it are already
under way. It is the third councll of
the Federal Council of Churches of
Christ in Amerlea, such councils being
held every four Yyears. The Second
Baptist Church In the city named is
to be the place of meeting, and it Is

expected, 8o the federal council gives
out, that large space will be accorded
matters growing out of the war, and
Amerlca’s relation to a reconstruction
of churches of Europe necessary be-
cause of the war.,

An unusual feature of this third

council will be hearinga accorded to
the unofficial organizations of Christian
churches. The federal council is itself
representative of the official powers of
thirty religious bodies, and it an-
nounces that it will not only receive
reports from its official constituent

rus,” published by FPope Urban 1V, al-

2, 1264), shortly after the publication
of the_ decree, somewhat Impeded the
spread of the festival. Clement V again
took the matter in hand, and at the
general council of Vienna (1311) once
more ordered the adoption of the feast.
He published a new decree, which em-
bodied that of Urban IV. John XXII,
L to Clement V, urged its ob-
