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FOR GREEK TEMPLE IN
CLARA BARTON'S HONOR

Memorial Association Proposes to
Erect One in Capital by

Popular Subscription.
To the Editor of The Star?
The Clara Barton National Memorial

Association, of which Mrs. John A.
Logan of this city is president, pro-
poses to erect in this the Capital city
of the nation, by popular subscription,
a memorial to the memory of the womanwho brought the Red Cross to the
United States, and in addition thereto
gave all the years of her life to its
upbuilding by relieving the stricken in
pestilence, famine, fire and flood.
The world has erected but few public

monuments to honor the life work of
women for humanity, and doubtless
New York city is an index and average
of all cities of the world. There are

sixty-eight monuments in and adjoiningNew York, and of this number but
two represent women; one of these is
Joan of Arr and the other the Statue
of Liberty on Liberty Island, in the
harbor, which indicates how liberal
men have been in bestowing: honors
upon women, but the fact that the
Statue of Liberty is that, of a woman
enlightening the world is both a

promise and prophecy for the future.

Probably a Greek Temple.
Probably the memorial will take the

form of a Greek temple, for anything
less classic and imposing would be

unworthy of the great work that Clara
Barton performed: but whatever shape
it assumes, it should be not only
unique, but an object lesson to show
the world the progress that mercy has
made by making more humane the
dread scourge of war.
The interior of the temple might be

of a type exoressive of the tender
pity, the exalted courage of woman:
by its mute appeal it should say to
the world that woman's hand had
softened the shock of war and made
les«* piteous the wounds of hunger and
pestilence.
On the dome of this temple should

be placed a great electric searchlight
that each eventide would throw the
shadow of the cross on the heavens,
that men beholding might not forget
her who created the substance out of
the shadow with the Red Cross for
her guidon. Thus the memqrial to
Clara Barton would reach from earth
to heaven, and the world would be
the better "that such as these had
lived and died." for it is the dead that
claim our warmest impulses, and Clara
Barton, though dead, will live for aye.

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CONVENTION WORK OVER
I TASK AWAITS CONGRESS
September 1 Regarded u Earliwt

Date Upon Which Getaway
Can Be Reached.

The Senate and House will get down to
work again this week and endeavor to
clean the slate of the legislation which
is awaiting its consideration as quickly
as possible. Nearly all the members of
both Houses are expected to be in Washingtonby tomorrow or Tuesday, now that
the convention period is over.
For .the last two weeks the Senate has

been marking time, meeting only every
three days for routine business, and the
house has been proceeding practically
under unanimous consent on business
over which there .was no contest.
While the members of Congress are ail

anxious to finish their work here so as
to get back home and, into the campaign
as quickly as possible, there seems little
prospect of an early adjournment. September1 is ^regarded as probably the
earliest date upon which a getaway can
be made, if the legislative program in|sipted upon by the administration is carIried out. It is likely that some of the
measures will have to be thrown overboardif ai\. adjournment is to be had at
that time. The House, as a matter of
fact, is in good shape so far as legisla[tion is concerned, and could wind up its
work within a few weeks, but the situa1tion is far different in the Senate.

Important Bills Pending.
The navy bill, the administration ship

purchase bill, the so-called conserva!tion bills, the child labor bill, the conjference reports on the Philippines bill,
the post office and other big appropriationbills are still to be disposed of
by the Senate. That there will be a
hard and long fight waged over the
ship uurchase bill, which the President
and Secretary McAdoo are insisting
shall he passed, is regarded as a foregoneconclusion.
When the Senate meets tomorrow it

is likely that It will be in session only
a short time and will then adjourn out
of respect to the late Senator Burleighnf Main®

In the House an attempt undoubtedlywill be made to set up the army
appropriation bill, which was reported
from the military affairs committee last
week, carry ins upwards of $157,000,000.

The newsdealers of the city, accordingto reports, expect to serve papers

law.
Within the past twenty-'four hours

police headquarters has been besieged
witn persons who have heretofore done
business on Sunday and who desire to
know just what they can do tomorrow.
A small colored girl walked into

headquarters this afternoon and asked:
"May I cook some bread for a white
lady on Sunday, as she has no stove?"
The child was told this would not come
under the ban, cooking being a necessityin the eyes of the law.
Out-of-town automobilists. it is

stated, need have no fear of cominginto the city Sunday, even though theyhave a hired chauffeur, as comingfrom the. District of Columbia or anotherstate they could not be prosecutedfor failure to observe the law,it is pointed out.
As heretofore stated, practically all

of those engaged in business who heretoforehave been free from molestation
on the part of the authorities on Sundayare anxious to have an opinionfrom a court on what are and what are
not "necessities."

Aids the Lawyers.
The enforcement of the old blue laws

will he a boon for many of Alexandria's
lawyers, who have been retained by
persons who expect to be cited into
court Monday. There is every indication
that Monday will be a busy day in the
police court.
