Cut bits of whole wheat bread Into
dice. Use a half cup of any fruit that
may have been left over—prunes,
raisins. chopped dates or candied fruit.
Grease an ordinary melon mold. FPut a
layver of bread in the bottom, then a
layer of the fruit and so continue until
you have the mold filled. Beat twn
eggs without separating with four ta-
blespoonfuls sugar; add a pint of milk.
Pour this carefully over the bread; let
it stand for ten minutes. Then put
the lid on the mold and steam or boll
continuougly for one hour. Serve with
lemon or orange sauce,

Turkish Soup.

Five cups of brown soup stock, one-
quarter cup of rice, one and one-half
of stewed and strained tomatoes, bit of
bay leaf, two slices of onion, ten pep-
percorns, one-quarter teaspoonful of
butter, one and one-half tablespoon-

fuls of flour. Cook rice in brown stock
until soft. Cook bay leaf, onfon, pep-
ercorns and celery salt with tomatoes
or thirty minutes. Combine mixtures,
rub through a sieve and bind with
butter and flour cooked together. Sea-
son with salt and pepper if needed.

Stuffed Eggs.
